Question Brought to the Fore
hv the Chip-Ortega

By ( 1IAULE* F. J1ATH1SON,
There was an interesting discussion at

the ortlces of the Boxing Commission
yesterday aftornoon In which Commie-
signer Hoeke and Harry Stout. referva,
were the ehl>f speakers. Stout had been
Invited to call and explain his action
during the bout between Battling Ortega
and G«-orge Chip. At a tlmo when Chip
we weak ami groggy he struck Ortaea
below the b<*!t und knocked him down.
The blow appareiuly was not Inten-
tlonally foul, and Referee Stout Inquired
of Ortega If he was hurt or if he thought
h could continue. Ortega decided he
could contlaue, and after a alight rf:st
resumed the -"ate.it.
The question at Issue is whether a

man who .strikes a foul blow that doors
an opponent or disables him so that hi*
l.s :otncelled temporarily to c«ase box-
Ine ifcould be disqualified at once, or tht-
nJ'jred rnan receive time in vrii. to
recover from the effects of the punch.

6tout took the latter course a'id de¬
fended his n:"nir. He Insisted that as
Orte»?\ was r. ; entirely disabled and
was able to continue there was no neces¬
sity to pent, ise Chip.
Th rule on the point Is explicit, and

the pubj'^i of debate is as to the powers
of th<.' r.- in interpreting the law.

The rule against foul
hitting was framed not only to protect
boxers from physical Injury but e.lso
to prevent foul hitters from weakening
opponent.1' by illegal punches.
The c.rsrument has been advanced

tha: the Ortega-Chip bout was not im-
portant, and then-fore the glossing over
of the foul was the best plan. On the
contrary, the humblest four round pre-
itainary boxer Is entitled to as much
protection in his rights under the rules
as a world's champion. If a champion
and a near rival were In the ring In a

championship match and the titleholder
hit tho challenger low and put htm on

the floor the title would change hands
lr< a hurry on a decision of foul. There
also is a natural disinclination on the
part of referees to stop a bout because
the spectators may be disappointed. It
