Cases as High as 3C

~ Per Cent,

ERIE'S PLANS DELAYED

Labor Board Says Line
Violated Decision by Issu-
ing Order Without Re-
ceiving Sanction.

WORKERS PLAN A FIGHT

TLabor Arranges Mass Meetings
for This Week to Decide on
Action to Be Taken in
New Circumstances.

Sweeping changes in official person-
nel and a revislon in pay of skilled and
unskilled workers were announced yes-
ierday by three Eastern rallroads—the
New York Central, the Lehigh Valley
and the Erfe.

In an announcement issued by the
New York Central Rallroad at its of-
fices in Elkhart, Ind., the changes will
affect 4,860 men In good positlons, and
will result in the abollshment of eight
general superintendents and four other
high officlals. All of the transfers, it
wps sald, carry salary reductlona
ranging from $7560 to $2,000 yearly.

V. F. 8Bchaff, general superintendent
from Toledo to Chicago, will go to Chi-
cago to dlsplace A. E, Lloyd, who re-
turns to Alllance, Ohlo, as superin-
tendent of the Alllance division, F. H.
Wilson, general superintendent, Buf-
falo to Toledo, goes to the Cleveland
dlvision, displacing B. Thwaites, who
{e transferred to Toledo as superin-
tendent of the Toledo division. J. R.
Todd, Michigan division superintend-
ent, becomes assistant superintendent
of the Erle divislon. E. V. Brown,
superintendent of the Alllance division,
goea to Cleveland as asslstant super-
intendent.

In the notlces sent along its entire
gystem by the Lehigh Valley Rallroad
from its offices in Bethlehem, Pa., it
wis announced that the revislon In
wages of sillled iabor would be effect-
Ive April 16. The percentage of reduc-
tlon is not mentloned, but it Is hinted
that It will be somewhat slmilar to the
reduction proposed for common labor.

Pay Neductions Are Recalled.

The Erfe announcement sald that the
reductions in wages of its unskilled
workers, which went Into effect on the
first of this month, no longer obtaln,
but that the corporation will seck to at-
taln its end by reducing !ts working
forces about 0 per cent. This diminu-
tlon in personnel will come to pass next
month. This s to be dons In order that
revenue and operating costs be brought
closer to normal relationship.

This action by the Erle was prompted
by the declalon of tha United Btates
Anilroad Laboer Board, which ruled that
the road was violating the odlet of the
board by cutting wages without first
consulting the workers naffected. The
latter, immediately appealing to the
hoard, were rewarded by hearing the
Erie orebuked by the board. The rall-
roed then decided to resort to what it
declared to ba ite only alternative.

Late in February the Erle officlals
dlscovered that it cost them $1.07 to
make a dollar. They at once notified
their unskllled labor that a cut In pny
ranging from 48315 cents to 80 cents an
hour had been decreed. They so ar-
ranged the deductlions that a differen-
tial wans established above the golng
rate for corresponding labor In each
community touched by the rallroad.

Board Upholds Men's Appeal.

Protests by the men wers overruled
and the workers appealed to the Labor
Board. The boiird held, In effect, that
the Erle Rallroad had violated the
board’'s declslon and instructions,

Rohert Parsons, general manager for
the Erle, declared yesterday that the
savings affected since Mareh 1 by the
reductlons In pay had enabled the roand
to break about even, not consldering
taxen. In other words, the road s tak-
ing In n dollar for cvery dollar expend-
ed, before taxes, of course. Now the
Erie officialn axpoct to continue to come
out even by reducing working foreea.
The only classes of Iabor not to be af-
fected will be the four great rallroad
brotherhoods. At present Erie em-
ployees, from the president of the mye-
tem down, are on 4 pay basia of flve
dayn n weel.

All rallroad offlnizls and labor lead-
eox a¥resd yesterday that the announce-
ment by the Erle was partlcularly sig-
niflcant. At present both sides (excopt-
{ug, of course, the radlcals, who are In
& declded minority) appear to he In a
conclllatory mood. On one hand are

MYSTERY SOLVED

Police Capture Youth in Attie
of Fleischmann Baths With
Loot All About.

