Miss Rose Coghlan's Ziegfeld Talks of
Numerous Roles Beauty on Stage

Miss Rose Coghlan, who plu>s the

rle of Mine. KaOnuin in David Belas-
co's production of "Deburau." the com-

edy from the French of Sacha Gultry,
-idapted by Granville Barker, In which

MoncI Atwlll is appearing in the Bel-

aaco Theatre, will celebrate her seven¬

tieth birthday next Friday, having
spent more than half a century on the

stage, during which ahe has appeared
with many of tlie foremost American
and English stars and also at the head
of her own company.
A native of Peterboro. England. Miss

. 'oghlan is a aister of tlie late Charles
Coghlan. well remembered by American
playgoers, and received her education
in kondon. Her professional debut was

made at the age of eighteen, as one of
tho witches In "Macbeth," at the The¬
atre Royal. Greenock. England, In 1869.
Sho came to America in 1872, maktng
her first appeurance In this country as
ifra. Honiytou in "A llappy Talr," at
the now demolished Wallack's Theatre.
.She also appeared at that house In sup¬
port of E. A. Sothern In "Our Amer¬
ican Cousin," "Brother Sam" and "Dun¬
dreary."

Miss Coghlan returned to England
tho following vcar and appeared in
. Tho School for S.andel." "Twelfth
Night." and as Lady Isabel in "East
i,ynne," and later was seen in support
of Joseph .lefferson when he appeared
In "Kip Van tVlnkle" in England.
Returning to N> w York In 1ST". Miss

Coghlan again appeared at Wallack's
Theatre In "Marriage" and remained
there for two years, during which time
she was neon In "False Shame," "Diplo¬
macy." "Clarissa Hurlowe," "The School
for Scandal." "Our Club.' "My Son,"
"At 1-ast," "Spellbound," 'A Scrap of
Paper," and "The Snowball." Her next
appearance was in support of Dion Bou-
ctcault in "Rescued" and "I.oil is XI."
at Booth's Theatre.

Following this engagement. Miss Rose
Coghlan returned to Wallack's an lead¬
ing woman and remained there for
.ight years. She was seen in tho last
performance of th<' famous Wnllack
Company at that house, when she ap¬
peared as l.nHy T'a-.lr In "Th<> School
tor Scandal." having previously ap¬
peared as the Player Quern in the all-
star caat of "Hamlet" on Mai :>t. 18*7,
which marked tii«- retirement of lister
Wallaek from the stage.

At ins cottage at I'alni Beacii. Where
Florens Klcgf'Id, Jr. is spending several
weeks with Mrs. Zicgfeld "Billi' BurUc)
and their little daughter l'atri< ia. the
father of "Follies" and "Frolics" has
had time to tail; a little more about
beauty.

"Beauty." some one long ago observed,
is 'only skin deep.' This is especially
applicable to the world of the stage,"
said Mr. Zlegfeld to a New York Her¬
ald reporter.

'T*here are certain essentials of beauty
without which no girl burning witn
stage ambitions can go very far," he
continued. "Indeed, personal magnetism
has more drawing power than a pretty
face, but a pretty face plus personal
magnetism is an unbeatable combination,
"What has become universally known

as "the Ztcgfeld girl.' a patronymic v. hose
synonym Is beauty, has never been
seleoted for her face or figure alone.
The fact that many of the so-called
Ziegfeld girls have graduated Into star-
dom Is proof that they have other vir¬
tues beside beauty.

"Miss Marllynn Miller is a beautiful
girl, but without her personality, her
dramatic powers, her unusual voice and
marvelous dancing ability she could
never attain the success she has as a
star In 'Sally.*
"The pulling power of personality is

exemplified In Miss Anna Wlieaton. Miss
Wlieaton has a way of gripping her
audiences In such a manner that they
call her back from the wings time after
time. "It Is that spontaneous something,
perhaps only the psychologists could de¬
scribe i!. that proves so Irresistible with
Miss Wlieaton. Her presence is not
only seen but felt.
"The abolishing of the makeup bo* in

all my productions was considered a
revolutionary step. It was, as a matter
of fact, only a step toward enhancing
theatre values. Qlrls who wero really
beautiful were resorting to such cosmetic
artifices as the shadowed eye, tho car-
mined cheek and perclled eyebrow and
rouged Hps that when they appeared
before the public In the spotlight they
had a hard enamelled look. If the
proper lighting effects are used, a nat¬
ural peach blown complexion c.m be
shown just as It Is across the footlights.
No facial camouflage Is at all required.
"The term 'chorus girl' has come to

mean many things. London has the right
Idea In referring to them as 'ladles of
the chorus' The conscientious chorus
girl always will have a future If Wie
will study and apply herself, but too
many stop once they have achieved the
chorus.
