At any rate, seeking a change of
luck after their overwhelming defeat of
last Thursday, the recruits changed
their names from the Enchillados to the
Armadillos. The new designation seemed
more warlike, but the youngstersvtook
their boating Just the same. The score
was 10 to 5.
For the first time since the intraclub

series was started McGraw sent the two
auctions of the Giants past the sixth In¬
ning limit. He let them go eight, with
pitchers working In four inning relays.
Kor the regulars Pol 1'errltt and Rubo
Bonton did the flinging, with the honors
going mostly to Perritt. Bob Grody,
the pride of East Fifty-ninth street and
tjecond avenue, and Claude Davenport.

BASEBALL DATA CONDENSED.
Baseball originated in the United States in 1839. A baseball umpire was

first called a "robber" in 1839,
The first rules were compiled In 1845. A way to evade the rules was first

found in 1845.
Baseball uniforms were adopted in 1849. There is now some talk of hav-

ing a few uniforms made with the stripes running around instead of up and
down.

In 1859 no pla.yer was allowed to play who received money for his scr-
vices. This rule has been changed.

The regular system of scoring was introduced by Henry Chadwick in1864. The first argument concerning whether a base hit or an error should
bo scored occurred in 1864.

In 1879 the staff of umpires was first Introduced. Since 1S79 rooters
never have called umpires the names by which they were introduced.

In 1885 whitened rubber was authorized as material for the home plate.Solid marble apparently was reserved for the construction of the domes ofcertain of the players.

PLAYERS SCORE IN
BASEBALL SCANDAL

Judge Kefuses State's Request;
to Take Indietod Sox Cases

Off Court Call.

CHtCAro, March 14.."Baseball play¬

ers are galley slaves, subject to the Iron
will of the magnates and treated by
them like cutthroats and bandits while
being used a* a lure to drag the public
to games."

These few remarks were tossed Into
the world's series scandal of 1919 to¬
day by Attorney Benedict J. Short,
counsel for four of the defendant former
White Sox, when the. State appeared be¬
fore Judge William K. Dover to ask
that the cases against the Indicted play¬
ers and alleged gamblers be taken off the
court call.
"Who says these men will never be

back in baseball?" asked Mr. Short.
Comlskey says so and Johnson says so.
If the baseball oligarchy ha.s Its say
on this subject perhaps they will never
go buck. But these men are entitled
to a fair trial by a jury, who shall say
whether thev are guilty of the con¬
spiracy charged. These men are honest
men, and yet they have been treated
like bandits and burglars.

"If there has been a con.piracy, and
It takes astute lawyers three, four, five
months to figure out what th«> conspiracy
Is, then that conspiracy must be chimer¬
ical."
Judge Dever decided Tgainst the State

and ordered all principals before him
next Thursday, at which time, he stated,
an early date for the trial will be set.
The prosecution announced that the

State had lost the testimony of Eddie
Clcotte, Claude Williams and Joe Jack¬
son and needed plenty of time to build
up a new case.
Oharls A. Comlskey, owner of the

White Sox, said after hearing Judge
Dever's decision:

"These players are on my ineligible
list. It was not necessary for Judge
Landls to put them on his. but I am
glad that he did, ns It Justifies my po¬
sition. There is absolutely no chance
for any of them to play on my t»nm
again unless they can clear themselves
to my satisfaction of the charges made
against 'iiem by three of their team¬
mates."
