Michaelyan left them in the salesroom
and went into his office.
But as he left the room the rug

dealer saw the two men hurriedly
leave the store. Ho followed them to
the street and saw them running west
on Thirty-seventh street toward Fifth
avenue, where they turned north and
Jumped into a taxicab. -Michaelyan
pursued (hem and reached the ma-

chine before the chauffcur could start
it. He opened the door and. according
'o the story he told the police, saw a

rug from his store valued at $1,300.
Onah l:p Fifth Avenue.

Both of the men tried to push the rug:
dealer out o? the machine, but Michael-!
van was about to overpower them when
the}' jumped through the other doorway
of the taxicab and van up Fifth avenue,

Michaelyan followed them, shouting,
fnd several hundred persons joined in
the chase. With the crowd at their
heels the two men ran to Thirty-clghtn I
stieet. where they turned east and ran
to Madison avenue.

CADET WHO ENDED LIFE
BURIED AT WEST POINT

J. L. Baum, Jr., Feared He
Would Fail as Officer.

The body of James L. Baum. Jr., of *

Atlantic City, a second classman at th»
United States Military Academy at West
Point, who on Saturday shot himself
In the heart, was burled yesterday af¬
ternoon in the National Cemetery over¬
looking the Hudson at West Point. His
mother rame to the Academy to take
chargo of the funeral.
Major William A. Ganoe, Adjutant of

the Academy, denied an effort had been
made to suppress ne>-s of the cadet's
suicide. It was announced yesterday!
thut an inquest showed Baum was suf¬
fering front dementia precox.
Baum was walking with several other

second classmcn to a recitation hall
shortly before S o'clock when he halted,
drew an army automatic revolever «nd
fired a shot into h!s brain. His com-
rades, taken by surprise, attempted to
stop him, but fatled. ITe died u few-
hours later in the post hospital.

In a letter addressed to a classmate
Baum explained lie was taking his life
because he feared he would not mike
a good officcr. Kectntly other cadets
noticed he was somewhat despondent!
over his stapdiug: st the Academy. H#
was popular and had some reputation as
an athlete

Cadet Dennis Bunker Totten of Mil-
ford. Conn., killed himself at the Acad-
emy 011 January 7 last, fearing he had
not passed his examinations. His marks,
disclosed afterward, proved he had
passed.

Funeral Delayed ['mil Near
lielafires Can Keturn Home

From Florida.

Oi. Ernest -I Lederle. Health Com-
wlMioiter in the administrations of
Mayor Low and .Major Gaynor, died or
septicaemia on March 7 in the Tntcr-
pines Sanitarium for nervous and men¬

tal diseases at Goshen. X. T.. after an

illness of more than a year. Dr.
Lederle was suffering from melancholia
when lie became a patient at the sani¬
tarium. The body ha.* be«n placed
temporarily in u vault at Gieenwood
Cemc.teiy. TTpon the return o? relatives
from Florida formal funeral services
will be heltl.

Dr. Lederle's « ife Mrs. Margaret Tai¬
lor Lederle. died or. Februarj J5 at the
home of her brother, Konald Taylor, 453
Greene avenue, Brooklyn. Dr. Lederle
was unable to attend the funeral services.
Mr. and Mrs, Taylor were on the way to
Florida, to join Mrs. W. L. .Mellon of
Pittsburgh. a sister of Mrs. Lederle, and
May. daughter of the Lederle.". when
they learned of the former Health Com¬
missioner's death.

Until the death of her mother Mav
Lederle was a student at Stamford,
Conn.

l)r. Leder'e was oorn on Stat en Island
fifty-one ears ago. He was graduated
from Columbia University in 1SSG and
joined the staff of 'he city Health De¬
partment as a chemist, serving in this
capacity t>leven years. During par* of
this time ho had charge of the milk
inspection, the supervising of the i>vi-

r.ic'pal water supply und the inspection
of offensive trades.

During the administration of Mayor
l.ow he was credited with retrenching
the expenses of his office, but tx ithln a

year after his appointment by Mayor
Gaynor there were persistent rumors of
his resignation in connection with his
management of the sanitary department.
Commissioner of Accounts Fosdit-k made
an Investigation of the Health Depart¬
ment. especially in reference to the in¬
spection of foodstuffs. Previously Mayor
Gaynor had given Dr. Lederle a vote of
confidence in a personal letter, uphold¬
ing the Health Commissioner.

Dr. Lederle van not a physician. Tic
obtained the degree of doctor of philos¬
ophy in 1SS3 at Columbia, and in lf>0n
was awarded t:;e honorary degree of
doctor of science. He was at one time
a member-of the State Water Supply
Board und was consulting engineer of
the Mew York City Board of Water Sup¬
ply. Dr. Lederle organized the Lederle
Laboratories, where biological and
chemical research was conducted. When
appointed Health Commissioner ho in¬
formed -Mayor Gaynor he bad severed
his connection with this Instituticm.

FOR TESTS ORDERED
Preparations Are Being Made

for Gigantic Duel Willi
Naval Vessels.

ASSEMBLING 100 PLANES

Aircraft Will Gather ai Lang-,
" ley Field to Train for

Battle in June.

Washington', March 14..i iie 'iiobiH-;
ration of more than one hundred air-

planer and several balloons, the airplane*
including practically all the bomi/ng n;a-
chines In the army air service, haw been
ordered. The Associated }*roa« warned
to-night that ti.e craft Will be assembled
at Langley Field, Virginia, end that the
purpose of the mob.li-atlon is for bomb¬
ing teats on naval vessels. The h.forma¬
tion was obtained from a high official of'
the War Departtt.oiU

The tests are to take pi.:ce in .lune.
In addition to the army ser\ice aircraft,
all available naval air forces will be used.
The lighter than air force .*. ill include
dirigible*.

"Th!s 1k the first opportunity we have
had," the War Department official said,
"for any real training scrvice bince the
end of tli war. We expcct to have at
Laugh y Field before the bombing testa
take place about 100 pianea of all types,
including more tjian a tcore of the new
big Martin bonders and the nece.ssa.rj
personnel. The bombing flight training
periods will also give pilots from otliei
ports' an opportunity to attend thi air
service officers school at Langley Field."

Langley Field, as well as those Who
have been ordered to report there, art
being trained in flying over water area*
and dropping bdir.bg on moving targets.
Outlines of battleships drawn 011 the
ground are being used in test" over!
