Senator Boylan.

Senator Knight declared that the
Board of Estimate received abundant
opportunity to agree with a plan.

J that the city would protest itself by be-
( coming a separate State.

"Once we had a Boston tea party." h<;
declared. "You might yet see a trac-
tion party in New York city."
The debate waxed hot as other ques-

tions were fired at Senators Uusk and
Knight. Senators Strauss and Walker
were not satisfied with the answers. The
former charged the majority lender with
beating around the bush while Senator
Knight was told that, although he was

the father and mother of the bill, he
didn't understand it.

"The thing that bothers me about this
bill," shouted Senator Walker, "Is the
provision to stabilise railway securities.
Is that put In for the benefit of the men

whom Gov. Miller called crooks and
manipulators?"
"Must you talk about the working

girls in jammed cars and cast reflections
on the men of New York city in order
to justify this J300,000,0<M> steal? I say
that there is something else behind this
whole thing. It's politics, and if your
present Governor wasn't elected you
wouldn't be asked to vote for this bill.
But politics must disappear when the
New York city members act on it You
are either from New York or you're not,
and if you are not for the people of New
Tork city you ought to have the decency
to move out."

TRANSIT AMENDMENTS
STIR JOHNSON'S IRE

Final Proof of Increased Fare
Plot, He Says.

Senator Hiram W. Johnson of Califor¬
nia, the Hylan administration's special
counsel against Gov. Miller's transit bill,
renewed yesterday his verbal attacks on

the measure. His formal statement in
part follows
"Of course, the wrong and Injustice

of the bill have always been plnin, but
if there were any credulous who, in re¬

liance upon the statements of the spon¬
sors of the measure, believed its purpose
to be other than what its words demon¬
strated, the amendments recently
adopted will make it very clear even to
.them what is being attempted.

"By one of the amendments the pro¬
posed transit commission is now, pend¬
ing its investigations and preparation
.of a plan, authorized to make increases.
This is what the Mayor and Corporation
Counsel have from the first insisted was
Ihe purpose of the bill. It is what its
advocates have with a pretence of in¬
dignation denied. There is no longer'
any pretence. The bill is a bald attempt
to place New York city at the mercy of
the -traction companies and to increase
fares."

INCOME TAX TOTAL
DROPS; MANY FAIL j
FIRST INSTALMENT

Decrease to $600,000,000 for
Tli is District Is Gen¬

eral Estimate.

BIG LOSSES REPORTED

Collector Edwards's Force!
Handles Returns With¬
out Much Difficulty.

GOOD LEEWAY IS GIVEN

Returns Posted by Midnight
to Be Considered as With¬

in Time Limit.

When the time fixed by law for fil¬
ing Federal income tax returns ex¬

pired at 12 o'clock last night two im¬
portant facts stared U«cle Sam In
the face. Despite an increase in the
number of returns the total of tax¬
able incomes had been shown to be
far below that of a year ago, and the
wave of deflation which hos swept
the country causing the closing of in¬
dustrial plants and curtailment of
many other business enterprises also
had swept away a huge part of the
revenues which the Government would
otherwlso have obtained through the
excess profits tax.

Unofficial estimates had it that in this
district alone the Government's revenues

had dropped to $600,000,000, but "Big
Bill" Edwards, Collector of Internal
Revenue, would not venture even a guess
along these lines. "There has been a

marked decrease," he said, "but what
that decrease amounts to the official
fipures from Washington will have to
show."

It was said at Mr. Edwards's office in
the Customs House that the situation
yesterday was similar In many respects
to that which presented Itself on Decem¬
ber 15 last, when many persons reported
their Inability to pay the final instal¬
ments on their 1919 taxes because the
depression had stripped them of their
financial resources.

Blsr Louca Reported.
Many of the big Incomes of a year ago

appeared yesterday to have been com¬
pletely .iwopt away, and the condition
of the stock market was reflected In the
returns of many -nen of the financial dis-
trict, who reported terrific losses. Many
persons who possessed considerable
money a year ago motored down to see
Mr. Edwards within the few hours be¬
fore midnight to ask for extensions of'
time in which to pay. and many who
were unable to pay as much as 1 per
cent., the amount required for the first
instalment of the tax, offerod the Col-
lector sums on accovnt.
One noticeable thing about yesterday'?

business at Collector Edward*'n office
was that the crowds were disposed of!
far more quickly than last year. De¬
spite the fact that the place swarmed
with humanity throughout the day and
evening, the closing hour really found
only a handful of persons on the prem¬
ises. When "Big Bill" decided at 12:10
A." M. to call It a night the corridors
about his office® looked as if a wind
storm had blown all the paper scraps of
the city into them. Multllated blanks
lay everywhere, but the night's work
was very nearly done and the hordes
of taxpayers were gone.

