The Fastest Transatlantic Trip Cred-
ited to the Red Jacket.

To THE New Yonxk Herarn: Your
correspondent Henry M. Tod 15 certalnly
mistaken with regard to the alleged pas-
sage of the Dreadnaught from Sandy
Hook to the mouth of the Mcersey In
about eleven daye.

The Dreadnaught made from seventy
to eighty passages wmcross the Atiantic
during the ten years she was com-
manded by Captaln Samuels, and her
best run s recorded In “The Clipper
Ship Era,” by Captain Arthur H. Clark.
was 13 days 8 hours from Sandy Hook
to the Northwest Lightship, 3,015 miles,
during the montha of February and
March, 1859,

While this was no doubit a very good
pasgage, the record of the Red Jacket,
Captain Asa Eldridge, from Sandy Hook
to the Rock Light In 12 dnrys 1 hour In
1554, hns never been equatlied,

The Flylng Cloud made two passages
between San Franciseo and New York
In 5% day= In 18561 and 1854. The An-
drew Juckson in 1560 made a passage
iIn 80 daya.

The Surprise, Swordfish, Tlying Fish,
Centest, John Gilpin, Witcheraft, Ante-
lope and Sweepstakes nll made faat
pnssnges between San Franclsco and
New York, but the record of 8 days,
made by the Flying Cloud and Andrew
Jackson, has niéver been broken by a
windammer.

The records of clipper ships, thelr cap-
talna and passages, as complled In “The
Clipper Ship Era,” are, no doubt, the
only avallable statistics upon this very
Irteresting suhject.
