ICE SKATING TITLE
FOR DON ROBINSON

Wins the Metropolitan Ama¬
teur Championship in

Tee Palace.

Pon Robinson of the Ice Palace last
niglit was crowned the metropolitan
amateur Ice skating- champion when he
defeated five of the diptrlct's best skaters
In the 181st Street Palace. In winning
the title Robinson displaced Leslie Boyd
as champion. Boyd made a miserable
showing and finished sixth, (raining only
on« second place In the four events
which comprised the test.

Robinson, although he failed to win a
first place, managed to finish second in
three races, which gave him a total score
of 60 points and the championship. S.
Hllsky. an unattached skater: Mike Mc-
Laughlin of the Tremont S. C., William
Murphy of the Ice Palace and Bobby
Hearn, another Tremont representative,
wera tied for second place with 30 points
each.

LAKEWOOD RUSHING
THE GOLF SEASON

Linksinon on Friday Will
Qualify in Divisions of Eight
on Course Among Pines.

Uvpp before the ball teams have
given a thought to their return from
Southern training camps, before the
first straw but. the first swallow or the
first trawborry have made their ap¬
pearance the I.nkewood Country Club is
calling upon the golfers to come on out
nnd plaj. Lakewood because of links
reconstruction was forced to absent it¬
self for long from the list of golf hosts,
but now that it has got Its circuit back
from the repair shop It seems bent on

making up for lost time. No doubt Lake-
wood has been listening to the soft
southern wind sighing through the pine
trees and has decided that the weather
of the last few days is a llttlo too good
to allow to go to waste. More than that,
the fine weather lias had the efTect of
drying out the course even to the new
holes, and this perhaps more than any¬
thing else is why Lake wood is out with
the announcement of a I wo day tourna¬
ment, to be heM on Friday and Satur¬
day of this week.

It may seam a hit like rushing the
season, but In anj event jfolfers who feel
that it is a shame to waste the sunshine
are getting their opportunity. They may
proceed to send in their entries provided
they are members of clubs belonging to
the U. S. Q. A. After that they can go
ahead and arrange with the weather
man for a continuance of the summer
zephyrs.

There will be a qualifying round on
Friday morning and the first match
round will be run off on the afternoon
of the same day. Semi-flnal and final
rounds will be contested Saturday. It
will be seen by this programme that the
contestants will qualify in divisions of
eight. There will be the usual low quail-
tying prize, and trophies will be offered
for as many divisions as there are en-
tries to fill. So that the first match
round may get under way without delay
early on Friday afternoon it has been
derided that no qualifying cards will be
accepted after 1:30.

Eligibility System.
A new system of eligibility for the

British amateur championship will be
put into operating the coming season,
according to Kenneth Durward of Lon-
don who is now in this country on a
business visit, but who when at home
mingles with the best of the talent, both
amateur and professional. For a num¬
ber of years Britain has been finding ft
to be an easier matter to gst entries than
to decide which players should be
allowed to compete and which should be
barred. In America they followed the
handicap list with a straight eligibilitylist, the responsibility for the entries
being put straight up to the sectional
associations. Last year the British au-
thorities restricted their tournament to
plus men. but even this did not fill the
bill. Now it seems that an Invitation
from the powers that be will be neces¬
sary before any one can compete at Hoy-lake. In the case of the Americans, of
course, the invitation will be all em¬
bracing, but some considerable Interest
is being manifested in the scheme In
Britain, as they see it is possible that
nlayers whose status does not meet with
the complete approval of the tournament
committee may "get the gate" no matter
what their playing records may be.

have taken a new lease of life. "Grant"
has decided to Join the American armyof tnvasion which is going abroad to
play In the British amateur champion¬

PALMER'S UNDOING

British Champion Battered to
Floor in First Bound of

Title Bout.
I

This is the twentieth of a sei'its of
articles by Charles F, Matliison in ichich
he describes interesting pugilistic events
of thr past. The lerrter counties his ob-
serrations to rontes'x and incidntls of
which he ivas an cpeivitness.

Jt Is questionable if any championship
mntest ever hail so many spectacular
featuies as the bout between Terry Mc-
Govern and Pedlar PaTmer In an open
air arena at Tuckahoe, September 12.
1899. It wm an international combat
for the world's bantam championship,
and as each of these fighters wan then
at his best there was intense Interest in
the struggle.

