QUEENS ROAD FIGHT
POSTPONED A WEEK

Connolly's Effort to Gain Vin¬
dication Also Put Off.

Comptroller Craig's battle to save the
city money by delaying payment for
alleged Imperfect road construction
work in Queens was adjourned until
Wednesday when argument on the

"false and malicious."
Assistant Corporation Counsel Hilly,

who appeared for Comptroller Craig,
id the only question before the court

was that of compelling the Comptroller
to sign certain vouchers for the Pay¬
ment of material which the Comptroller
had investigated and claimed not to be
up to the required specifications.
Both sides were given until Tuesday

night to exchange affidavits. On
Wednesday the question of intervention
also will be settled.

MACKENZIE OH STRIKE
CAUSES RUSH TO ZONE

Huge Camp Is Formed in the
Fort Norman Field.

Fa'rbanks. Alaska, March -1. Dan¬
iel Cadzow, factor of Rampart House,
one of the northernmost posts of the
Hudson Bay Company here, to-day said
mounted police patrols returning from
their annual mail trips from Fort Mc-
Pharson and McKenzie River districts
declared an immense camp Is being
formed in the Fort Norman oil fields,
with hundreds already en route and
others awaiting the opening of spring
traffic. 1
The Fort Norman field, Cadzow said,

is 300 miles lotipr and 200 miles wide,
along the McKenzie River. One well
sunk by the Imperial Oil Company
gushed 1.000 barrels an hour at N00
feet, according to Cadzow's information,
and arrangements are being made to
pipe the oil to the nearest navigable
stream. The Canadian Government lias
two airships for communication with the
oil fields.

MILLER ECONOMY
BILL IS OFFERED

Governor Will Not Walt for

Constitutional Amendment to

Start Efficiency Program mo.

Albany, Mar< ti "it. t
Gov. Miller intends to make his plan

for efficiency and economy a permanent
State function without waiting for the

adoption of the proposed constitutional
amendment for an executive budget. It

Is to be done through the immediate cre¬

ation of a State Board of Estimate and

Control, which he recommended in his
first annual message. The bill carrying
cut the plan was introduced by Senator
Lu^k to-day.
The Board of Estimate is to be com¬

posed of the Governor, Comptroller and
chairmen of the Finance committees of
the two houses '>f the Legislature. It is
required to adopt plans for elimination
of waste and duplication of effort in
State departments and institutions. An-

nual departmental statements of desired
appropriations must be filed with the>
board and the legislative budget com-

mlttee, and the board is to take over the
duties of the central supply committee
("or the purchase of supplier.
The bill appropriates $60,000. 1-0 that

the preparations for next year's budget
on a scientific basin can be begun imtno-
diutely. The Governor's economy plan
already has boon put in operation by the
cutting of 2.000 unnecessary Job hold-
is from the payroll and reducing the

requested appropriations by more than
$70,000,000. It is exp * tflid that even
with expanding activities ie State's ox-
penses can be kept under this year's
limit of $135,000,000 for several years
to come through the proposed Board of
Estimr. te.

In recommending the Board of Estl-
mate and Control tn his message the
Governor said the board should appoint
a budget staff especially qualified for
the work, with ample power of examl-
nation.

Social welfare legislation received its
death blow to-day through an adverse
report of the Assembly Committee on
Labor and Industries of most of the bills
designed to improve the condition of
women in industry. The legislative
leaders have taken the cue from Gov.
Miller, who belives that such measures
are misdirected and often results in great¬
er harm than vood. Among the bills
killed Assemblyman Bloeh's creating
a minimum wage commission and pro-
vidlng for an eight hour day: Assembly¬
man Roosevelt's empowering the State
Industrial Commission to investigate the
hours of employment for women in in-
'histries, and the hill by .Assemblyman
Ptitt providing workmen's compensation
for chauffeurs.

BUILDERS IN RACE
FOR FINE LOCATIONS
Big Apartments Planned for

Drive, Upper East Side and
Washington Heights.

Harry Schiff hu< purchased through
Slawson <Sr Hobbs from « City Invest¬
ing Company. Rob.-rt E. Dowlinn presi¬
dent. the northeast corner of Riversi<l<
Drive and Ninetieth street, known as

the Matthews residence, and the adjoin¬
ing house, formerly the home of A!herr
Flake. The property has a frontage of
139 fcr-t on the Drive and 3 60 feet on

Ninetieth street. Mr. Schiff plans to
erect a fourteen story apartment house

containing double six, seven and eight
room miites on each floor, containing
serventy-eight apartments, or 54 6 rooms
