GREEKS ONCE MORE!
WARWITH TURKS;
ADVANCE 20 WILES:

Line oil Both Smyrna and
Brnssa Fronts Is Pushed

Forward.

GOAL IS BAGDAD ROADj

British. French and Italian]
Armies Will Not Take

Part in Offensive.

NOW CALLED 'DYING kirk*

.Belief Greeks May Reach An¬
gora in Few Weeks, but
Can't Afford to Stay.

By the Asxoc'ated. Prrji.
Constantinople, March 24..An ad¬

vance of about twenty miles was
made by the Greeks on both the
Smyrna and Brusca fronts during the
first day of their offensive against the
Turks. The latter, who are fighting
hard, declare they will not retreat
until every means of defence lids been
exhausted.
The offensive, which began after

¦weeks of preparation, is proceeding
under good weather conditions. The
Greek line now runs some twelve
miles east of Yenishehr on the Brussa
front, and also about twelve miles east
of Ushak on the Smyrna front.
The objective of the offensive Is the

Bagdad railway, although Greek com¬
manders have planned to reach the
city of Eski-Shehr. It is affirmed that
British, French and Italian armies in
the Near East will not participate in
the campaign.

Gen. Papoul&s, commander of the
Greek forces on the Smyrna front, has
issued a proclamation to the army call¬
ing upon the Greek soldiers to extermi-
nate the barbarians and become the
apostles of Hellenic civilization. The!
Greek official communication announces
no prisoners in Wednesday's offensive.

Locally the offensive Is described as
"the dying kick of the Greeks." While
It is considered possible from the Turk¬
ish viewpoint, that the Greeks may reach
Angora in the course of a few weeks.
It is declared this means that they will
be obliged to stay there at vast expense
until oblige'! automatically to retire
from want of funds.

It is reported that the Greek troops
number 120,000. The Turkish National¬
ists are believed to have about 90,000
effectives in the field, but have smaller
supplies upon which to draw.

capture Ksk1-Hlssar and prevent a

junction of the troops of Miistapha

ing against the Greeks, lie said the
Turks have at present 40,000 out against
the Greeks, and can release from Cllicla

M. Gounaris says the Greeks think

They have high hopes that such success
would result In the Sevres treaty re-
inalnli'K unchanged.
M. Gounaris said the financial posi¬

tion of Groecc was not hopeless, and
actually intimated that Greek checks
would be honored by Great Britain.

Woman Enters Cabinet
of Canadian Province

yiCTORIA, B. C., March 24..
Mrs. Ralph Smith to-day was

sworn in as a member of the
Cabinet of British Columbia.
She will be a "Minister without
portfolio," voting in the Execu¬
tive Council but having no spe¬
cial department of government
under her supervision. Mrs.
Smith, who is the widow of a
former Minister of Labor in the
Canadian Government, is the
only woman member of the Brit¬
ish Columbia Legislature and
the first woman in Canada (or
elsewhere, except perhaps Rus¬
sia), to attain to Cabinet rank.

After a consultation between Sir
Hamar Greenwood, Chief Secretary for
Ireland, Sir .Vevil Macready, head of
the Government forces in Ireland, and
Premier Lloyd fieorge this afternoon, It
is understood that the only change in
the policy toward Ireland is that Sir
Nevll may be put in complete control
of all the military forces in Ireland
and held responsible for their disci¬
pline. Then with a disciplined force,
thereby avoiding charges of reprisal/*,
the Government will go on with a more
severe campaign of repression than
ever has been known. It Is hoped by
employing this method to suppress the
disorder to such an extent that the
elections in southern Ireland can be
held before June.
It will require an act of Parliament

to give Sir Xevil these powers, but
meanwhile it Is understood that the
Black and Tans and Black and TanIsm
will be held in check by Gen. Tudor,
commanding the auxiliary forces. The
Government Is determined to enforce
the discipline of the Black and Tans
and has threatened to disband them if
this is not accomplished. Sir Nevll, It
Is understood, places a high value on
the legitimate phases of their police
work, however, and is said to have
promised to mako every effort to keep
them in order.
Ho is also understood to have re¬

