The funeral procession which will
fonn a part of the services promises t®
ho one of the moat striking spectacles
Baltimore has ever seen, with Cardinals,
Archbishops, Bishops, monsignori, ab¬
bots from the monasteries and repre¬
sentatives of all church organizations.

-Catholic University, or Bishop Michael
3. Curley of St. Augustine, Fla. Ac¬
cording to tha usual custom, the
Bishops of the diocese will meet In
secret conclave here within the noxt
two months and will discuss the merits
of the various candidates for the place.
The result of this discussion will be
the recommendation of three names,
which will be .i«nt to the Pope. The
Pope will surely select the next Arch¬
bishop from these names, although he

'* .not required to do so.

the selection of an Archbishop.

POPE DEEPLY MOVED
/ -X BY CARDINAL'S DEATH

'Name Will Go Down in His¬
tory/ He Declares.

Hv the Associated Prets.
Rom, March 25..The death of Car-

' -final Gibbons caused the most profound
frlef at the Vatican, coming; as a par-
ticular shock to Pope Benedict, who had
Just written a letter of congratulation to
the Cardinal, having heard he haul re-
covered his health.

"Both the Church and America have
lost one of their greatest men," ex-
claimed the Pontiff. "The name of
Cardinal Gibbons will co down In his-
tory." His Holiness knelt after thus
voicing his grief and remained a lone
time at the prie dleu in the deepest
prayer.
As tho news spread throughout the

# Vatican expressions of the sincerent
condolence were uttered on all sides.
Mgr. Cerrettl, the Papal Under Secre-
tary of State, was esi>ecl*ily affected by
the loss. He recalled his long time In¬
tercourse with the Cardinal, remarking

, feelingly that posterity would be certain
to retain the memory of the dead
¦prelate both for his achievements as an
.ccleslastlc and his worth as an Atner-
(can citizen.

Cardinal Dousherty was deeply af-
m .tected by the sad news from Baltimore.

¦i "By the death of Cardinal Gibbons,"
« . said, "the Church In America has
* lost the greatest man In Its history and

our country Its foremost citizen. He
iran the only surlvor of the Vatican
council which met under Plus XX. and
also of the Bishop's Third PlenaryCouncil in Baltimore, «nd was the old-* »««t member of the Sacred College of
Cardinala Several generations of
Catholic* In the United States looked uphim as their leader. Americans, Irre¬
spective of creed, regarded him a* a
patriot and guide.

"Cardinal Glbbons's salient traits of
character seem to have been his keen
Interest In men and the progress of the
world, and his rare Judgment, his tact
and his kindly sympathy for every¬
thing human. I )md the honor as a
Jtudent In the American College to serve
as an acolyte when Cardinal Gibbons
took possession of his titular Church
.f Santa Maria In Trastavere In 1887.
the year after he was created a Car¬
dinal."
The Pontiff. Cardinal Gasparrl. Papal

Secretary of State, and Mgr. Cerrettl
sent heartfelt messages of sympathy to
Haltliriore. and Mgr. O'Hern, rector of
the American College, also cabled his
-personal condolences and those of the
official' of the college.

'SLAVES' DENIES ALL
Frame-Up by Fend Enemies. la
Georgia Farmer's Reply to

Murder Charge.

Atlanta, March 25..A general denial
to charges that he had worked negroeB
in peonage and then had eleven of them
killed when they threatened to run away
was made here to-ntght by John Will¬
iams. Jasper county farmer, who was

brought to the Fulton county Tower for
safe keeping.

Williams, who 'was Indicted on a

charge of murder yesterday at Coving¬
ton, Ca., during a Grand Jury Investiga¬
tion of the finding of three negroes In a

rtver near ihere. told a story of a long
feud between his family and neighbors,
who he said threatened to "break our
necks In the Federal courts."
The charges against Williams were

made by Clyde Manning, a negro labor¬
er on the Williams plantation, who, with
another negro, Clyde Freeman, was
brought here yesterday and held In
connection with the case. The confession
attributed to Manning described how he,
under fear of Williams, had knocked
four negroes in the head with an axe
and burled them In a pasture, and how
five others had been taken across Into
the next county and tied to rocks and
thrown Into the river to drown. Only
three bodies have been discovered In
a search of the river. f*

Williams, who charged a "frame up."
declared that seven years ago trouble
arose between himself and members of
a Leverwtt family over land lines and
stray cattle. Last fall, he said, his sons
were accused of operating a still, and
'ater he and Dave Leverett had a fight.
Williams, who is f>4 years old and the

father of twelve children, said he never
had been arrested before and that he
had employed counsel and was gojng to
prove he was not guilty of the charges.
The investigation In Covington has not
yet ended.

Members of Shoe Firm Deny
Shortage in Paymenta.

Mrs. Ethel Hanan Taylor, widow of
Alfred F. Hanan. who, since her re¬
marriage. has been living In Paris, got.
everything to which sho was entitled
from the estate of her late husband, ac¬
cording to answers filed yesterday In
the Supreme Court toy Herbert W.
Hanan and Addison <3 Hanan, surviving
members of the shoe manufacturing
firm of Hanan /k Son.
They are defendants In an action she

began for an accounting of the affairs
of Uio compay, alleging the surviving
members failed to pay to her hus¬
band's estate his share In the profits
and assets of the business, an<l In which
she sought either tho appolntmen' of a
receiver pending the outcome of the
proceedings or a bond of $12,0u<>.0<0 to be
furnished by the survivor*.
Their answers are supported by a

third answer, filed by Herbert Hanan
as executor. All allege that the condi¬
tions of the partnership call for a pay¬
ment of 10 per cent, of the undivided
profits of the firm to the estate of a
deceased member and the liquidation of
his stock at oar. thieh payments were
made, they allege, and nothing further
Is due.
The suvvlvlng members also flied no¬

tices of a motion to channe the venue
of the action to King* county, as the
Hanan manufacturing business wss In
Brooklyn.

Justice ,V'wbur*et denied the request
for alimony because her hn»l>»nd, In his
answer to her suit, contends their mar¬
ring'* was invalid. He biistts his con¬
tention on the same ground 'as the Oay¬
nor annulment action.that at tho time
he married her her first marriage, to
Salvatore OulfTrie In 1)03, was still in
effect, Ouiflrie'a dlvoro* action not hav¬
ing b«eu settled.
