Secretary's Position on
Treaty Ratification.

REVELATIONS TOO LATE

Cites His Own Testimony to,
Senate When Issue Was
in Doubt.

The following is an open Irpter ad-
dresged to Robert Lansing, [0 sner Bec-
retary of State, by Willlam . Bullitt
Jormerly of tae Department; of Etate
ond the American Commissic pu to Nego-
tiate Peace, in venly to o fricin oriti-
clama in Mr. Lansing’s book,, “The Peace
Negotiations” :

“My Dear Mr. Lonsing :

“T regret that I cannoty gllow certaln
statements In your book, Peaca Ne-
gotiations,’ to pass with sut comment.

*You quote, a8 expre gsing your views
concerning the treatys at the dime of
your conversation of 19, 1918, with
me, a lengthy memomandum of yours
dated May 8, 1919, fhe general tenor of
which is expreesed 'm. the following pass-

age:

" “This war was, fought by the TTnited
States to destroy ’‘rorever the conditions
which produced, jt. These conditlons
have not bee 4 destroyed. They have
been supplar geqd hy other conditions,
equally procgictive of hatred. jealousy
and susplc' 4n, In place of the Triple
Alllance 2,4 the Entente has arlsem
the Quint sple Alllance, which s to rule
the worl 4. The victors in this war In-
tend to {mpose their comoined will upon
the vrmquished and to subordinate all
lﬂ?{' to thelr own.

is true that to plense tna aroused
put opinfon of mankind and to
e d to the ldeallsm of the moralist
ey have surrounded the new alliance
ith a halo and called :t “the League
of Natlons,” but whatever it may be
callad or however it may be disgulsed
It 18 an alliance of the flve great mili-
tary Powers.'

“You will note that in the entire
memorandum from which this is & rep-
resentatlve excerpt you did not onece
advocate ratifications of the treaty nor
in any other memorandum written In
Parls and gquoted In your book did you
wdvocate ratification of the treaty,

“In your telegram to the Presldent,
written some four months liter and
made publle in your book, you added
contrary statements, glving a radleally
different meaning to your words. You
#ald that although you had criticiged
the treaty In your conversation with me,
you had followed wour critlclsms by
saying ‘that nothing ought to be done
to prevent the speedy restoration of
peace by signing the treaty,’ and that
‘anything which was an obstacle to ratl-
fication was wunfortunate, because we
ought to have peace ne soon as porsible.’
This telegram, written four months
after the event, {s the sole evidence upon
which you base an allegation that I,
‘posaibly unintentionally' . . by
omitting the context, entirely chnnuud
ths meaning’ of your statements In our
conversation of May 18, 19®9.

Comparison of Viewns.

“T have compared this telegram of
yours of September 16, 1819, with your
memorandum of May 8 1919, and with
the memorandum which I dictated to
my secretary Immediftely after our con-
versation of May 19, 1919, And I can-
not r ile the stat ts in the tele-
gram, which four months later you sent
to ths President, with elther your mem-
orandum of May 8 or my memorandum
of May 19. 1 find that my memoran-
dum of our converaation contains among
others, precisely the same ticlsms of
the treaty which you . gave In your mem-
orandum of May 8, and just as there s
no mentlon In your memorandum of
wour advocating ratification of the
treaty, just so there Is no mention of
vour advocating ratification In my mem-
orendum of our conversation. Your awn
wontemporary record agrees with mine,
In it there s no trace of your advoecat-
ing unconditional ratification.

*In your statement on page 276 of
vour book les, perhaps, the explanation
of the discrepancy between the contem- !
porary record and your later telegram
to the President. There you say that
when you became ‘convinced after con-
versations with the Presldent In July
and August, 1919, that he would not
consent to any effective reservations, the
politle course seemed to be to endeavor
to secure ratification without reserva-
tions,' Had you belfeved In May what
in September you sald you hud belleved
in May, you would not have had to be
convinced In July and August Yonr{
telegram of September 16 to the Presi-
dent was clearly an evasion and the
argument you base on it in your book
has no foundation in the facts estab-
lished by the cont ary evid

As to Other Criticismn.

