SALE DESPITE LAW

‘New Louisiana’ Organiza-
tion Operating From Hon-
duras With Monthly
Rrawings.

SECRET AGENTS BUSY

Newark Bureau, Through
Underground Means, Re-
ceives Tickets and
Lists Prizes.

P. 0. INSPECTORS ACTIVE

Federal Attorneys Also Con-

In a beautifully decorated room of
= palatial mansion in Puerto Cortes,
Honduras, three blindfolded boys will
to-day draw from thres urns the
lucky lottery ticket numbers involving
the distributlon of $0645,200 in cash
prizes by the “exiled"” New Louisiana
Lottery and thousands in New York
city and wvicinity will be interested in
the results.

The capital prize is $100,000, and in
nil there will be 9,099 prizes ranging
from $20 upward. This lottery draw-
ing is now taking place every month.

In deflance of the laws of the United
Eintes thousands of one dollar tickets
are being sold monthly in New York
city and vielnity through a large
agency located at Newark, N. J, and
alzo by agents who obtain their tickets
from members of the crews of vessels
entering this harbor and other sources.

Federal Laws Emphatie.

The laws of the United Statea are
emphatio fn thelr treatment of lotteries
or similar schemes. Sections 213 and
237 of the Unlted States Criminal Code,
are devoted to the subject. The first
sectlon, in  comprehensive language,
forblds the use of the malls to any
matter relating in any way to lottaries
or schemes offering prizes “dependent In
whole or in part upon luck or chance.
Viplation of this section is punishable
by a fino of $1,000 or imprisonment for
not more than two years or beth.”

The wecond scction imposes similar
pengitles upon any one bringing into
the Unlted Stutes or Its possessions
any lottery tickets or documents relat-
Ing in any way to a lottery,

Millions of dollars in yearly profits
ars made by the New Loulsiana Lottery
established in Honduras In 1006, shortly
after the demlise of the old Loulsiana
State Lottery in New Orleans, which
mw the light of day on August 11,
1868, only to be put out of business by
the enactment of TFederal and BState
iaws dolng away with such enterprisea.
Covering a period of lato years the New
Louiglane Lottery has succeeded in
placing on sale In most every town and
ety In the United States through trusted
agents thousands of tickets each month
in wiolation of the Federal and State
iawa throughout the land.

There I8 also freely clreulated a four
page pink paper pamphlet called the
Yew Lowigiona Lottery Official Bulletin,
The Sun of INope. which is published
and distributed from Honduras by some
mysterious source to most every country
in the world Including the Unlted States.

Operators Urge Caution.

The OfMNelal Bulletin among other
things contains two pages of reading
matter and also two full pages of the
numbers of the winnng tickets and
ga@es to press a few hours after each
monthly drawing. TIn the issue of Feb-
ruary 28, 1821, under the caption "Our
Tiekets Not Sold in the United States,™
the following appears:

‘“New Louisiana Tottery tickets are
not lesued for the purpose of belng sold
in the United States, as tho laws of
taat country do not permit of any lot-
ery being operated within its borders.

“We therefore caution any of our
readers who may get into the United
Biatgs not to sell or offer for sale any
of our tickets they might have in their
poesession. Tickets or Bulleting should
not be mailed in the United Btates.

“It 1a well to carafully destroy your
Bulletin when through reading i, ns
you might travel In some section where
the cleenlation of the Bulletin s pro-
hibited and thoughtlessly display it. Tou
should be in the position of a man who
without knowing it would walk across
the Canadinn border into the United
ftates with n bottle of liguor fn his

BULLETS IN SKULL
MAKE HIM A FELON

That Is Belief of Doctors Who
Will Take Them From
Conviet’s Brain.

ROSS  PROPOSES

Operation Will Be Made at
Sing Sing Hospital Within
a Few Days.

THEORY

Brain surgery as a cure for criminal
tendencles and ungovernable fits of
temper will receive its firet real test
in the history of New York prisons
this week when Dr. Chapman, a New
York brain aspecialist, will remove two
bullets which an X-ray photograph
#shows are pressing against the brain
of Roman Leondowski, a prisoner in
Dannemora State Hoepital for the
Criminal Insane. The surgeons have
not been able to learn from I.ecn-
dowski lhow long ago he was shot,
but from the formation of ths growths
about the bullets they bvelleve that
they have been insilde the man's head
between three and four years,

Leondowak! was sent to prison from
Manhattan for assault, and was trans-
forred later to Dannemora when it was
noticed that the man had fits of temper
which made him an unsafe companion
for other convicts, His sentence expired
several months ago, but his mental con-
dition has been such that it has not been
advisable to release him, He was final-
ly sent to the Dannemora Hospital,
where he complained several times of
pains in his head. Dr. John Ross, alien-
ist and superintendent of the hospltal,
queationed Leondowsk{, but the man
could not recall that he ever had suf-
fered injurles {o his head, either in
childhood or after he was grown, which
might have caused the condition.

But after an extensive examination
Dr. Roas became convineced that some-
thing was pressing against the man's
brain and that itshemoval might restore
him mentally. He had an X-ray plcture
made, and it showed the two bullets
pressing agninst the tissue of the brain.
He recommended an operation, which
was concurred in by other physicians
including brain inlists, who agreed
with Dr. Ross that the operation held
out hope for the man's compléte recov-
ery. James L. Long Deputy Superin-
tendent of Prisons, then arranged for
Leondowski's trunsfer to Sing BSing,
where he will be within the convenlent
reach of the New York specialists who
are to operate.

Leondowski was started on the Jour-
ney from Dannemora yesterduy and will
be put in the Sing Sing Hospital as soon
as he reacihws the latter prison, ‘The op-
eration will be performed after he has
had & few days of rest. Dr. Chapman
will be assisted by Dra. Morrls, Ross,
Hqulre, Webster and Kosseff, 1t ia

Disorder characterized the finish of
the debate on the Government's Rus-
gian policy at Carnegle Hall last night
between Senator Willlam H, King of
Utah and Benator Joseph 1.
