NEW BOARD IS PROBLEM

President Harding Must Name
Three to Fill Expiring-

Terms in April.

Vt ith the railroad labor situation com¬

ing to a head again as the result of de¬

mands of ithe roads for lower wages
and abolition of national working agree¬
ments, President Harding is faced with

the necessity of naming three new mem¬

bers of the railroad labor board.
The present board, appointed by Pres¬

ident Wilson, has not yet taken up the

question of wage reductions, although
formal petitions have been filed. It is

engaged on extensive hearings on the
national working agreements which may
run indefinitely. In fact, representa¬
tives of the roads In Washington charge
that Bert M. Jewell, presenting the
men's side of the case, is stalling and
gaining a million dollars a day therebv

According to the railroad side of the
case the national agreements are costing
the roads at least a million dollars a

day in expenses that they should not

carry. The longer Jewell can take in
presenting his case, the longer the
agreements will of necessity run Rnd
the longer hearings upon wage reduc¬
tions will be postponed.
Three members of the board are fill¬

ing appointments for one year which
expire in mid-April. Appointments to
the board were so arranged that only
one-third of the membership would go
out of office at one time. The hoard
is composed of three groups, represent¬
ing the railroads, railroad labor and
the public.
The ten of Henry H. Hunt of the

public group, W. L. Park of the railroad
group and J. J. Forrester for the men

expire next month.
Mr. Hunt is a former Mayor of Cin¬

cinnati and It Is understood here he will
not. be reappointed. Instead. President
Harding Is casting about for a Repub¬
lican who is not only familiar with the
transportation problem but who has a

broad vision in regard to labor and the
economic problems involved in labor ad¬
justments.

Representatives of the two other
groups must be appointed from nomina¬
tions sent in by the railroads and by the
organized raJlroad employees. As a re¬
sult the reappointment of Mr. Park,
former vice-president of the Illinois
central, and Mr. Forrester, former head
of tho union of railroad und steamafclp
clerks, freight handlers and station em

Ployees. Is expected. While new nom-
«nations have not yet been received, bo

far as known their names will go on the
slates presented.

It may be several months before the
board gets around to hearings and de¬
cision on the petitions for wage reduc¬
tions. It took three months for a de¬
cision on the wage advance granted last
August after much of the data had been

v.
a,'vanc*- Since that time

the board has been struggling with the
national agreements and questions
rulsed under them.

OPPOSES STATE PROBE
INTO HYLAN'S REGIME

Public Service Institute Would
Have City Act.

The Institute for Public Service, of
which Jultua H. Barnes Is chairman, di¬
rected yesterday to the Governor and
the Legislature a protest against the
appeal of the Citizens Union last week
for a legislative investigation of the city
administration. The institute suggested
instead that the Governor and the Leg¬
islature ask the people of New York "to
use their present power to Investigate
themselves."

"Ever since Gov. Hughes removed
Borough President Ahearn for incom¬
petence, albeit no evidence of personal
dishonesty waj found, a short cut to
checking Incompetence on the part of
our Mayor, Comptroller, Borough Presi¬
dents and Sheriffs has been within easy
reach," says the communication. "If
conditions are one-tenth as bad in this
city as was asserted last week in the
Citizens Union's appeal for a legislative
investigation, surely there Is evidence
that can be obtained In a forenoon by a
complaining citizen agency, political
party or a newspaper."
The Institute for Public Service ven¬

tures the opinion that a legislative In¬
quiry at this time would result in a
"noisy partisan debate," In addition to
which, the institute thinks, the principle
of home rule would be violated.

"The figures showing annual return
on railroad investment for the past
» even years prove that, the railroads
did not profiteer during the war and
after war periods. On the contrary
their returns steadily declined while the
earnings of their employees were mount¬
ing by no less than $2,000,000,000 In
three years. This increase in payroll
was to compensate for Increase in the
cost of living But the railroad investor
not only was compensated in the same
depreciated dollar that the workingman
round to be worth only 50 cents In pur-
clrislnp power, but the investor received
fewer dollars.
