It was a tennis treat for the best gal-
Jery that haa attended the event this
week, With both youngsters on thelr
toes forcing the attock &t the net at
every opportunity and engaging in one
close range volleving duel after another,
the spectators were kept on the qui
vive, Btartling gets and the closeness
of the majority of the games added Lo
the thrills. It was speed and dash from
first to last with both seml-finallsts
playing boldly and flashlly. Richards's
defeat does not mean that he has gone
back. Far from It. His play, partlcu-
larly his volleying, was as sensatlonal
AS ever,

Phynienl Advantage.

Anderson’s advantage lay In his ex-
ceptional helght and reach. Fred |Is
nearly six and a half feet tall and his
long arms when cutstretched appear to
extond almost from sideline to sideline,
Richards called on all his skil to man-
oeivre him out of position and pass
bim, but found it difficult to get tha
ball past Fred's racquet. Richards fj-
nally made up his mird that it was up
to him to sharp angle his shots as much
ng poesible and play the lines repeat-
edly.. The .dea was good, but in the
heat of the rallies It was difficult for
Richards to measure his distance to
& nicety and the ball frequently struck
iwo or three Inches out of court. These
orrar= contributed larzely to Anderson's
triumph, but the latter did not have
to depend on errors, for his placing wos
excallent and his control far better than
usual.
