uf Christ, done by & cundemned prisoner
in Spanish Honduras, when it waa dis-
played In the Aeolan Bullding. From
11 o'clock in the morning until late In
the afternoon the tiny object was viewed
reverently by hundreds who passed the
cage holding it

The Aeolian Company has given the
use of the entrance hall for the exhibi-
tion, which will continue two or three
weoks, and it Is expected that a fund
ralsed by the small entrance feea and
supplemented by contributlons will be
sufficient to erect a shrine in which to
permanently install the carving. »

It was estimated that aboyt 1,200 saw
the “Christus de Profundis,"” as the
carving is already called, yesterday.
The attendance indicated a widespread
Interest In the enterprise In all walka
of Ilfe, There were many wWomen
fushionalbly dressed among the specta-
tors, There were at least 135 elergy-
men, and there were two Spanish sailors
who aroused great Interest by the de-
votions they paid to the tiny work of
art.,

The two sallors, who were In the
cerowd walting for admlsslon when the
doors opened at 11 o'clock, seemed (o
have been already sware of the history
of the Christ's head, and, as they ap-
proached it, took out foreign looking
rogaries and sald prayers audibly In
Spanish all the while they were study-
ing it.

The opinlon of the wvisitors, as ex-
pressed to Alra, Ollver Harriman and
other women of the commlittee who were
in nttendance, seemed unanimously In
agreament that the head was worthy of
a shrine. Frederlck Macmonnies, emi-
nent sculptor, was reported as saying
that such poignancy of feeling has sel-
dom been united to such preclsion of fine
detall as {s exhibited In thls tiny carved
bean, which wans named *“Chrlstus de
Profund!s"” (Christ Out of the Depths)
