Pesek took an arm lock at the outset,
and the Strangler was compelled to do
some lively scrambling to extricate him¬
self Pesek repeated the hold, and again
Lewis had difficulty in breaking away.
I*wis adjusted several permissible head
holds, but they were ineffective.
So aggressive were the grrapplers that

they went flying through the ring ropes
on several occasions.

Pesek applied a toe hold to Lewis and

the Strangler broke it after a spectacu-
lar struggle.
The men were on their feet at the end

of half an hour and Lewis broke an
arm lock without going to the canvas.
Pesek then took a head scissors and
wrist lock and the champion for twenty-
five seconds seemed in danger. H«
flna'ly rolled out of the clutch and got
on his feet.

Lewis
barely managed to get away from a
dangerous arm lock by means of a
bridge and head spin.
Lewis's weight and strength seemed

to be telling against the Nebraskan. and
It seemed likely the champion would
wear down his opponent.

There are hundreds
of thc-m stabled at Belmont Park, and
almost all of them are ready to be lot

down. Because of the open winter they
are far more advanced than in former
years, and practically every stable has
several representatives stepping along
smartly.
Those which are going to Havre de

Grace and Plmllco are further advanced
in their training than those which will
wait here for the Jamaica meeting, but
ail of them could be put in racing trim
within a week.

Several stables will move from the
Long Island course to Maryland next
VoBdtf.

flat racers, trained by Wll le Midaeley;
a doxen Max Hlrsoh has developed for
George W. Loft, a similar number be-
longing to Arnold Hobhsteln In charge of
Wil'le Booth, and a few Jerry Carroll
is training for M. F. Foley.
