Following Is a paraphrase prepared
* by the State Department of the nwnu-

Arandum given by Dr. Simons to Mr.
$reeel, American Commissioner in
Berlin:

"It Is the earnest desire of the
Government of Germany to reach an

Accord with the governments of the
filled and associated Powers, and it
& sincere in its purpose to meet their
^requirements as far as possible. That
tin agreement was not reached at the

Conference of London on the question
f reparations is a matter of extreme J

gret to the Government of Germany,
their efforts to reach an agree¬

ment, the delegates from Germany
gjfent far beyond the limit considered
possible for Germany In the judgment
of an overwhelming majority of her
economic experts.

"It has T>een asserted that Ger¬
many Is reluctant to recognize her
obligation to make reparations. This
is not correct.

"It is entirely clear not only to the
Government of Germany but to the
German, people also that Germany
must mako reparation to the limit of
her ability to pay. This realization
on the part of Germany will not be
altered in any way by any changes
which may take place in the internal
politics of the country. Every respon¬
sible group, particularly the workmen,
of Germany are imbued with the de¬
termination to do all that lies in their
power to help in reconstructing the
regions which have been devastated.
Fundamental to this determination is
the sober conviction on the part of re¬

sponsible circles in Germany that an

early removal of all traces of the dev¬
astation caused in France is to be
the best Interests of Germany, it is
the consensus of opinion also that the
proposals made by Germany in regard
to reparation uiuat consider fully the
financial necessities of the &'.1led and
associated governments and particu¬
larly of France-

'.In view of the foregoing, two con¬

siderations In regard reparations pre¬
sent themself, both of which «re of

Importance. These considerations are,

first, the matter of the rehabilitation
of the devastated regions, and. second,
the Immediate establishment by Ger¬
many of an actual sum of cash money,
in foreign exchange, of important pro¬
portions.
"In addressing ourselves to the first

particular, namely, the rehabilitation
of the devastated regions, certain facts
are at once apparent. For four years
ten of the eighty-six departments of

France served as the theatre of the
war and sustained the severest blows
of the conflict. In these ten depart¬
ments a number of cities, towns and
villages were either partly or entirely
destroyed, and wide stretches of fer-
tile farming lands were laid waste.

Only a little has been accomplished
toward the rebuilding of homes, the

reoccupation and the recultlvatlon of
the la*id in the two years that have
elapsed since the ending of «>he war.

For the immediate rehabilitation of
these devasted regions Germany has

repeatedly preferred labor, technical
advice and material assistance. These
offens have not been accepted, nor

have they even reached the point of

diplomatic exchange. The reason is

not far to seek.

Motive Is tMiinrd.
"Peculiar though it may seem, there

.rlsts In France only a limited degree
r,f eoncern for the rehabilitation of the
devastated regions. Advanced Indemnl-
ifo« have been given to the former occu¬

pants of the soil, and these occtioants
have removed to other parts of the coun¬

try and taken up their abode there. The

Other Hropo»*l« Advanced.

"Other considerations have been ad-
lanced at various times, among them
the proposal that our former opponents
in the great war should participate
the returns from German industry, either
through taking share# of the "P11*'
stock of German companies or by other
forms of the sharing of profit*. Such a
proposal would produce only P
in paper marks, valueless to foreign
creditors. Indeed, the allied and asso-
clated governments themselves negatived
these proposals in the Treaty of Ver¬
sailles by taking for themselves a first
mortgage on the total wealth and ai
sources of income of the German com¬
monwealth and states. In addition to
this the allied and associated govern¬
ments. in their deliberations at Paris, re¬
served for themselves the decision as to
what opportunity, if any. Germany may
in any instance be given to obtain cred t
abroad because England and France are
themselves in debt beyond their limit,
and the granting of a credit to >er-
rrany by a neutral Power is blocked b>
the general mortgage.
"An international loan, in favor or

which the allied and associated Govern¬
ments would waive their general mort¬
gage. constitutes the only solution ot
the problem. The Government of Ger-
manv is prepared to offer the necessary
securities for the safety of auch a loan.
It is the opinion of the German Govern¬
ment that if the loan were properly or¬
ganized and offered and If those who
have evaded taxation be granted a gen¬
eral amnesty, the large sums of German
capital which have been secretly with¬
drawn from Germany could again be
drawn in for the loan and thereby be¬
come available for the reparations.

