awer to-day to Mr. Jewell's appeal for
such a conference. Instead, lie sought,
information as to the viewpoint of the
men employed 0:1 the roads and Mr..
Jewell's ideas as to general railroad
conditions. When he' left the "White
House Mr. Jewell declined to make any
comment.

Mr. Garretson called two hours lat<r.
lie was with the President about half
im hour. Vftor the conference lie was
asked if he* thought there v.as any pos-
sibility of resumption of Government!
control, or tf it had been suggested. He
said it had not. but expressed the per-
nonal view tl.al a majority of the em-
