Roy Harris, who said that he rYor-
merly had been engaged in the bro-
kerage business in New York with
his brotherin-law, was arrested in
Buffalo last night on a charge of |
forgery, and after persistent ques-
tioning by the RBuffalo detsctives
broke down and made a signed con-
feesion that he was implicated in the
murder of Joseph Bowne Elwell, in
the Hiwell home, in 244 West Seven-
tieth street, on the morning of
June 11, )

Over the long distance telephone
early this morning Capt. Murray of
the Buffalo Police Department said
Harris broke down only after several
hours of guestioning by the Captain
and Detectives Fred Howell and Wiil-
fam J, Flynn, and signed the confes-
slon, He named William Dunkin as
the actual murderer and said that
the erime had been committed at the
request of a Mrs. Fairchild, who
promised them $5,000 for the job.

Capt. Murray sald over the tele-
phope that Harrls was not a drug
nddict and that he was Inclined to
place full relinnce in the man's story.
Anothar thing thnt appears to cor~
roborate the man's confesston Is the
fact that he tallles alipost exactly,
even to a sear on the left side of his
face, with the deseription of the man
who, aceording to Assistant District
Attorney Smith, is the man the Dis-
trict Attorney’s office and the Police
Department have been looking for
for some time na the murderer of
Elwell, or nt least one of the men
fmplicated in the plot to kill the whist
expert.

The fact that such a man was being
sought never before had become
known.

Held for New York Authorities,

The story told to Capt. Murray
and Detectives Howell and Flyon
never has before come out in connec-
tion with the Elwell case, bul, never-
theless, Capt. Murray and the detec-
tives were so impressed with it that
they at once notified the New York
P'olice Department by telegram and
will hold Harris until he Is sent for
by the authorities here.

Capt. Murray said that Harris
told them he did not know Flwell per-

$20000 ROBBERY
IN NEWARK PLANT

Three Masked Men Hold Up
Man and Woman in Jewel-
lers’ Oflice.

J

$500 CASH FROM VICTIM

Police Fail to Find Clue After
Talking With Several Peor-
sons Near Seene.

Three masked and armed men in
Newark last night held up aud robbed
Harry Heyman, member of the firm
of Heyman Brothers, manufagturing
jewellers at 129 Oltver streat, Newark,
and Miss Guseis Lerner, a boolkeeper.
They took $20,000 worth of diamonds
and fewelry from the safe in the
place and 660 worth of uncut din-
monds and $i00 in cash f.om Hey-
man's pockets, They also took a ring
valued at $256 and a gold wrist watch
valued at $30 from Miss Lerner, who
fainted when the men thrust revelvers
in her face. She missed the ring and
the watch when she recovered.

The robbery, according to Heyman, oc-
currad a few minutes after 8 o'clock,
when he and Miss Lerner wers taking
#tock In the office on the second floor
of the bullding.

“I heard & knock on the door and
when I opened it 1 found myself looking
Into the muzzle of a revolver, held by
a man with a wnite handkerchief over
his faca,” sald Heyman to the police.

“In a low volee the man asaid ‘Throw
up your hands' and I did so. MMiss Ler-
ner was busy and did not nollce the
man back me agalnst the wall as two
other armed and maeked men entered the
place,

“Two of these men went over to where
she was working and when she =aw
thalr revolvers sha fell to tha floor In u
faint.

“Out of the corner of my eye, while
backed ageinst tho wall 1 saw the men
remove tmys of diamonds and Jewelry
from the safe and place them in a recep-
tacle they bad brought along with them.

“The men then went through my
clothing, took what uncut stones I had
and all my cash. Then they removed
the ring from Miss Lerner's finger and
took her wrist watch, after which they
eut the telephone wires and fled from
the place.” Hayman was able to give
but a meagra description of the leader
of the robbers, and sald he had just a
“fleating glance” of the others.

The polica Immediately began an In-
vestigation and from Heyman lsarned
that he had a $20,000 burglary insurance
polley. The police say that on March
18, 193, Heyman reportad that & safe
in the premizes had been opened and
$12,600 taken.

