
COTILLO CHARGES

His Bill Held Up After He Is

Assured of Legislative

The conditions surrounding' the trans¬

mission of money to foreign countries
and the charge that millions of dollars
entrusted to steamship and express com-

. paroles and their sub-agents never

JNiohad their destination is to be Inves¬
tigated by a legislative committee this
summer. The bill of Senator Cotillo
putting these companies under the su¬

pervision of the State Banking Depart¬
ment will l>e held up.

Senator Cotillo charged last week that
to defeat his bill a $200,000 slush fund
had been raised and that one of the
most powerful lobbies that ever came Jo
Albany had been sent to the capital.
He said that the lobby was headed by
Franklin B. Lord, legal adviser to for¬
mer Gov. Whitman and now represent¬
ing the Cunard Steamship line, and that
Mr, Lord was aided by uhis friends
Senator Robinson and State Chairman
George Glynn." For making this charge
Senator Cotillo was taken to task by
several of his fellow legislators in the
Senate tin-day.

"I don't think the talk we have heard
concerning sinister and improper motives
in the last two years has done the
Senate any good." said Senator Pitcher.
"Talk of slush funds has not enhanced
the reputation of the Senate. I don't
believe these stories and think they corns
in the category of pipe dreams. I have
not seen any of this fjr.d."

Senator Pitcher declared that he neve*
know of any representative of a big
company coming to Albany with a pro¬
posal that he could not make as a reput¬
able lawyer representing his client

Senator Cotillo insisted that a $200,-
000 fund was collected to beat his bill,
tout denied that he ascribed any im¬
proper motives to Senator Robinson. "I
merely expressed the opinion that he
might be influenced by his friendship for
Mr. Lord," he said.

Senator Cotillo announced that the
decision for a legislative investigation
came after conferences with the legal
adviser of Gov. Miller, the banking com¬
mittee and representatives of the
steamship and express companies. He
said he agreed to withdraw his bill on
the assurance that he would get the
support of Senator Lu.*t, the majority
leader, for the Investigation resolution,
and for a bill to give temporary relief
to foreigners, who, he charges, are be¬
ing mulcted out of money sent abroad.
This bill requires the companies to
transmit money within Ave days, their
sub-agents to transmit in two days, pro¬
vides for the publication In September
of unclaimed money and makes viola¬
tion of the law by a sub-agent a mis¬
demeanor.
