William L. Ettinger. Superintendent
of Schools, gave out his answer last
night to a letter written to him on

April 6 by Edmund von Mach protest¬
ing against the action of Associate
Superintendent Meleney in directing
that Gen. Pershing's speech at a re-
cent mass meeting at Madison Square
Garden be read in the public schools.
Von Mach was chairman of the stormy
"Horror on the Rhine" meeting held
on February «6, and Gen. Pershing In'
his speech condemned that meeting
end all others like it.
Von Mach's letter to Superintendent

Ettinger was written from the main
office of "The American Campaign
Against the Horror on the Rhine." It
read in part as follows:

"This office has been informed that
I?r. Meleney has ordered Gen. Pershing's
speech read in all the high schools this
week.

"Since Gen. Pershing's speech gains
whatever distinction It may possess from
the fact that the meeting at which he
spoke took its stand on what we be¬
lieve to be the wrong side of a vital
question, although it was the popular
side with tho big press, and since this
question itself is as yet an open question
many of us believe that to order the
reading of this speech in our high
schools is ill-advised. It was therefore
decided to call your attention to this
fact."

Rrenlla Horrun in Belgium.
*.1 have read with increased interest."

said Supt. Ettinger in reply, "the splen¬
did address delivered by Gen. Pershing
on the occasion to which you refer and
have been attracted by certain passages
that in themselves constitute a com¬
plete justification of the directions is¬
sued by Associate Supt. Meleney.
"The burning indignation, country¬

wide, aroused by the'Horror on the
Rhine' mass meeting, over which you
had the doubtful honor to preside on

February 28. 102t, was du<\ no doubt, to
the general conviction that those pro¬
moting said meeting deliberately ignored
the indelible impression made upon us

t>y the horrors, only too recent, com¬
mitted by German citizens at the be¬
hest of their war crazed military lead¬
ers. America has not forgotten the tsl»-s
of incredible horror inflicted upon Bel¬
gium. which our Minister to Belgium.
Brand Whitlock, has so graphically re¬
lated."

, ,Supt. Ettinger recited atrocities com¬

mitted by the Germans during the war.

"Do not misunderstand me." he addn.
"Neither I nor any other American Is
an apologist for a condition In the P.hint
Valley that is not consistent with the
high ideals for which we sent millions
of our youth overseas, but wc need not
attempt to explain the present sensitive
state of the public mind when we recall
that the remains of those who made the
supreme sacrilice arc only no'v b^inp
restored to their bereaved parents or
relatives.

Crimp Upon Civilisation.
"The cilme which German \ inflicted

rot only upon Belgium and France bu;
upon civilization itself makes >oui
present tender regard for th German
people suggestive of mawkish sen. imen-
tallty. The exploitation by those w ho
«lo not possess the confluence of the pub¬
lic of a condition which ca'ls for in-
partial investigation rather than hyster¬
ical oratory was an offence which fully
deserved the condemnation so roundly
given.
"As an expression of personal o' in-

ion. permit me to inform you that G< i.
Pershing's address was an admirable
exposition of the point of view gen¬
erally held by Americans as distin¬
guished from the views held by tiio:e
who undertake the impossible task of
maintaining a divided allegiance. We

Leondowski, Recently Operated Upon to Restore His
Sanity, Leaves Cot and Walks for First Time Since,
Acting Normally, Says Sing Sing Prison Doctor.

(Ionian UonioABk! wa.j able to leave
his iot til ihe Sins' ^ing Prison Hos¬
pital yesterday afternoon for ilie flrst
time since ¦* bullet was taken fruni
his brain t«n days ago by Dr. William
J>. Chapman of Brooi lyn. In an effort
to cure him of symptoms of insanity
and epilepsy. Leondowski walked about
the ward for a while for exercise and
told the attendants ami the prison
physician. Dr. Amos L. Squire, he felt
flne.

Dr. Squire said he had been observ¬
ing: L«t:ondowski closely since the opera¬
tion, and that the man had appeared
normal mentally at alf times. There

FEWER BOOZE TRIALS
BY JURY IS PLANNED

Amendments Would Throw
Cases Into Special Sessions.

