For the first time In golfing history

there .will be no surprise on this side of
the water If an American wins the ama¬

teur championship of Great Britain. The
toam which will Invade the Hoylake
links country has the best three golfers
of America as members. Some will say
that from the ordinary point of view
there Is little peed of any one else going,
since the other Americans are so far
outclassed. If the championship were at
medal play qualifying with 32 to take
part In further match play there might
be some justice In the remark so fre¬
quently made, but In a match play
knockout where 168 persons will partici¬
pate the larger the entry the better.
Every win by an American may put out
of the running some British player who
has It In him at some time or other to
come through with a brilliant round. To
snuff out this sort of thing means
much.
But there are a few players who

stand between American golfers and
the longed for championship trophy.
Let tis not despise their worth even
though the names of some of them
have been household words for many
years, winning championships even be-
foro any one of our three best repre¬
sentatives saw the light of day.
Hal-old H. Hilton of Hoylake will

groom himself as never before. Last
year at Mulrfield he played as fine
golf as any and was on the way to the
fifth round and actually 3 up at the
turn against a comparatively new¬
comer to championship class.R. H.
Howie.when the latter uncorked three
wonderful putts which turned the
tables and left Hilton a loser at the
ast hole. Don't overlook this Hoylake
veteran even If he was bom In 1869.

Much will depend upon tne weather con-
lltlons. A single day of high wind and
nugglness will not hurt, but give a week
>f that stuff and the chaps who have
seen accustomed to playing thusly will
Airt.
The eighteen hole feature of British
hamplonshlp play la the bunker for
nany an American golfer. In our thirty-
six hole matches there is always the
tendency on the part of the golfer who
reels he has the edge to conserve his
playing brilliancy until the afternoon
round. Such traits become habits all
too soon and must be guarded against
rhe golfer who is cool by nature usually
foes far. Heinle Schmidt was phleg¬
matic, but Kvans, Ouimet and Travers
in their several attempts have not been
it their best because they wanted tho
match over all too soon.
There will be few golfers to quarrel

with the statement that Evans ranks
above any amateur in the world at the
present time, but that won't help much
If a youngster gets going as did Reggie
Lewis at the Engineers last fall. We
look for the. defenders" spirit in attack¬
ing their problem of repelling the in¬
vaders to counterbalance the strength of
the little extra skill. Michael Scott, Gor¬
don Lockhart, Hilton, Harris, Armour,
tVethered, Jenkins and a few others have
all scored in the low 70s over many a
course and they will be fighting harder
than ever.

Commerce Swimmers
Assured of Junior Title

.

Schoolboys Better Five Records
in P. S. A. L. Dnal Meets in

C. C. N. Y. Pool.

The junior swimmers representing the
High School of Commerce yesterday
morning practically clinched the Public
Schools Athletic League's Indoor dual
meets championship when they defeated
the lads from De Witt Clinton High
School in the College of the City of New
York natatorlum. The Orange and
Black triumphed over its old rival by
45 to 16. It was the third straight vic¬
tory of the series for the West Side
lads, who have not as yet met with de¬
feat. In another meet Townsend Har¬
ris Hall won from the youngsters of
Stuyvesant High by 86 to 26, while the
third meet, between Erasmus and Man¬
ual Training, ended in a tie. The
Brooklyn schools scored 30 points each
in this meet.
As in the meet of a week ago the

lads yesterday continued to swim faster
than the records. Although these marks
will not be accepted as records, due to
the fact that they were not recorded in
the individual championships, which
are to be held later, they will, how¬
ever, be listed as noteworthy perform¬
ances. The bettering of the records
at this early stage of the series speaks
volumes for the performance* the lads
might iaturn at the Individual cham¬
pionships It is expected that new

marks in at least four events will be
established when the boys meet in the
individual title competition.

In five events marks listed In the rec¬
ord books were improved. Most of the
performances were recorded by the lads
from Commerce, while Manual Train¬
ing's relay team, composed of Decker,
Freeman, O'Donnell and Bailey, swam

400 feet In 1 minute 31 2-5 seconds,
which Is one-fifth of a second faster
than the record.

Saddler, Bedlngfleld, Baka and Weln-
elein were the Commerce lads credited
with fine performancee. Saddler, who
swam the 60 yard event In 29 seconds,
bettered the record by 8 seconds, while
Bedlngfleld negotiated the 100 yard swim
in 1 minute 15 3-5 seconds, which was

1 1-5 seconds faster than the book mark.
Baka accounted for the figures In the
furlong when he went over the .220 yards
In S minutes 22 seconds. This was the
best feat of the day. Baka swam the
distance in 7 4-5 seconds faster than It
tver before waa swam by a high school
