The President and his Secretary, of
Rtate symudthize with the purposes of
the Allies 1 acianaing fair satlsfac-
tion from Germany for the wrongs she
did, for bringing on the great war. The
President and the Swecretury of State
ardently désire 1o work with, not in any
sort of opposition to, the Allles. All
they ask from the Allles Is a fair deal
for the United States, for a straightout
racognition of the primary fact that the
rights and privileges of the United
States, woquired by the Tited States as
the result of her admittedly powerful
contribution to alHed victory. must be
recognizged  and  respected by Cipeat
Writaln, France, Italy and Japan.
