a broken niblick.
Mr. Zittell came back from that round

of golf feeling about fifteen feet tall and
as wide as all the Baltusrol fairway.

"George."' he remarked to the Baltus-
rol mentdr, "T understand that you have
been quoted as saying that golf Is a

humbling game. Do f look aa If that
superfine and perfectly Judged mid-Iron
shot on the ninth had humiliated me?"
Low eyed his man out of an un-

enthusiastic optic.
"Hark ye." f»a!d he. "I am the hapless

wight upon whom that ace of youra has
cafrt lt«* withering blight, r jnresume that
you are familiar with every condition
that such a feat as hollnp In one en¬

tails. Tradition, man. tradition! How
are you to meet your penalties In this
day of the great drought?"
As has been remarked. Mr. Zittell

made his hole in one a week ngo Satur¬
day. All of the intervening period has
been occupied in arriving at a solution.
Finally a Jury of Baltusrol golfers had
to be called tn on the case. Had It been
left to Geor*e there could have been no

settlement save the one called for by
tradition. Over l-ow'a protest, or so the
story goes. Mr. Zittell is compelled to
pay the professional's ice cream soda
bill for the current month-

Needless to say nothing encountered
by George Low during the last week lias
encouraged him to revise the opinion
formed so long ago that "golf Is a

humbling game."
C'ntllnK Ihr Drariwood.

According to the recent despatch from
the West, James P. Standlsh. Jr., of
l.ochmoore, Detroit, chairman of th«
eligibility committee of the United
Kta '.cm C.olf Association, has decided to
take a. drastic step to limit the entries
for the next national amateur champion¬
ship. which in to be played at the St.
Louis Country Club next September. He
has cent n letter to the secretaries of
the sectional g«.df arsocIhtlons In which
he asks that they refrain from sendimr
In a* eligible for the national amateur
tourney, players whose handicaps In
thefte minor associations are higher than
six strokes.

"The problem of handling the increas¬
ingly lar** number who play each year
makes It desirable that every effort be
made not to include players In the eligi¬
bility list who have no chance of qual¬
ifying." says the l/ochmoor expert, "and
It 1b requested that you h<i certain that
all players nominated by your assocla-
tlon eome up to the required .standard."
From this it is apparent that Standlsh

Is alive to the dangers of his own scheme,
for the method of handicapping In th'
various seetlonal associations is by 110
means of n uniform character. Because
of this It Is possible that players who
mlKht be rated at six or higher in the
metropolitan or similar u«soclatlons still
might be able to crawl under the bar¬
rier If tlie.v were handicapped In soint
ether organization where less care is ex¬

orcised In the matter of handicapping.
It Is all too evident that the eligibility

system employed since the abandonment
of the national handicap list has not
been an unqualified success. Despite
the tremendous amount of labor en¬

tailed under such a plan supervision of
the 1". S. O. A. of all allowances is about
the only practical solution of the dlffl-
cultj. With the Standish announce¬

ment It Is seen that matters once again
arc working that way.

Tills year yet a few who are not en¬
titled to the honor may succeed in
squirming through the holes in the fence
but It will not be difficult to detect the
men who are not entitled to travel wlthlr.
the charmed circle of the flvt handicap.
By another season the barriers probably
will be all repaired, and the sheep and
the goats relegated to their respective
quarters.

It may not be many years before only
those who play at three strokes will b<
eligible to play In the championship, for
golfers multiply these days with alarm¬
ing rapidity. Meantime It will b» well
fot sectional association secretaries to
remember that Msy 1 Is the deadline
on which the handicap lizrts should be
forwarded to the chairman of the ellgl-
hillty committee.
