Oor. Nathan L. Miller will hold a

conference here to-morrow with Repub¬
lican lead< IS from the .Senate and As¬
sembly and from New York city, at
which It is expected a final decision will
be reached retarding the proposed legis¬
lative inquiry Into the conduct of the
Hylan administration. This conference
will not afTtvt the prc/iosed charter re¬
vision inquiry, hut n the result or It
will depend whether there wW be an In-1
quiry to disclose possible graft and nils-
use of office by any one connected with
the administration of Mayor H.vlan.

It Ik thought among politicians here
that the outlook for such an inquiry Is
brighter now than It has been for sortie
time and the general opinion Is that
after the conference a resolution will
be introduced in the Senate and As¬
sembly authorizing the Investigation and
appropriating money for the different
Jobs connected with it. Up-State Re¬
publicans have heretofore taken the
position they did not want to authorise
the Inquiry unless they were convinced
a majority of the Senators and Assem¬
blymen from New York city desired it,
and It is believed now the proponents
of the proposed resolution have obtained
this majority.

Virtually all of the memberr of the
Senate and Assembly from Manhattan
are said now to be in favor of passing
a resolution and beginning an investiga¬
tion of the Ilylan and Tammany regime,
ard It is expected that enough mem¬
bers will abandon the stand taken for
them by Jacob A. Livingston, Kings
county Republican leader, to make up
the majority necessary before the up¬
state members will consent to vote for
the reso'utlon.
The delegation from New York to¬

morrow will inc'ude virtually all of
the New York city Republican leaders
and there will also bo a number of
Independents Interested in the pro¬
posed Inquiry and who will urge the
immediate passage of such a re«olu-
tlon.

The word went out to-day that the
Legislature will rdjourn next S-turday
night, In all probability regardless of
what happens to the hundreds of local
bills now cluttering the calendars. \Vhlle
that statement may not mean much to
the public generally it carried d»ep elg-
niflcanre to the political organizations
and lawmakers who came rushing back
to-night all excited.

It means that the leaders have de¬
cided they will not hold the Legislature
in session one day after the Important
Statewide measures are passed for the
mero purpose of considering a mass of
local billp. carrying small appropriations
and Concealed political favors, most of
which It is certain tho Governor would
veto.

There remain a dozen or so really Im¬
portant bills which will hav« to be dis¬
posed of, and the programme Is to rush
them through two a day and close up
with a bang some time next Saturday
nlrhf. Senator Limk and Speaker Mach¬
os told the Senators and Assemblymen
they must be ready to adjourn this week.

tion bill, several bills dealing with New
York police affairs and the rent law1
amendments.

In the dead patrolman's hand wan a

lighted flash-light. »nd in hi* cap, the
polled said, was a memorandum indi¬
cating that hp had nrreetfd Load on a

statutory charge.
In the cap also was the license nuni-

ber of an automobile that proved to be
L<oud's. Discovery of the car backed
into a wood with the license plate
turned up led to Loud's arrest early to¬
day.

The police safd Loud admitted to Dis¬
trict Atfofney Nathan A. Tufts that h»
^»as on the Lowell road last night and
that lite carried a loaded revolver when
he left home.
Four 45 cultbre bullets were found tn

Preston's body at the autopsy per-
formed to-day by Medical Kxaniiner
Roacoo D. PerMy of Melrose. A search
of Loud's home rerealed several bullets
of Aimliar calibre, the i»ollce iissc-rted,
l>ut they found no weapon.
bond returned home abont 10:30

o'clock, his wlf« Informed the authorl-.
ties, and told her that two men hp met!
on the road had forced him to surrender
his automobile. There were two bruises j
on his head, she said, and she asked
him to summon a physician and also*
to notify the police of the holdup, but
he coirnpliiSd with neither request.

EXPOSED BY SEIZURE

Trail of Naif Pint Bottles
Started Investigation.

legging has been conducted on Pullman
trains was disclosed with the arrest
early to-day of C. A. Gardner, a chauf¬
feur, and James Sanders, a Pullman ear

porter, along with the confiscation of
400 half-pint bottles filled with whiskey.
The arrests were made by W. B. Mc¬
Clelland, prohibition agent, at the
Pennsylvania Station.
According to McClelland it was ascer¬

tained months ago that pas**ng<*rs on

Pvllman coaches seemed to have little
difficulty In getting llquo*. Afnong other
evidences of this were the great number
of half pint bottles strewn along the
railroad. Many of these bottles were
uniform tn style. Suspicion fall on

negro porters us the source of supply,
but It took weeks of quiet Investigation
to obtain evidence.

Gardner's part of the ftuilnese, Mc¬
Clelland says, was obtaining liquor In
the half-pint bottles nnd delivering It to
Banders, who Is alleged to have dis¬
posed Of It to passengers.

Karly this morning McClelland went
to the station and arrested Gardner as

he drove up In a truck with five large
suitcases which were unloaded and were
about to be turned over to Sanders.
