SHOWS BIG DECLINE IN YEAR
February Imports $156,717,517 Below the Same Month
Last Year, and Exports Drop $169,298,242. Value
of Luxuries Brought Here Shows a Sharp Decline.

Imports and exports at the port of
Xew Tork show a tremendous decline
over list year, according to figures ob¬
tained at the Custom House yesterday.
The imports for February.the last
month for which the tablea are com¬

plete.decreased $156.7X7,617 over the

corresponding? month last year. The

drop In the value of the exports last

February over February, 1920. *as $169,-
298,242.

There Is a sharp drop In the value of
luxuries imported. Uncut diamonds to

the value of $2,744,094 were brought
Into tbe port in February, 1920. Last

February the value had shrunk to $454.-
078. There was a similar decline in the
Importations of cut diamonds from
$6,225,021 to $1,354,362. The pearl im¬
portations in February decreased from
$6S1,927 in 1920 to $104,793 for the same
montli this year. There was a slight
increase in the value of foreign auto¬
mobiles imported, tho figures for Febru¬
ary. 1920, being $21,041 and those for
February this year being $66,358.
Crude rubber Imports showed an

amazing decline from $23,576,687 a year
^go in February to $6.756,438 for the
<amt month this year.

. 'omrnr'sons of export figures i'oi
February in both years show a decline
in nios' commodities. Agricultural im¬
plements are one of the exceptions, the
figures jumping from $366,003 in 1920
to $1,029,231 in February, 1921.

Tt is the contention of those who call
themselves the progressives, who are
headed by Jack Binns, vice-president of
the club, that a housscleanlng Is needed
to restore the organisation to favor
among newspaper men. Should Justice
Gavegan refuse to vacate his own order
Mr. Beattle will be compelled on April
19 before Justice McAvoy to show cause
why there should not be a visitation and
investigation by thr Supreme Court.
The present administration of the club

broke Its silence yesterday by making
public resolutions adopted at a special
meeting of the Board of Trustees yester-
day afternoon, in which defence is made
of actions of the club officers. The
board states it will not permit Its in¬
tegrity to be Impugned "for unauthor¬
ized acts of two or more people who
falsely claim to represent the club."
