'I'he outstanding feature of the

Harding Administration as seen from

Capitol Hill is the vigor and confi¬
dence displayed in approaching1 the,
task of building new foreign policies.
The grasp and aptitude that the Presi¬
dent and Secretary Hughes have dis¬

played in the first five weeks of the
new government in meeting the pri¬
mary problems of foreign relations
have delighted Kepubiicans and not

a few Democrats of Senate and House.
There is a feeling that after many;

years an end is coming to costly, pur¬

poseless procrastination in foreign re¬

lationships and that the President and
Secretary Hughes know precisely what
they are about as they gather up;
loose threads of diplomacy.
A glance over the principal pro¬

posals submitted by the President and
Mr. Hughea is sufficient confirmation
of this opinion, were there no more

definite authority for the statement, as

there is. The L<eague of Nations has

been spumed by the official pro¬
nouncement of the President. The de¬
cision to end a technical state of war

with the Central Powers will be ear¬

ned out. The Administration is cour¬

teously demanding, and ifl in a fair

way of obtaining, definite recognition
hy the Allies of all rights and privi-
,eses due to the United States as a

principal victor in the war.

Albany, April 14. (
The legislative leaders and Gov. Mil¬

ler at conferences to-day settled up
praotically all of the difference* that
threatened to prolong the session.
Working at top speed on bulky calen¬
dars way Into the night. both houses
made long strides in clearing the way
for final adjournment Saturday.
Agreement was reached this after¬

noon on the direct primary repeal bill.
AH of the leaders favored repeal of,
the dlroet primaries and the restora¬
tion of the convention system for tho
nomination of State and Judicial of-
fleers, but were divided on the man-
ner of selecting the convention dele-
gates.
The Senate bill finally has been da-

eided upon. Tt provides that the dele-
gates be designated by petition. The
Assembly had held out for a plan by
which the party delegates could be
designated by the Assembly District
committees and the independent dele¬
gates by petition. It U said that the
Governor will send an emergency mes¬

sage on the Senate bill.
Gov. Miller stepped into tne breach on

the rent bill tangle. Calling a confer¬
ence of the Assemblymen who have been
blocking the bill which makes the rent
laws amendments of the now civil prac¬
tice set he broke down the opposition
and the measure was passed unani¬
mously. It was sent immediately to the
Governor, who said he would sign It
without delay. The bill extends to Octo¬
ber the time when the new civil prac¬
tice act is to take effect. It was to have
become operative to-morrow. Had the
rent laws not been Incorporated In the
new act they would have been wiped off
the statute books with the old civil prac¬
tice act.
The Assembly to-Jay passed these

bills:
Abolishfng the Department of Nar¬

cotic Drug Control, and transferring Its
function to the Health Department.
Regulating the distribution of nar¬

cotic drugs. This measure among other
things permits magistrates upon com¬

Mechanics and Metals I'nioiii
With National City Is Not

Contemplated.

McHUGH NOT TO CHANGE

Report That He Would Suc¬
ceed Stillman as President

Has No Foundation.

The revival of talk of a merger of
the Mechanics and Metals National
Bank with the National City Biuik, ac¬

companied by \ntlmation that John
McHugh, vice-prewident of the former,
might become president of the Na¬
tional City Bank to succeed James A.

Stillman. who thereupon would re¬

sume his former title of chairman of
the board, gave circulation without
foundation to a plan which was dis-

cu88«*d first about eighteen months ago
was abandoned In the first half

of 1920. The published reports in:

newspapers were denied promptly and I

in such a way as to Indicate that there
were no negotiations whatever, formal
or Informal, between the two banking
institutions.
When qusstloned yesterday Gates W.

McGarvah, president of the Mechanics (
and'Metals Bank, gave out the following
statement: "The statement appearing
on the first page of this morning's Times
to the effect that a merger of the Me¬

chanics and Metals National Bank and
the National City Bank is In contempla¬
tion or that John McHugh might he-
come president of the National City
Bank is absolutely untrue In every de¬
tail."
John H. Fulton, general executive

manager of the City Rank, issued also
a sweeping denial, and Charles V. Rich
one of its executive managers, admitted
that published Items had brought to
life rumor* of a deal which had Ion?
been abandoned. Regarding the ruino-,-

that Mr McHugh would become presi¬
dent of the National City Bank the arti¬
cle had this much truth In It, that Mr.
McHugh had been suggested to Mr.
8tll!man as a possible candidate for the
presidency, but the facts are that the
names of nearly every prominent banker
In New York have been suggested -o

