With the Vale-Pennsylvania regatta

at Derby yesterday, what promises to
toe the most interesting and most suc¬

cessful season in the history of inter¬
collegiate rowing in this country was

inhered in. The campaign will mark
the complete recovery of the sport
from the blow which it Buffered in
thf> war.
The .season will be featured not only

by an unusually large number of dual
and triple competitions but, best of
eli. by the revival of the big regatta
on the Hudson at Poughkeepsle, which
has not been rowed since 1916. Har¬
vard and Yale, of course, will have it
©nt again on the Thames, only two
dnys after the classic on the Hudson.
Which is set for June 22.
The season will be particularly in¬

teresting for New York aside from the
return of the regatta to Poughkeepsie.
This city is to have an important set
of races right in its midst, on the old
Harlem, for it is here that Columbia,
Princeton and Pennsylvania will bat-
tle for the historic Childs cup.

'Phis regatta, which will be hrld on
¦May 14, will give rowing enthusiasts of
»\v York an opportunity to gft a clone
view of three of the best varsity eights
t>i the country. The programme also
will include second varsity and fresh¬
ir,an races nnd will bring back to tV'
Harlem the glories in which tho river
revelled in the days when the leu
varsity boats had it out on Its placid
Waters.

PENN CREW BEATS
OLD ELI IN RACE

was up against too strong opposition.
Around the inile mark It was evident
that the Blue was a beaten crew.

The Pennsylvania men finished strong,
sitting erect in the shell as the finish
linn was passed and looking fit to row

a further distance. Capt. Eddie Mitchell
of the Red and Blue, the 14 3 pound
stroke, was an inspiration to the mem¬

bers of his crow.
Wright said after the race that he

never saw a stroke put more into hid
Work than Mitchell did and the Penn¬
sylvania coach added that the fine race
rowed by his crew wan largely du>' to
Its captain's headwork and oarsmanship.
From a Mew Haven point T view the

real race of the day was th<* piruggle be¬
tween the second crews, or Junior eights,
as they are technically called. This was

us pretty a content as the Housatonle or

any other river ever witnessed. It was

With Inaugural Races of Season on Lake Carnegie
Only Three Weeks Off, Dr. Spaeth Is Refraining

From Making Shifts Among Eights.

the Princeton rowing Inaugural on Lake
Carnegie 1b three -weeks off the lake is
the scene of strenuous preparation on

cannot be organised to any degree of
satisfaction when different combinations
are together every day.

Rice is not overestimating the strength
of his varsity outfit. No tim»
trlnls have been held as yet. but the
varsity on at lea®' two occasions hss
sped over the three mile Poughkeepsie
distance at high speed. The race with
Y'lle will be a two-mile affair and Co¬
lumbia should be fll to row a great race.
The varsity has learned Uie knack of

rowing a long, slow stroke, seldom going
above thirty-two. e.nd keeping well iihead
of the juniors, who usually row as high
as thlrty-slx. Thia Is typical of a Rice
crew and it Is hardly probable that the
first boat will go above thirty-four In
any of its races. Using the slower
stroke the varsity will gain a full length
on the juniors in twenty-five or thirty
strokes, but after they have gone into
the lead there seems to be a slackenlnz
In the power, a tendency to loaf, thai
must be eradicated.
Columbia is well satisfied with th*

progress of its nary and unless ineligi-
billty strikes the varsities the combina-
lions should remain as they sre for at
least a good part of the season. A
slight change In the juniors moved
"Torchy''Wostupto No. 7. while Knndel
replaced him at No. 3.
