twalfth game of the championehip cheas
match Dr. Lasker selected a Ruy Lopes,
which followed the lnes of the third and
sixth games for elght moves, after which
Dr. Lasker varled by retreating his
king’'s blshop to Ita original square, iIn-
stead of exchanging It for the black
knight. At the (fifteenth move Dr.
Lasker declded upon a complicated con-
tinuation, whieh, while It left Capa-
bluncn with an extra plece, enabled him
to exchange both of his own knights for
his adversary's two rooks. The outcome
of this highly interesting combination
was that Dr, Lasker wan loft with two
rooks and a blshop as opposed to four
minor pleces, thers belng alsd queens
and pawns on the board.

The position was so unusual and aif-
fienlt that Capablancan consumed n
whole hour In determining upon his
courss when studying his twenty-third
move. Queens were exchanged after
twenty-seven moves and a numbar of
pawn exchanges also took place. When,
after thirty moves, play was adjourned,
Capiblancn still had his four miner
pleces agninst two rooks and a bishop,
but only three pawns to his opponent’s
four.

The re-
sult will be to furnish an Incentive to
schoolboy and undergraduate to play
tennis, develop In them the love of &
game they can and will play all their
lives, and consegquently develop them
into healthler and more efficlent citi-
gens. It will not cheapen the value of
the college Inslgnia by throwing the
door wide open to & similar appeal from
cther minor sports, because, just as in
the cass of mafor sports, all other
minor sports, except golf, are of no
use after graduation as a means ot
recreatlon and exerclse.

“The United States Lawn Tennis As-
