In-
dividuals are working under conditlons
of extraordinary personal danger and
stradn ; while they are in uniform thelr
adversaries mingle, unrecdagnizable,
amotig the ordinary elvilian population,
and undotithtedly there huve béen unjusti-
finble aote, A certsdin number of un-
Irables got joto the corps, and in the
iy doayw of novel, exaoting vonditions
it took some time to estabilsh dlscipiine

“Hut the Governmont never ceased to
press upon the Irlsh administration and
tie military and the polce heads the
amount importance that they attnch
tiv the enforcement of the sternest dis-
cipline. With your plea for disecipline,
thetefore, 1 am In the most complete
aympithy. No one is more anxious,
from tradition and position, to Insure
disciplipe in the forces than ure thelr
officin! chiefs, If only because indiseci-
pline means Inefficlency.

“During the wmst three months
twonty-elght membera of the Royal

“Let us see what it means. 1 do not
wish to mintmize In the least Great
Britain's shere of the responsibility in
the present state of the Irish question.
All partier In cGireat Britaln united In
the general election tn 1918 to ask of
the electorate n mandate to give Irsland
home rule, which had been pleaded for
by Gladstone and asked for by all”the
leaders of Irish Nationallem since Isaac
Butt, 'neluding Parnell, Dillon and Red-
mond, Tho only uneettled question was
the treatment of Ulster, and as to that
both the Liberal party had recognized
in 1f14 and the Irish Natlonallsts ‘n
1816 that if It was to be a settlement
Ulster must have séparate treatment.”

“Folley of the Sian Feln—

“The Sinn Fein rejected home rule
und demanded In its pluce an Irish re-
public of the whole of Ireland. 'The
Sinn Fein went further. They dellb-
crately set to work to destroy concliia-
tion and constitutional methods, because
ey recognized violence as the only
method to realime a republic,

“The rebelllon of 1916 was thelr first
blow at concillation and reason. Their
refusal to artake of a convention was
the second, The proclamation of a re-
public by the Dall Eireann and thelr
abstention from Wastminster was the
third. Its inauguration of a polley of
murder and assassination in order to de-
feat home rule, rather than discuss the
Home rule blll in Parliament or enter in.
io rI:n-ct conference outslde, was the
fourth,

‘I do not think anybody ean doubt

at the principal reason why the war
vas not brought to a peaceful settle-
tent and why Ireland {8 more deeply
divided to-day than it ever has been is
Lecause of the determination of the
Sinn Feln to prevent such a s#ttlement
and to fight for a republic Instead, 1
‘o not contest the Binn Fein's right to
It opinlona and aspirations, and 1 have
aever done so. But what umazea me s
than & hody of responsible men and
eminent leaders of the church should
Atate publlely that the Sian Feln has
some Kind of justMicatlon for murder-
g the Innocent In eold blood bessuse
its novel, extravagant political ldeos
kave bheen denled.

“Where does its dectrine end? There
s a small but vigorous Communiat
party In these lslands which bitterly
and with the most intense cenvictlons
belleves it ought to overthrow our demo-
vratie Institutions and seize power by
furce and violence because of the man-
ner In which they conaider the ruling
cinsses In the past, the aristocraecy nnd
the owners of capital, opposed and ex-
ololted the poor. Arte the Communiats,
beoauss of the suffering and the griev-
ances of the workisg classes and the
sinverity of thelr own industrial ldeas
to be justitied In employing murder and
gssassination to achleve these ends?

“Terror In Irelanll—

“But there = another aspect of the
question to which I must allude, The
Sinn Fein dees not confine its activities
to attacks on servants of the orown.
It has Innugurated a relgn of terror In
Irelund certainly equal to anything in
Irlsh history.

“Its hold on the vountry Is due partly,
no doubt, to the fanatical enthusiasm
it envokes, but partly dus to terrorism
of the extremist kind. Its opponents in
ireland nre murdered ruthlessly, usually
without any form of trinl and with no
chanoe of pleading their case, simply
hecause the Sinn Feln leaders think.

“1 ghould like to repeat that It was not
until over 100 of thelr comrades had
been eruelly assassinated that the police
pegan to strike a blow In self-defence
Perhaps the most terrible aspect of th
gituaiion to-day |8 the indiffei-
¢ which has grown up @ to ering
nd murder sinee the 8Sinn Feln entercd
is camapign. It has besn a matter
surprise nnd regret to me that doring
the long agony no organized protest
feaders of the Sinn Fein has boen med,

L preserved, all will agree that In the

by the religlous bodies which have now
addresied the Government.

