Brruis, April 20.—James E. Tobin-
son and his wife, residents of Chlcage,
were attacked by a crowd of German
men, women and children Tuesday as
they sat on the terrace of Sans Soucl
Park, followlng the funeral of former
Empress Augusta Victoria.

The Americans were rescued by a
security pollceman and two German
civillans, who locked arms and sur-
rounded them, accepting a pelting of
sticks, stones and umbrellas In de-
fence of the couple until they were
able to escort them to the poilce sta-
tlon in Potsdam. Here a patrol of ex-
tra policemen dispersed the crowd.

During the attack the pollceman and
tha two German civilinns wers unable
to qulgt the crowd, members of which
ware shouting, “Forelgnera!” “French
peoplo i Nor could they entirely shield
the Americans. Mr. Tobinson was beaten
ahout the head and shoulders, and his
wife recelved a brulsed nose. Also her
hat was torn from her liead, her halr
was pulled and she was struck on her
arms and Body by umbrellas.