WORKED THROUGH ROOFS

Robberies of Stores in Bloek
Had Gone On for Weeks,
Say Authorities.

Frank Weldon, a sl!'m, harmless
looking youth, radlo operator and vet-
eran of the war, was locked up last
night in the West Forty-seventh street
station on a charge of burglary., He
was found in the attic over the Flelsch-
man Baths at 47 West Forty-second
street. The attic, the pollce sald, was
merely a headquarters from which he
operated as a burglar, and they added
that the dusty place was packed with
jewsiry and clothing stolen from bus!-
ness establishments in the immediate
vieinity, Weldon's home, according to
the blotter entry at the police statlon,
is ut 14 Huntington street.

Weldon was in the attle of the
Flelschman building last night when
detectives, who had become suspiclous
of his movements, pounced on him.
He offered no resistance, they sald,
and submitted meekly to capture.

For many weeks, It is alleged by the
pollce, merchants on the east slda of
Sixth avenue in the block just north of
Forty-second street as well as those on
the north side of Forty-second street just
east of Sixth avenue, have been running
to the West Forty-seventh street station
with complaints of plundersd showcases,
The robberies always occurred at night
and were discoversd when the stores
were opened. The reports came with
such freguency that the detectlves cs-
slgned to investigate them assumed at
ones that the thief was located some-
whers on the block. Since the means ot
entranes always happened to be through
the roof exits, they decided the thief re-
turnied to his hiding place by walking
| across the roofs of the varfous bulldings
to the one ‘n which he made his head-
QuArters. .

Quickly the number of burglaries grow
in such proportion that the unseen thief
acquired the name of the "Bryant Park
burglar,” He left no clues to his
identity, and {t appeared that hs was
bound to continue at work indefinitely.
It was realized he hed the advantage of
being able to search the roofs for cops
befora setting out on a job.

But the dpollce gumrded the roofs and
made the operatlons of the mysterious
burglar almost Iimpossible, The last of
his jobs wera completed on February 8
in the stores of Benjamin Levoy, photo-
graph and optical dealer, at 67 West
Forty-second street; Hannis & Co.,
dealers In women's weer, at 59, and
Abraham Goldman, a jeweller, located
in the sale building as the baths,

Last night, sald tho detectives, plans

It was uspproached from all
sides, and Weldon didn't have a chance

Lo escape.
According to the men who caught
him, he admitted having stolen the

property found In the attic. He sald, it
1s alleged, that he learned the at-
tle was unoccupled and declded to
move In. ¢ used o fire escape in
order to remgh the attic level, nand
climbed through o window. After that
he {8 alleged to have pried open a sky-
light on the roof, got himsell some
hewvy blankets and food and otherwise
prepared for a lengthy stay.

SICK CAN GET BEER BY CASE;
PALMER’S RULING TO STAND:;
TREASURY OFFICE SATISFIED

WABHINGTON, March 12.—The recent ruling of former Attorney-

General Palmer permitting the practically unlimited manufacture
of beer, wines and whiskey for medicinal purposes will stand, Solie-
{tor-General Frierson said to-day, despite protests, unless the Treasury
Department should ask for its reconsideration. Such a request is not
under contemplation, it was said later at the Treasury.

Opinions are fssued by the Department of Justice only to the
President and members of the Cabinet, Mr. Frierson explained, and
are not matters in which private individuals may participate. A re-
view would be made, he added, only on motion of the department
originally making the request and a change made where an error of
law was found.

Regulations to provide for the use of beer medically will be issued
as soon as they can be prepared.

Under this most recent interpretation of the prohibition law of-
ficials declared it would appear that a patient for whom beer was pre-
scribed would be able to obtain it by the case, as it probably would
be ordered as a tonic, and it would appear unreasonable to require a
person to procure only one or two bottles at a time,

Study of the new ruling, officials said, has disclosed that the
whole theory of prohibition:enforcement on which the Internal Reve-
nue Bureau has been proceeding has been ovgrthrown. The prohibi-
tion unit, officials explained, has worked on the theory that it pos-
gessed regulatory powers under the act which permitted it to limit the
use and distribution of intoxicants excepted by Congress from the
general ban. By the most recent view of the law, however, officials
maintained it would seem that this theory is now denied.