Mhrral Altitude Ontllnrd,
This was largely because of the an¬

nouncement of Collector Edwards that
all payments mailed before midnight
would be considered as having been
made within the legal time of grace. He
made it plain that even If persons have
neglected tho whole business they may
fWe their returns now without encoun¬
tering trouble, provided they have good
cxcuscs to offer. He eald that the
Government does not want to penalize
people for misunderstanding the law, and

SENATE ADJOURNS
SPECIAL SESSION

Confirms Robert W. Bliss to

In a ten minute session the Senate
to-day confirmed three additional nomi¬
nations submitted by President Harding
and adjourned Its special session, to re¬

convene on April 11, when both branches
of Congress will be calied back.
Robert Woods JB1 las of New York to

be Assistant Secretary of State was the

only Important appointment received
and acted on to-day. Th« other two
nominations disposed of were those of
Irving W. Wright of Thermopolis, Wyo.,
to be Register of the Land Office at
Lander, and J. Ira Klrby of Sheridan to
be Receiver of Public Moneys at Buffalo,
Wyo.

It was expected that the President
would send in the nominations for the
I'nited States Shipping- Beard and po*
nlbly name an Ambassador for Oreat
Britain. No word was received from the
White House, however, and the Senate
adjourned sine die.

Unfinished business of the special ses¬
sion submitted by the President includes
the nomination of former Representative
V:«i-h (Wis.) to be a member of the
Interstate Commerce Commission: that
of Charles C. Madison to be United
States Attorney for the Western District
of Missouri, and the ratification of the
Colombian treaty. The two unconflrm d
nominations may be made in recess for
further action when the Senate reas¬
sembles.
Resubmission of the Colombian treaty

will not be necessary, as it remains on
the executive calendar. During the re¬
cess the opponents of this treaty will
perfect a more compact organization for
its defeat, and are hopeful that they may
arouse public sentiment sufficiently to be
able to prevent ratification. There are
said to be at present twenty-five votes
against It, with thirty-three necessary
to defeat It.
Under the unanimous consent asree-

ment the final vote on the Colombian
treaty will occur on the eighth legisla-
tive day of the extra session.

State University Funds Short
for First Time.

Orono. Me., March 16..The faculty
of the University of Maine failed to re¬
ceive salary chccks to-day for the first
time in the history of the Institution,
covering moro than half a century.

This was said to be due to the action
of State officials In withholding funds
on the ground that the bl< unlal appro¬
priation of 1918 is exhausted and that
the present Legislature has made no
provision thus far for the institution.

Oov. Baxter in a message to the r,<
lslature last Thursday on financial mat¬
ters said the univorslty had a deficit
of $214,036, according to figures Kiven
him by President Robert J. Aley. lie
suggested that the appropriation for the
institution for thirty months he re¬
stricted to $600,000, end that the Stiitn
should not assume the deficit The State's
contribution the last two years was
*340,000.

Day Given Over to Domestic
Affairs; War Stocks Will

Be Sold Soon.

.lent Harding and his advisers worked
on plans for the immediate executirai
of campaign promises for more busi¬
ness in Government and less govern¬
ment in business.
Plans were made for the organiza¬

tion of a war liquidation commission
to take over and handle all the sur¬

plus war materials on hand in many
departments, with an aggregate value
of hundreds of millions of dollars.

1 hat the President and his advisers
are keeping in close touch with eco¬
nomic condltiqns at home and with
foreign trade problems that directly
affect the commerce and Industry of
this nation through their Influence on

productive activity, was made plain
following the Cabinet conference.
After two hours in the Cabinet room

with his advisers President Harding
passed half an hour with the new3-

paper correspondents outlining: the prog¬
ress made and the substance of the dis¬
cussions so that the American people
mightknowthe trend of Government
policies.
One of the things that gave to the

President particular encouragement was
that his recent conference with buain*s3
men of the country, including James A.
Farrell, had brought a conviction that
the low ebb of business depression in
the United States had passed and that
increasing activity with less unemploy-'
ment is to ensue. Business leaders of
the country have told the President that
conditions In the immediate future will
see a si w improvement and revival of
trade and industry. War readjustments
are down to a settled basis.
Whether the world oil situation was

touched upon at the meeting was not
ileflnitely stated, but the Cabinet did
take up the organization in other coun¬
tries of single selling organizations rep-
resenting entire industries which can
control marketing conditions and prices
in the export trade. Much attention
likewise was given to shipping and the
future of the American merchant ma-
rine. The President said his selections
for the new Shlping Board probably
would be completed in the near future.
Names of the men selected probably will
not be made known, however, URtil the
extraordinary session of Congre.-w is
called.