Pedlar Palmer, known in the ring as

the "Box of Tricks,-' was the cleverest
boxer of his time. He had to his credit
a six round draw with the great George
Dixon, had knocked out the famous Billy
Plimmer in seventeen rounds, outpointed
Johnny Murphy of Boston ar.d Dave
Sullivan of New York in twenty round
bouts and had convinced Englishmen,
and many Americans in the bargain that
he could tame Terrible Terry.

Therefore when the match was finally
made it caused a great commotion in
pugilistic circles. Palmer was followed
across the ocean by a number of Eng¬
lish sportsmen, Including A. F. Bettin-
son, manager of the National Sporting
Club of London. And they carried with
them a goodly store of English pounds
with which to back their opinions that
Palmer would subdue the fiery Brook-
lynlte. Both McGovern and Palmer had
been pedlers.
The first sensational incident de¬

veloped when A1 Smith, the stakeholder,
reported that the promoter had failed to
post his forfeit of $10,000.

TENNIS CHALLENGE
ROUND IDEA PASSE

Its Elimination May Extend to
Davis Cup Event Be¬

fore Long.

Mr SAMUEL J. BROOKMt*.
Although England cling* to the chal¬

lenge round idea, in Its lawn tenri*
championships, the practice of having u

title holder stand out until the tourna¬
ment winner has been decided, has been
passe In this country for quite sonio

.time. American tennis officials are now

almost unanimous in the opinion thai In
all competitions there is no satisfactory
reason why the champion should noi
start on equal terms with the rest of the
field.

It is because he Is a firm believer In
the no-cliallenge rotind idea that Will¬
iam T. Tilden 2d has requested permis¬
sion to play through the British tennis
championship at Wimbledon next June.
Tilden has not In mind any desire to
upset the P.rlttsh tennis precedent. Hi*
request is prompted merely by the belief
that he can give a better account of
himself by playing round STter round
than by remaining Idle in singles uniil
the rest of the field has narrowed down
to a single survivor. ITo believes his
tennis form thrives as a result of the
tests in the tournament matches, and
that when the final Is reached, if he Is
successful In reaching It. his tennis ha*
attained its most effective stage.

Tennis officials in this country are in¬
clined to believe that Tllden's request
w!li be denied politely, as the Brltis.i
I^awn Tennis Association is not ready
to drop its established custom. Tt will
have the effect, however, of opening ui..-

cusslon on tho question in British tennis
circles and may influence legislation at
their next annual meeting.
There are also indications h«re of a

growing sentiment In favor of the ellmi.
nation of the challenge round in the
Davis Cup series os well, and it will
not be surprising if the United States
invites the rest of the tennis playing
nations to consider that step at the con¬
clusion of the next international tourna¬
ment. The proposal, if made, is not
likely to meet -wdth the Immediate ap¬
proval of the majority. A cup holding
country might have good ground for ob¬
jecting to making a trip to another
continent to defend the trophy, but a.

rule permitting that country to select the
site for nil of its matches would obviate
that difficulty.

Never lias the demand Tor seat reser¬

vations at the British tennis champion¬
ships been as great as at present. The
tennis office is being swamped with ap¬
plications and the seating capacity will
have to be doubled if all of the tennis
fans are to be accommodated. The
AH England Club has begun the task
of preparing better accommodations and
plans are being drawn for stands to be
constructed on new ground. Regarding
the difficulty veteran tenn's players
have had In getting seats for themselves
and friends the FMd of London says:
"Many lawn tennis veterans come to
Wlmhleton with the double object of
watching the modern Tildens and of re¬

newing friendships formed on courts In
all parts of the world. These men are

members of the old guard; some of them
are pioneers of the game; their efl^rtrf
deserve and should receive recognition
At present no seat at the championship
meeting can be guaranteed to men who
have obviously earned preferential
treatment."

William T. Tilden was so greatly Im¬
pressed with California during his re¬

cent visit to the coast that he Is con¬
sidering a barnstorming trip through
California and the Northwest In 1922
In the latter section he Is likely to
play with Marshall Aller; of Seattle in
doubles.