ported there Is no chance of an uprising
at Easter further than that which is
already on hand In the way of fierce
but scattered attacks, which he believes
the troops are able to cope with despite
losses.
Premier Lloyd George, although rep-

resenting himself still to be ready to
receive offers of peace from an author¬
itative Irish source, is reported not to
be confident that any such offer is
coming for some time yet. He Is deter¬
mined to go on with the effort to force
a settlement through the home rule
for Irelsnd aot now on the statute books,
which the Irish ngaln and again have
repudiated as "plunder arid partition"
and not containing any possible gormti
of settlement.
Lord Northcllffe to-night came out

straight for a new deal in Ireland. Writ¬
ing in the "Nineteenth Century and After''
under the date of St. Patrick's day on
the subject, "Ireland and World ppace,"
he says: "A settlement can only be
reached when the English public realize
the futility of maintaining by force and
under world wide condemnation an ob¬
solete form of government such as we
have always been the firat to denounc<
in foreign empires."

lie condemns the Government as be¬
ing "far too pliant to L'lster's dictation"
and a« "giving Ireland sufficient pow°r
¦to make her dangerous without offering
her sufficient Inducement to make her
friendly. No settlement can be attained
except by a truce, the necessity for
which becomes hourly more apparent."

MILITARY PREPARES
FOR EASTER OUTBREAK

Public Building? in Ireland
Placed Under Guard.

Dublin', March 24..Detailed military
precautions have been taken ftgain.st a
tossible Easter outbreak. Crown forces
have been posted in the important public
buildings. Officially no trouble is looked
for. Similar precautions were taken
last year, but Instead of an armed In¬
surrection simultaneous raids occurred
on incorwe tdx offices and police bar¬
racks.

provisional agreement has been reached
by which the Sinn Fein Constitutional
and Nationalist parties ¦will present a
united front to the Unionist forces in
the coming elections in the north of
Ireland and that both parties have
agreed that none of their successful
candidates will sit in the Ulster Parlia¬
ment.

Scale Walls of Cork Jail,
Throw Rope Ladders.

BOMB KILLING 31
IS 'INITIAL MOVE
TO FREE MANKIND'

Voutli Kxultiug at Milan
Outrage Says It Is Only

Beginning*.

Loaders Arrested and the
Offices of Their Paper

\re Wrecked.

EJ.EtTKIO PLANT BOMBED

Fascisti Raid Syndicalist Head¬
quarters, but City Goner-

ally Is Calm.

Mila.v. March 24..Thirty-one per¬
sons were killed and 100 injured bj' the
bomb explosion in the Diana Theatre
last night.
There are several versions of how

the bomb was thrown. Some persons
maintain that the missile was launched
from the upper gallery, while others
Insist it was thrown into the theatre
from a side door. Still other persons
declare the bomb was exploded by a

time fuse which had been placed In-
sido a door by a man who was seen

running away from the building.
A boy 18 years old was arrested to¬

day while rejoicing over the terrorist
outrage. He declared that such acts
were in reality humanitarian, boinp
the beginning of the definite liberation
of mankind from the red tape of law
and tyranny of fellowmen. The youth
was rescued by the police from a

crowd which threatened to lynch him.
Some anarchists have been arrested

on suspicion the explosion was inspired
by them as a protest against the im¬
prisonment of Malatas'a, the anarchist
leader.

Fascisti to-da/ rushed the office of
the anarchist newspaper Humanita A'oro
and destroyed It. The furniture, ma¬

chinery and rolls of print paper in the
building were thrown into the street and
burned. Explosions com!rig from the
burning furniture indicated bombs had
been hidden in it. Oth-.-r Fascisti at¬
tacked and destroyed the headquarters
of the Anarchist and Syndicalist i'nion
and also th.. rooms of the Socialist dub.

An explosion occurred early to-day at
the electric works, where three bombs
were thrown. No damage was done.
Royal guards arrested an anarchist
named Amleto Astolfl, 18 years old, who!
is supposed to have been the author of
the outrages. Tiie youth had a loaded
revolver, with which he shot at the
guards who were pursuing him.

Sifoior Pontremoll, former editor and
manager of the Rrrolo, was slightly
wounded in the theatre explosion.
Among the dead are the engineer.