“In regard to your other criticlams, I
have only this to say: As you polnt out
ably In your book, hostility to the treaty
was widespread throughout theé Ameri-

SCIEN TISTS TRAIL PROOF OF
I13TH CENTURY TELESCOPE

Roger Bacon Used High Powered Microscope Also, Ac-
cording to Secret Code Being Deciphered in
University of Pennsylvania.

Discovery of ciphered manuscripts,
prudely {llustrated, which, It ls con-
tanded, prove that Roger Bacon, laboring
in the derk age of the thirtsenth century,
used a high powered microscope and
telescops, Instruments generally at-
tributed to seventeenth century inventors, |
was mnde known here yesterday by Dr.
Wiltred M. Voynich, noted bibllographer. |

The drawings reveal, he sald, that!
Bacon observed celestial and anatomionl |
ahijects never before known to have been |

viewed by human eyes, and first knohwn
to seience four hundred years later.

A key to the code used by Bacon to
conceal hls great work has been foumd
by Dr, Willilam Romaine Newbold of |
University of Pennsylvania, and he is
now deciphering the menuscript, Df.
Voynich sald. For centuries the work
passed from hand to hamd without ‘its
contents being known, he mdded, |

He and Dr. Newbold awb to degegibe
thelr discoveries In  Philadelphia réext
month at the College of Physlclans, |

you record that on the very day you re-
celved my letter of reslgnation you re-
ceived niso ‘letters from flve of our prin-
cipal experts protesting against the
terms of pence and stating that they
consldered them to be an abaudonment
of the principles for which America
fought' In additlon you record the
fact that ‘one of the officials, whose re-
latfona with the President were of a
most intimate nature, sald that he was
in & quandary sbout mttnin;' and that
‘unother and more prominent adviser of
the President’ was most bitter.

“Of this bltter feellug oagalnat the
treaty, among those fent to negotlate
it, which 18 now revealed in your book,
no flrst-hand word had come to those |
representatives of the American peoplc |
elected to consider the patifieation nf'
treatles, when I was summoned to tes- |
tify  before the Committee ‘on Forelgn
Relations of the Senate. If the ‘open
diplomacy,’ which you advoeate in your
book, mmeans anything, |t means, In the
case of the United States, that the
American psople, through their elected
representatives, have a right to know
what a treaty means, and the opinions
of the men actively engaged in its nego-
tiation as to the obligations it im-
poses. No conversation about official
business can honorably be kept secret
from the representatives of the Amerl-
can people, elected to deal with that

and engaged in seeking facts
upon which to base thelr Judgment.
QOur conversation of May 10, 1915, dealt
with the most vitally important officlal
business before the Unlted States,

"As vou say on page 4 of your book, in
explalning (to employ a yhrase you use
elsewhere), your conduct In voluntarily
repeating mnveraauons which were from
their nature highly confidential:

“‘It is unsatisfactory, If not orltlll-
able, to leave the American people in
doubt ag to a disagreement between two
of their official representatives upon a
matter of so grave importance to the
country as the negotlation of the Treaty
of Versailles. They are entitled to know
the truth In order that they may pass
judgment upon the merits of the differ-
ences which existed.'

“You here express the conviction which
I have always held and upon which. I
acted.

“And If I may quoie you agaln as ex-
pressing a realization which I, too, had:

“‘In the clrcumstances It is far too
mucih to éxpect to escape eritlcism. The
review of facts and comments upon them
may be characterused In certaln gquarters
ag disloyel to a superior and as violative
of the senl of sllance, which ls consld-
ered generally to apply to the Inter-
ccurse and communications between the
President and his official advisers,

“In spite of your reallzatlon of the
eridetsms which must follow, you have
at last laid bare your personal relations
with »our superior officer and all your
knowledge of the peace negotiations.
When 1 wae saammoned to appear before
the Forelgn Relations Committee #f the
Senate 1 followed the game course, with |
the same realization of the consequences
to me, The real difference between us
iz this: You now publlely urge that the
American peopls were amd are entitled
to know the truth. You have taken
them 'into your confldence after they
have glven judgment upon the treaty,
whan it is too inte for the facts you
roveal to help them. 1 acted when the
lgsue was atlll doubtful and it seemed |
certain that the treaty would be passed,
Your present criticlsm seems to spring
from the single difference that I spoke
to representatives of the American peo-
ple at an howr when the Amorican
pecple nesded facts and were seeking