"It has been reiterated by tho allied
and associated Governments that the
situation of Germany la better than that
of many of the allied and associated
countries, due to the fact that Germany
has no foreign debts. Germany would
not be unwilling to assume the obliga¬
tion of the interest and the amortiza¬
tion of the foreign debts of the allled
und associated Powers, within the limit
of her capacity, should this measure be
entertained by the allied and associated
Governments and their creditors.
"Germany stands ready to meet any

proposal which appears feasible for the
solution of the economic and f,nunc1;1'problems of Europe, and would Invite the
examination by unbiased experts of its
own ability to make payment. It is the
opinion of Germany that the J}®*yyweight or debt now borne by all the
nates which wore participants In the
world war and the damages which were
wrought in the course of that war can¬
not he laid upon the shoulders of a single
people. Germany believes also that a
policy of. duress and coercion would not
brine about tho reconstruction of Inter¬
national economic life, and that only by
way of peaceful discussion and under¬
standing can such reconstruction be ob-
tained. The German Government con¬
siders it important to give, with *ole,n"
emphasis, the assurnncc that for its part
it is honestly willing to follow the path
which it has suggested."

Semi-Official Agency Says
Former Emperor Will
Leave This Morning.

Hungarian Government Ir¬
resolute in Punishing
Friends of Hapsburgs.

COUNCIL BACKS REGENT

Takes Oath of Loyalty and
Garrison of Budapest

Follows Example.

Btd.vpe.-5T, April 4..A despatch from
Steinamanger to the Korr Bureau, the
semi-official Austrian news agency,
says that former Emperor Charles will
leave Tuesday morning- at 9:30 o'clock
for Switzerland.
The despatch adds that the train for

Charles already has arrived at Steina¬
manger from Budapest.
The Government is charged with

being irresolute in the punishment of
persons of pro-Hapsburg tendencies.
Bishops, politicians and officers who
were arrested have been released from
prison. Some of the law experts de¬
clare that they could not he punished
under the criminal code because
Charles really holds the title of King
in Hungary. In fact, they say, any
one interfering with the King's pre-
rogatives might be held guilty of
treason.

I'ayit ^Ult Despite tiroitch It In.

Charles lias paid a visit to Prince
Batthyany at Kormend. fifteen miles
youth of Steinamanger.
Budapest physicians say the former

Kins is suffering from a mild bronchitis,
as well as being fatigued, and that he
is not in a condition to make a long
journey. They add, however, that it is
not necessary for him to remain in bed.

Charles is being treated with the
proper respect at Steinamanger. His
kiinrd has been gradually transformed
Inti a court. He is granting Midionces
and has a staff of court officials.
The Military Council of the Republic,

consisting of forty officers of the highest
standing under the Presidency of Ad-
miral Horthy, the Regent, discussed
measures which miKht ho made neces¬

sary l>y the presence of former Emperor
Charles in Hungary.

"Help me save Hungary. Keep the
troops under the strictest discipline."

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OUST CHARLES BYTHURSDAY
IS ULTIMATUM TO HUNGARY
All Relations Will Be Severed and Military Will Move

Then, Declares Little Entente, Insisting That Dy¬
nastic Question Be Settled Definitely.

Bj th« Associated Press.
Prague, Czechoslovakia, April 4..In

an ultimatum delivered to Hungary
yesterday by Jugo-Slav, Csecho-Slovak
and Roumanian governments (the Little
Entente) are understood to have threat¬
ened the- severence of all relations and
the beginning of military operations
against Hungary if former Emperor
Charles has not departed from that
country by 6 o'clock Thursday evening.
The three States are determined to

require Hungary to settle definitely the
dynastic question, giving adequate guar¬
antees to surrender immediately western
Hungary to Austria and to aupprcsse the
irregular troops in that region.

Paris, April 4..Budapest advices to¬
day announced that the French, Brltinli
and Italian High Commissioners there

presented to the tiungariun Premier
Sunday morning the resolutions recently
passed by Allied Council of Ambassadors
setting forth emphatically the opposition
to the Entente to the restoration of
former Emperor Charles. The Commis¬
sioners were insistent that the ex-King
should leave Hungary without delay.