A man and a woman who claimed to
lhave been sitting on n stoop across the
street from the Heyman Bullding last
night sbout the time the robbery oc-
eusrod were unable to throw any lght
on the ldentity of the robbers. They
sald they had seen no one enter or leave
the bullding about that time.

From peaple at work on a garden In
the rear of the plant the police were
unable to gat any information, They
rould not remefiber having seen any
strangers about.

DRASTIC EFFORT
TOMAKE CITY DRY

Special Detail Invades the
Theatre District and
Makes 14 Arrests on

First Night.

MANY PLACES CLOSED

Board of FEstimate Asked|

for Yearly Appropriation
of $2,500,000 for 1,000
More Policemen.

WANTS $100,000 EXPENSES

Commissioner Leach Also In-
timates a Concerted Attempt
to Prevent Home Brew
Making.

More than two hundred detectives
specially detailed by Folice Commis<
pioner Richard E. Enright went to
work last night to enforce the new
‘prohibition laws which became effec-
tive on Monday when Gov. Nathan L,
Miller elgned the Mullan-Gage bills,
mnd to carry out the Commissioner’s
oxpressed Intention of subjecting New
York city to a drying process more
extensive than has ever been dreamed
of by dry law advocates. It was the
first night of Police Depurtment en-
forcement of the new Btate laws, and
ithe detectives spread terror and con-
sternation throughout the whole of the
wat belt from the Battery to the fur-
thest reaches of Harlem.

Up to midnight the detectives had
made fourteen arrests, mostly in the
Third Inspection district, which in-
cludes the theairvical distrlet and por-
tions of lower Washington Heights.
The managers, walters or owners of
such well known restaurants as Lhe
Pre-Catalan Cafe, in 110 West Thirty-
ninth street; Mario's, in 207 West
Fifty-second street; the Chat Restau-
rant, in 242 West Fifty-second street,
and Mollat’s, in 114 West Forty-ninth
strect, were among the prisoners, all
of whom were taken to the West Forty-
peventh street and West Sixty-eighth
strest stations. Several of them later
were taken to Night Court and others
were released in §6500 ball to appear in
the West Side Court thia morning. Tha
manager of the I're-Catalan, who gave
his name as John M, Tiernay. was dis-
charged by Magistrate Schwab,

Many Closed Up Tight.

Most of the work of the detectives In
the Tenderloln district was done bu-
tween 11 and 12 o'clock. The word that
the dry law men were abroad quickly
spread throughout the whole of the the-
atrical district, and virtually all of the
places that are Lknown to have been
sclling liguor when they had only the
Government agents to cope with had
closed up tight by midnight.

The owners of several of them de-
clared that they did not intend to sell
any more, ns they could not hope to
escape If the Police Department was
going to take a hand In the enforce-
ment of the dry laws. In all of the
places entersd last night none of the
diners weare disturbed. In most cases
the detectlves ordered liquor and, hav-
ing obtalped ([t placed the walter or
owner or manager of the place under
arrest and conflscated the llquor. The
manager of the Pre Catalan was ar-
restodd when detectives sald they found
a quart bottle of whilskey on the tablo.
Vincent Sardl of 313 West Fifty-sixth
strect assistant walter at Mario's was
arrestad after detectlves, according to
thelr story, had found two barrels of
wine in the basement.

Three Taken at Pler,

Manry Mollat, owner of the restaur
ant bearing his name, was accused by
the police of having served wine to two
girls, and Samuel Phillips, manager of
the Chat, was snld to have hidden llquor
over his cash register.

Disposal of German Posses-f_
gions in North Pacific to
Japan Held Unwarranted.

The position of thir Government is
made eclear in practically identie
notes which BSecretary of State
Iughes sent ou Monday to Japan,
Great Britain, France and Ttaly, Sec-
retary Hughes made public to-day the
text of the note to the British Gov-
ernment. The Japanese note differs
in form to the extent of referring to
prevlous correspondence between the
two governments, but in substance
and outside of these references is the
sume as the notes sent to the other
governments,

While not connected in any way
with the visit of Rene Viviani, spe-
eial French envoy, the timing of
these notes to the allled governments
is regarded as a clear advertisement |
of whut the United States regards a«i
the prerequisite of any (dealings with
the allled Powers, Special reference
ts made to Yap, but the notes apply
with equal force to the Mesopotamian
mandate and the priociple of man-|
dates generally.