Albany, April
Amendments to the new State inhi¬

bition enforcement laws, carrying out
suggestions of the New York district
attorneys, are contained In a bill in¬
troduced to-day by Senator Mullan and
Assemblyman Gage.
The proposed changes will permit pre¬

senting prohibition cases to the Court
of Special Sessions as well as to a Grand
Jury. In the Special Sessions neither a
Grand Jury Indictment nor a trial by
jury is required.
The purpose of the measure is to re¬

lieve the pressure of business in the
Court of General Sessions as well as to
make convictions more centaln. At the
hearing on the enforcement laws the
District Attorneys told Governor Miller
that It was almost Impossible to secure
convictions from a Jury because of the
unpopularity of prohibition in New York.
They .said that if the law were not
amended it would require six new Gen¬
eral Sessions judges.

Believes Prohibition Should
Be Tried for Fifty Years,
Chicago, April 7. .The country should

give the prohibition .amendment n trial
for about fifty years "to sec whether
it is the best thing for us or not." in
the opinion of Judge K. M. Landls. The
Judge spoke lust night on the subject
at an anniversary celebration of Amer¬
ica's entry into the. war.

. tances where they have sold booae for
as high as $32 a quart. How do they
do it'.'

Senate Changes Form After
Passing Enforcement Law.
Tkento.v. April 7. Asserting that the

Anti-Saloon league has the "most un¬
scrupulous lobby in the country" and
charging that the prohibition amend¬
ment "originated .in the South, the home
of rebellion, whose popular sport Is
chaining colored men togethe- and
throwing them overboard," Senator
Simpson, Democrat. Hudson, opened th>-
fight In Lhe Senate to-day which de¬
feated for the second time this session

u resolution for the ratification of the
prohibition amendment. This means the
defeat of the resolution for this year
at Iciwst. The drya were one vote short.
Senator Simpson tsaid : "This is very

disrespectful, to the Anti-Saloon League
to draft this corpse of John Barleycorn
out. They have made this whole thing
a Joke, but they won't make a joke out
of the Senate of New Jersey."

Senator Runyon declared the Legisla¬
ture has pa/soed a drastic enforcement
law and was inconsistent in refusing to
rat ifj the amendment.

EDUCATION BOARD ASKS
FOR $15,000,000 AT ONCE

Would Buy New Sites, Erect
and Equip Schools.

The Board of Education at an ad¬
journed meeting last nisht requested the
Board of Estimate to make available at
once $15,000,000 for the purchase of
school sites and tne erection and equip¬
ment of schools, both permanent and
temporary, and the payment of all sal¬
aries and costs incidental to such v ork.
It was requested that the kind and num-
ber of such schools and the necessity
of proceeding with work immediate]} be
left to the discretion of the Board of
Education.
A hundred persons assembled outside

the board room before the meeting to
protest against the closing of public
school No. 18, on Fifty-first street, near
Lexington avenue. Annin# 8. Trail,
president of the board, told them that It
would be two weeks before the com¬
mittee appointed to investigate would
be ready to report.

Aprii 7. \ warning
that foreign influence!, dangerous in
tlicir tendencies. are again at work "to
weaken the clone tics of friendship ilifit
bind ns to those people? beside w horn n
fought in th<? great war" was sounded
here to-night by Gen. Pershing, who ad¬
dressed two mai-s meetings in the ex¬

ercises of All American Day.
Praising the patriotism of foreign boir.

citizens, whom he said lie liad seen fight
under the American flag in the Phillip-
pines', In Mexico and in France, Gen.
Pershing said that often their enthu.i-
.ism for America has surpassed that of
any native born ''wl*> have not always
jived up to the obligations of their
birth."

| "Many of us often consider too light¬
ly our obligations toward those who
come to cast their lot with us." lie said.
"Many native Americans, into whom the
Inheritance of liberty has sunk through
generations, are too often indifferent to
the enlightenment of those whom we

have invited to our shores. Communities
too often neglect to show a kindly in¬
terest in their welfare, or provide educa¬
tional opportunities necessary to prepare
them for the duties of citizenship. We
must tnake our democracy self protect¬
ing and not leave the right of suffrage
adrift in the hands of the illiterate and
the ignorant.