Mr. Stillman. and that thus fnr there
Is no Indication that any one of th«Tr>
has received serious consideration.
Mr. Stillman'a friends have said ever

since he assumed the presidency of the
City Bank following the resignation it
Frank A. Vanderllp that he took the
title with great reluctancy. and that he
would be glad to return to the. position
of chairman of Its board whenever and
as soon as s proper and fitting m in

for its president whs found by its direc¬
tors. The recent action of the hank's
directors In refusing to accept Mr. Still-
man's resignation as Its president is
taken In Wall street as an indication
that he will assume Its chairmanship
as soon as the dlrvyirs shall have
picked out a new president. Tne denial
by Mr. MeCarrah was regarded In Wail
Street also as complete elimination of
Mr. McTTugh as the probable successor
of Mr. Stillman as president of the C.fy
Bank.

The curious union existing at 2S50
Hudson Boulevard. Jersey City, where
Herbert Thornton Andrews, a New
iork stock broker, lias been living for
three months with two wives, was

dissolved yesterday. Wife No. 1 drove
Andrews and Wife No. 2 out of the
apartment, and said she would start a

suit for divorce in Trenton to-day.
Andrews and wife No. 2 were ap¬

parently glad to go. The young woman
went to Newark early in the after¬
noon. Andrews was to meet her in the
lobby of the Robert Treat Hotel in
that city before dinner and they were

to go to another hotel and spend the
evening discussing their plans for the
future. The two children by the
original marriage were left with their
mother in the Jersey City home. An¬

drews. when he drove away from
Jersey City at 0:30 P. St., appeared
to think that everything had been
amicably settled, and that divorce pro¬
ceedings were the worst he might ex¬

pect.
Andrews appears to think that he can¬

not h* successfully attacked by either
civil or criminal process. Nevertheless
a warrant for his arrest was issued yes¬
terday by .Tames F. Walsh, prosecuting
attorney for the town of Greenwich.
Conn. It was In Greenwich, on January
26 la«t, that Andrews, who haul mar¬

ried Maud Augusta Haynes in Portland,
Me., in 1912, went through a second
ceremony before a woman justice of the

peace with Esther Marie Tatnall.
' and Prrjirr Charied.

The Greenwich warrant change him
with bigamy «nd perjury. Ills extradi¬
tion from New Jersey to Connecticut
will b« requested. The perjury charge
is based on entries in the application for

a license in Greenwich. Me snore that
he was single and both he and Esther
Tatnall gave their addressee aa Pitts¬
burgh. whereas he lived in Jersey City.

Prosecutor Walsh said last night that
two other prosecutions for bigamous
marriages performed by Justices of the

peace in Greenwich would be started.
He also said he would ask the legisla¬
ture to pa*s a law holding these justices
responsible for marriages of out of

town residents who had not applied fov

marriage licenses rive daj's before get¬
ting them. The present law permits uie

five day period to be waived if "public
policy or physical condition" demands it.
and Jig time weddings have been numer¬

ous. The woman justice who married
Andrews and Miss Tatnall nas married
thirty-two couples since January 1. She
is Miss Alice U. O'Neill.

Andrews's two children by the first
marriage.John. 8, and TTarley, 6. a

cripple.remained last night with their
mother In the Jersey City apartment
This arrangement was insisted upon by
the mother, according to her attorney,
and was agreed to by the father. That
the first wife was to havo the children
was to havo been one of the stipulations
of an agreement between Andrews and
Wife No. 1. which, It was thought,
would be signed yesterday afternoon.
It was then expected that a compact
including payments satisfactory to all
three points of the triangle and pre¬
sumably also to the two puzzled little
boys would be made before evening.

formerly under the Federal Itailroad
Administration were to-day ordered
abrogated, effective July 1, 1921, by
the L'niied States Railroad Labor
Board.
The board called upon the officers

and system organizations of employees
of each railroad 10 select representa¬
tives to confer and to decide as much
of the rules controversy as possible.
"Such conferences shall begin at the
earliest possible date,- the decision
s-aid.
Members of the board said that aL

disputes as to rules and working con¬

ditions automatically were ref^-cu
to conferences between each indi¬
vidual road and its employees. This
method had been sought by the rail¬
roads. whereas the labor side hr.d
favored a national conference betw- vi

representatives of all roads anl a.l
unions.
The decision affected all railroad em-

ployees except those in train service
who are under separate agreements
between the individual railroads and

the four big brotherhoods.