“I would therefore most earnostly
urge those who are responsible for guld-
Ing the Christlan consclence not to ob-
soure the moral issue involved. 1 ocor-
dially sympathize with them in thelr
anxiety that the conduct of the forves of
the Crown should boabove reproach and
welcome the pressure they put upon the
Government to secure that end. But
when they couple with this a condona-
tlon of the policy of employing orime of
the most atroclous kind to serve the end
with which they sympathize they are
not only prolenging the strife in Ireland
but, in my judgment, they are striking
at the very principles upon which the
lUfes, iiberties, prosperity and honor of
clvilized peoplos depend.

“Palley of the Government—

*T come mow to the final point. The
resolution pleads for the adoption of &
differant line of policy and especially
for a truce with a view to & deliberate
effort after an agreed solution. I I
thought that a different polley would
be Hkely to lead to a solutlon of our
difficulties 1 should not hesitate to adopt
it, however different It were o that
which the Government {5 now pursuing.

“Tha present stato of affalrs s due
to one cause and one cause only—that
there is stlll an irreconcilable difference |
between the two stdes. Ome alde, or
rather the group that comntrols it, stands |
for an independent Irish republie, Thci
other w#tands for maintenance In
fundamentels of & unlon together wll.h]
the most complete scldgovernment of
Ireland within tHe emplre which Is|
compatible with conceding to Ulster the
same rights of solf-datermination
within iIreland aa Natlonalist Ireland
has clafmed within the union.

“What really matters If we are to at-
tain to peace s that & basls for a permia-
nent settiement should be veamched, I
fully admit, and always have admitted,
that the declared pollicy of the Sinn Fein
and the policy of his Majesty'a Govern-
ment are irreconcilable.

“1 pelieve the poiley of establishing an
Irish republle is Impossible, for two
reagons. Flrst, because It s incompati-
ble with the security of Great Britain
and with the existence of the British
Commonwealth ; and, second, hecausa if
it were conceded It would mean elvil
war In Irsland, for Ulster would cer-
tainly reslst incorporation into an Irish
republie by force, and in this war hun-
dreds of thousands of people not only of
Great Britaln but of all the world would
hasten to take part

“On the other hand, T believe the pol-
ey of the Government of maintenance
In the fundamentals of the unlty of the
Wingdom, coupled with the immediate
establishment of two Parliaments in Ire-
land, with full powers to unite upon
any terms upon which they can agree
themselves, 18 not only the sole practical
solutlon, but one which ls both just and
wise In |tsell.

“Fundamentally the issue i3 the same
a8 thut in the war between the North
and the South In the United States.

“At the outbreak of the American
atruggle nearly every one In these sl
ands svmpathized with the South. Even
(Hadstone took thls view and only John
Bright (the famous English statesman)
did not waver in his adherence to Lin-
coln's cpuse. That war lasted four years
and cost a milllon lives and much devas-
tation and ruin. There was more de-
struction of property In a single Con-
tederate county than has been caused
by all the so-called reprigals throughout
Ireland,

“Lincoln rejected truce and com-
promisc, as he often sald he was fghting
for the [Tnlon and meant to save it, even
If he could do so only at the price of re-
talning slavery In the South, Is there
& man or A woman to-day who does not
admit that the North was right and who
does not see the calamitous result which
would have followed the breaking up of
the American Unlon? 1 doubt If thore is
a responsible man in the Southern States
to-day, however much he ndmires great
figures like Jackson and Lee, whio la not
glad that the Union was preserved, even
at that terrible cost.

“lg not our polley exactly the samo?
1t ia, by reason of the contiguity of the
two lalands and thelr strategle and eco-
nomiec interdependence, to fight sccesslon
and maintain the fundamental unity of
our anclent kingdom of many natlons.
1 belleve our (deal of combining unity
with home rule {8 n flner and nobler
{deal than excesslve natlonallem, which
will have nothing less than lsolatlon—
which is the Binn Feln creed and which,
i€ it had full play, would Balkanize the
world. I belleve that once the struggle
is over, bitterness frogotten and unity

fundamentals the Government was right
id the Sinn Fein wrong.

“1 do not see, therefors, how we can
wursue @ different line of polloy. It has |
iever boen our polley to refuss to com-
prewmize about anything but the unlon
tself and the non-coercion of Ulster