Follow
ing all the talk by the Government and
the newswapers of the coming of peace
offers, the Archbishops of Canterbury
and York to-night united in a remark-
able appeal for pcace on St. Patrick's
day.
The Sinn Fein still holds firm that

Premier Lloyd Georga must address
himself to the Dail Etreann if he wants
to open negotiations. Informal pour¬
parlers are already so'nU on with the
reported assurance from Downing Street
that an armistice can be arranged with-
out the rebels laving down their arms,
the point over which the negotiations
attempted before Christmas broke down.
The news from Dublin indicates that

the Sinn Fein ha« become doubly care¬
ful about negotiations. They still allude
to Mr. Lloyd George's pre-Christinas ef¬
forts as but one more proof of British
duplicity, and want to be assured before
they make an open move that there won t
be new and impossible conditions like the
surrender of arms brought forth at the
last moment to throw the burden of the
rupture of negotiations on Irish leaders
in tho House of Commons, and thereby
Justify further and fiercer repression
tactics.

It is a notable fact, however, that the
initiative this time comes exclusively
from the British side. The plea of the
Archbishops says: "We thankfully see
the Christians of all sections of Ireland
resolved on Thursday next. St. Patrick's
Day, that they will unite in prayer that
ty the blessing of God some way may
be'found for restoring peace to their dis¬
tracted land. For us in England to be
listless or silent at such a time would
be to contradict the desire of every
Christian among us. Never were

thoughts about Ireland and her needs
more vividly and more tragically awake
than they are tills week. Let St. Pat¬
rick's Day sue us all publicly or pri¬
vately upon our knees in humble prayer
that under the good hand of the Lord
Clod the feet of those who are now in
darkness and the shadow of death may
be guided into the way of peace."

Bight of Saloon Keepers to Use

Property for Other Purposes
Upheld by Courts.

Edwin J. O'Mulley, Commissioner of
Markets, mtulo the Interesting dis¬
covery yesterday that shoppers In
Washington Market occasionally went
out the door with a package of meat
in one hand and a bottle of whiskey
in the other.

agency for a saloon across the street,
whose proprietor was of the opinion
hat his whiskey would be much more

secure from IMn Chapin If it were

.stored with hindquarters of beef than
it would be behind his bar.
The butcher's license was immediately

revoked, and Mr. O'Malley and his secre¬

tary, T. F. McGrath, seized the six
quarts to be held as evidence. Mr.
O'Malley said he did not believe whiskey
selling was general throucbout the mar¬
ket although the combination of refrig¬
erators and brown paper packages un¬

doubtedly made the conditions most fa¬
vorable. Bookmakers also were busty
about the market, he said, although ho
was unable to obtain evidence against
them yesterday.

Chnpin Gives Up I'ost.

Dan J. Chapin, fourth in line of the
prohibition enforcement chiefs, successor
to Porter and Shevlln and Boyd, an¬

nounced definitely yesterday that he was
through. He goes to Washington to-day,
and expects to leave there in a day or
two for Chicago, where he will take up
again his regular assignment as head of
the Income tax bureau.

For the present the prohibition forces
in New York will probably be directed
by Ernest Langley, who is believed to be
slated for the Job under the new Admin¬
istration. He is a Republican and a
brother of Representative John W. Lang-
ley of Kentucky. He has been thirteen
years in the Internal Revenue Service,
was a squad leader under Porter and
Shevlln and acted as a special investiga¬
tor under Boyd and Chapin.
Dan Chapin has rounded out three

months In the post, which his predecessor
described as "a hopeless and thankless
task." He himself didn't call it that yes¬
terday, but he said It hadn't been pos¬
sible to do much more than get started
In the time he has been here. Chapin's
regime has been feature^} by his determi¬
nation to get as many trustworthy men
as possible Into the enforcement service
and to wend out as many undesirable^ ns

lossibo. The axe 'nas fallen often and
hard during his administration.

Decision on Ijeaaea.

The right of former saloonkeepers to
use property leased from brewers for
other than saloon purposes, in spite of
restrictions In the leases, was upheld by
the Appellate Division of the Supreme
:ourt yesterday In a unanimous deci¬

sion. The court held that the tenant
holding such a lease could not he pen¬
alized because the passage of the Vol¬
stead act made it Impossible for him to
comply with the agreement entered into.
Millions of dollars in leases throughout
the State are affected by the decision.