Premier Teleky, the advices added,
telegraphed to Steinamanger that ar¬

rangements for the ex-ruler's departure
should he hastened.
A Prague despatch to the Petit Pa¬

risian states that Dr. Eduftrd Benes, For¬
eign Minister of Ciecho-Slovakia, has
declared that if Charles does not leave
Hungary before April 7 the "Little En¬
tente," comprising Czecho-Slovakia,
Rumania and Jugo-Slavla. will inter¬
vene.
A Vienna despatch says the Hungarian

Government has fixed August 20 as the
date upon which a King will be elected.

Windischgraetz.
"King Charles has declared categor¬

ically to his suite that he Is unwilling
to leavt> the country," said the Prince,

In comment on the ex-monarch's an¬
nouncement Count Andrassy said "I
am afraid the King's sojourn might b<"
longer than would be good for him and
his dynasty."

HUNGARVAND CHARLES
REACH A COMPROMISE

Ex-Ruler to Issue Proclama¬
tion Before Leaving.

B1/ the Associates' lJi
Vienna. April 4..A compromise has

been reached between ex-Emperor
Charles and the Hungarian Government,
according to advices from Budapest,
whereby he will issue a proclamation to
the people before he leaves, maintaining
Ids claim to the throne of Hungary and
declaring that he only yields to the force
of circumstances, and at the same time
has the fullest confidence in the political
capacity of the Hungarian people.
A Stelnamanger despatch says that

Charles is fully Informed as to the feel-
in g of the National Assembly and the
Government, and realizes the difficulty
of the situation, and therefore consents
to abandon his original plans.
Dr. Fitzwilllnms. the English physi-

cinn who visited the former Emperor,
returned to Vienna to-day. He told the
Associated Press Charles had a tem¬
perature and hard cough, and he
thought It would be unwise for the
former monarch to attempt to travel
until his condition had improved.
The Austrian Cabinet notified the

Hungarian Government that unless an
early hour is sot for the certain depar¬
ture of Charles the Austrian Govern¬
ment will cancel his safe conduct. This
notification evoked a promise from Hun¬
gary that Charles would leave that
country within forty-eight hours from
Sunday night.

Wlille republicans here are maintain¬
ing an attitude of great restraint, never-
tlieless the irritation among them has
be»*n growing. In to-day's issue Der
Morgcn declared it would be hard to
check a revolution In Austria if the ex-
ruler remained on Hungarian soli much
longer.

Government 'Supposed' She
Would Be Compensated for

Wound Received in Struggle.

By the Associated Press.
Bkiu.in, April 4..The Baden Govern¬

ment's order releasing Carl Neuf and

»an* Zlminer, the American detectives
who were imprisoned for attempting to

arrest G. C. Bergdoll, contained this

phrase :

"The release is made upon the suppo¬

sition that the young woman shot in the

head will be suitably compensated by
the Americans, and that the two Ger¬
man-Americans, Bergdoll and Steelier,
will remain in unoccupied German terri¬
tory and under no cimcustanoes be
molested."
The insertion of the above clause was

made against the advice of the Central
Government in Berlin, It was learned of¬
ficially to-day. One official declared:
"We suggested to the Baden Govern¬
ment that it would not be good policy to
take such an extreme attitude toward
Bergdoll and Steelier, and our under¬
standing was that the reference to them
had been omitted.''

BERLIN HINTS AT $1,500
FOR WOUNDED GIRL

She Was Shot in Hand in At¬
tempt to Seize Bergdoll.
Wabhtnoton, April 4..An unofficial

suggestion has been made to the United
States Government, it was learned to¬
day, that an lndomnity should be paid
to the German girl who was shot in the
hand at the time Carl Neuf and Franz
Zimmor attempted to kidnap Bergdoll,
American draft evader, in Eberbach
Baden.
The suggestion was made by German

officials. It was said, and 100,000 marks,
about $1,500 at the present rate of ex¬
change, mentioned as the proper sum.
The matter is under consideration bv the
State Department.