Moreover, the United States an-

nounces in polita but lucid langoage
that it is determined to muintain fts
right=s and in doing 20 never will yield

Island of Yap.

The attitude of the United States
brings it in direct opposition to Japan,
which claimas the Island of Tap under
the mandate, and also to Great Britaln,
France and, Indirectly, Ttaly, togethier
with the League of Nations, wiich
granted the mandate,

The outstanding argument of Mr.
Hughes's notea is that the right to dis-

EXCEPT WHEN AMERICAN ASSENT IS GIVEN;

FRANCE REGARDS AMERIGMGHTS Text of United States Note

Defining Its New Positionj

Y Probable Text of Resolution
Shows ‘Irreconcilables’
Will Not Have Ground

Following is the text of the note sent to Great Britain, which is
| similar to those forwarded to France and Italy:

With respect to tha mandate to
Japan, purporting to have been
confirmed and defined In its terms
by the Bupreme Council of the
League of Natlons, of the German
possesslone in the Paclfic Ocean,
Iving north of the Egquator, this
Government deems it appropriate
to state the fundamental basis of
its representations and the princi-
plea which, in its view, are deter-
minative.

It will not be questioned that the
right to dispose of the overseas
possessions of Oermany was &ac-
quired only through the victory of
the zllled and associated Powers,
and It is also believed that there
is no disposition on the part of the
British Government to deny the
participation of the United States
in that victory. It would seem to
follow necessarily that the right
georuing to the allled and asso-
ciated Powers through the com-
mon wvictory is shared by the
United States and that there could
be no valld or effective disposition
of the overseas possessions of Ger-
many, now under consideration,
without the assent of the United
States.

This Government must, there-
fore, point out that as the United
States has never vested either the
Supreme Council or the League of
Nations with any authority to bind
the United States or to act on its
hehalf, there has been no oppor-

tunity for any decision which
coitld be deemed to affect the
It

vights of the United Htates.
may alss he observed that the
right aceruing to tha United Btates
through the wvictory in which it
has participated could not be re-
garfied ns in any way caded or sur-
rendered to Japan, or to other na-
tions, except by treaty, and that
no such treaty has been made.

Provision im Treaty.

The fact that the United States
has not ratified the treaty of Ver-
sailfes cannot detract from righta
which the United States has al-
ready mcquired, and !t ia hardly
necessary to suggest that a treaty
to which the United Btates is not
a party eould not gffect theee
rights, But it should be noted
that the treaty of Versallles did
not purport to secure to Japan or
to any other nations any right in
the overseas possossions of Ger-
many, save as an equal right
thersin should be socured to the
Tnited Btates. On the contrary,
Article 110 of tha Treaty of Ver-
caillee provides:

“@Germany renounces in favor of
the princlpal allied and asmociated
Powers all lier rights and titles
over her Oversea posseasions.”

1t will not be questioned that one
o® the “principal allied and aswo-
clated Powers” in whoee favor Ger-
many renounced her rights and
titles ta the United States. Thus,
not en'y could tha position of the
Government of Japan derive no
strength from the Treaty of Ver-
railles or from any discusesions pre-
liminary thereto, but the terms of
that treaty conflrm the position of
the Government of the United
Btates.

Furthar, the draft convaition re-
lating to the mandate for the Ger-
man concessions in the Pacific
Ocoan north of the equater, which
was subsequently proposed. pro-
coaded in the same view, purport-
ing, on behalf of the United States
a8 ons of the wrautors, to confer
the mandate upon Japan, thus
recogniging the right and interest
of the United States, and the fuct
that the proposed action conld no!
be affective without the agreement
of the United States as one of the
principal aliled and assoclaled
Powers.

Az the United States did not en-
ter Into this convention or into
any troaty retating to the subject,
this Government s unable to un-
derstand upon what grounds It was
thersafler attempted to confer the
mandate withoat the agreement of
the Usnited States, [t I3 manifest
thnt the League of Natlons was
without any authovity to hind the
T'nited States, and that tha con-
firmution of tha mandale in ques-
tion, and the dafinition of It terms.
by tha Counell of the League of