Disloyalty Hinfiig As* in.

"If this Republic is lo remain the
land of the free and continue to grow !n
strength and usefulness, both the native
and foreign born who exercise the right
of suffrage must one and all bo
thoroughly schooled in the meaning of
democracy and in the duties and obli¬
gations of the citizens."
Pointing out again, as he did in*his

recent N'ew York speech, that Ameri¬
cans have no quarrel with those of
foreign birth or stock, who cling to the
art. the music, the folklore or better
traditions of tho land of their birth, but
want them to look to America as an in¬
spiration. Gen. Pershing reviewed the
causes which led to the United States
entering the war."the onslaught of ar¬
rogant militarism supported by a certain
disloyal element here at home," and
con tinued:
"Nearly three years have passed and

we again hear the murmur of disloyalty.
It is time to ask ourselves whether our
patriotism is to stand mute while this
poisonous propaganda dwarfs our con¬
science. Shall we turn our backs upon
our friends of yesterday? Arc we ex¬
pected to condone the wanton destruc¬
tion in France and Belgium and on the
high seas.' Have sacrifices of American
blood already been forgotten?
"We demand one. quality in American

'citizenship, and that is loyalty without
stint and without reservation. Let us
make :t entirely clear that, we have no
place for so-called citizens of German
birth or lineage, or of any other origin
who, false to their vows, seek to preju¬
dice American action for the benefit of
an alien Government, or who would de¬
termine an American question for a for¬
eign reason.

AUSTRALIAN PREMIER
PREFERS U. S. TO JAPAN

America's Friendship Consid¬
ered in Renewing Treaty.
London, April 7..A Melbourne, Aus¬

tralia. despatch to the London Timet
saya that in a speech In the House on
the forthcoming: Imperial Cabinit. Pre¬
mier Hughes declared v. ith respect to
the Japanese treaty that Australia could
not make on enemy of Amerlon to se¬
cure the friendship of Japan, and that
the treaty mum be renewed in modified
form, but satisfactory to America. He
ssfertcd that there was gn at danger of
such naval rivalry in the Pacific us
would drain ih finance.- of the nations
and have a reflex intlucnce on the whole
world.

Hefcrring to naval defence, the Pre¬
mier said the scheme of the Imperial
Cabinet must provide for the defence o»'
the Paciflc, where the future of Aus-
traila would be decided. He added that
while the United .Stat « must have a

strong: navy to defend its extensive const
line, Australia had a coast thrice the
length of that of the United States and
a population of only five millions.

GERMANY WILL OFFER
TO REBUILD RUINS

Will Send New Proposal to
Allies Before May 1.

Hj the Associated Press.
Bermn, April 7..Germany will sub¬

mit to the Allied Supreme Council spe¬
cific proposals for the reconstruction of
the devastated regions of northern
Prance in a note which now is being
ltrepared and which will be despatched
before May 1, it wan announced offi¬
cially to-day. The note will offer Ger¬
man labor and material to reconstruct
the devastated regions as quickly as pos¬
sible.
The German plan lias been worked

out by Government ofTlcials, industrial
leaders and representatives of the labor
unions, who have reached complete ac¬
cord regarding the methods of rebuild¬
ing and tlje use of necessary material
and labor.
"We want to demonstrate the sincer¬

ity of our purposes, which we have often
expressed, and. do whatever is within
our ability toward rebuilding the devas¬
tated districts," an ofllclai said in giving
out tin? announcement.

WRANGEL OBJECTS TO
ARMY GOING TO ODESSA

Peaceful Anarchy Prevails
There, Reds Having Left.

Constantinople, April 7..The Bol-
shevlki have occupied Erivan. Odessa
and the district for fifty miles round-
about, that city, however, have been
freed of the Bolshevik!. This section is
without a government, so-called pcace-
ful anarchy prevailing.
Odessa Is said to be the city to which

the French purpose sending ' Jen. Wran-
gel's army, but to this Wrat uel ob-
jer»ts.
