More Pay for Policemen.

The Leglslature has voted am In-
erease of §220 a year for the first
grade patrolmen and firemen who
have been In the service from three to
flve years, but Mayor HYrax wants
to know where the eclty will get the
money to pay It

Well, for one thing the salary In-
crenses do not go Inte effect wuntil
January 1, 1022, sand by that time

For another, the $8,000,000 with
which the Police Commissioner wants
to put on 1,000 extra patrolmen to
enforce the dry laws can be much
better spent In glving sultable pay
to those already im the department
for doing their hard, respomsible and
dangerous work.

If the 10,000 polleemen now under
the Commissloner do not enforce the
prohibition law 20,000 under the same
polley would not enforce it. For the
matter of that, if for any reasom the
force had to be reduced a thousand
men Instead of Increased a thousand
the remaining number eonld and
would enforce the dry law If the
Mayor and the Police Commissioner
were sincerely and permanently de-
termined to enforce it. The Mayor
and the Commissloner are showling
now that they can make the life of
the illleit llguor seller a terror; and
they can go on showing the same
thing as long as they want to.

Pollcemen In this clty work eleven
hours a day, with only one day off
In twanty-seven, and they must make
up that day off with extra time. Fire-
men work twelve hours a day, with a
twenty-four hour leave of absence
every sixth day, but the price they
pay for that leave s putting in a
full twenty-four hour day In the
week,

And as a matter of fact. the pay
now prescribed by the Leglslature
was put into the eclty budget as far
back ns n year ago by order of the
Mayor himself, but Inter omitted be-
canse the clty’s finances were so mud-
dled that it could not meet the estl-
mates for the teachers.

At the same time there was a
sealing down of depesits, which
dropped to $15,478,000,000, lower by

since the December call and about 12
per cent, since the peak of lust year.
In the latter period the cost of living
has declined more than 20 per cent.
The money and credit of to-day are
smwaller in volume, but the smaller
volume will purchaose more than the
larger volume last year.

With {ts huge erops and s im-
mense productive power the Unlted
States Is richer to-day than ever be-
fore. It has fewar dollars, but It has
more wealth. But we must give that
wealth a chance to work

Right and Wrong Finance.

From the first report of the Fed-
eral Reserve Board on the condition
of the disconnt market for commer-
ofal aeceptance Arafts, a survey which
will hereafter be published in con-
nectlon with the mebthly report op
husiness conditions, a birdseye view
of the progress in the development
of a hroader money market In this
conntry may be obtalned.

The commercial acceptance draft,
when indorsed by a bank, becomes 8
banker's acceptanee and is Ildenti-
cally the same as a cashier's check
of deferred date, comvertible by dls-
count Into immedinte cash, and Is
therefore a secondary cash reserve of
the highest type.

It 18 a curlous fact that the bank-
ing and commerclal institutions on
the eastern sesboard have been the
first to realize the convenlence and
the elasticity of this instrument and
their holdings of acceptance paper
exceed those of all the rest of the
country put together. The wide unse
of acceptances by the purchasers and
sellers of goods here and abroad Is
no more necessary to the development
of a broad discount market to help
the nation finance Itz own trade than
the existence of a great numher of
Investors to provide a market for the
paper when drawn.

In the Boston and New York dis-
tricts the open discount market has
developed a spontaneity which re-
quires a fine shading of Interest rates
to balance supply, furnisbed by the
drawer of drafts agalnst goods In
process of sale, and demand, fur-
nished by the investor with funds
available for short dated paper, When
the funds avallable are more than
equal to the bills on the market in-
terest rates are lowered. This hap-
pened In February at both Beston
and New York.

In Chleago, Cleveland and 8t. Louis
encouraging signs appenr to show that
not only banks but a number of cor-
porations and private individuals have
adopted acceptances as a meaus of em-
ploying funds temporarily ldle. Be-
fore and during the war, when Lon-
don was the cashier for our Interna-
tlonal trade, day to day loans were
usually made agalnst Stock Exchange
eollateral In the varlous large citles,
No call loan market in accept
was In existence and loans againstin-
dustrinl or rallroad securities were
the most convenlent way of keeping
money at work for short periods while
waltlng an opportunity for reinvest-
ment in long term stuff.

Whan applea went up to six cents
ench a customer a8 an experiment or-
dered an cleven pound package sent by
parcel post; the expensa was 16 cents;
the distance 140 miles, We had the ap-
ples, 200 bushels of them, on our farm
and they were of almosat no value, owing
to Imeck of means of transportatien.

A dellvery man at Providence, R. I,
charged five cents for each ean of milk
containing elght and & half quarts
which he carrfed from the car to the
store; he charged the same to dellver
cans of milk along that route to Individ-
unl customers.

In shipping egga (o individual oustt.
mers the egga are wrapped In fins paper
and pressed {nto frames in paper boxes
which are wrapped in three or four
thicknesses of strong paper. Then the
boxes are put into a second box whish
has to be tled and wrapped securely,
The apples go each wrapped In paper
and earefully placed In a box which is
wrapped with heavy paper. Thus they
ara delivered by parcel post In A No. 1
condition.

The Laborer’s Dollar.
Purchasing Power of More Impor-

tance Than the Rate of Pay.

To THe Nuw Yorx Hemaup: A real
service could be rendered to wage earn-
ers If they could be taught to see that
it would be to thelr Interest to reduce
wagos,

Roughly, 80 per cent. of the cost
of everything that Is produced is pald
for labor. Thus, If you rediuced the
cost of labor one-half you could reduce
the cost of everything accordingly, Then
the laborer's one dollar would buy as
much as his two dollars buys now,

Right here Is where the fallaclous ar-
gument of the laborer comes. The
laborar says, Give me the two dollurs
and I will take a chanes on buylng more
for my two dollars than I could for my
one dollar if costa wera reduced one-
half. ‘The fallacy lles in the fact that
this country can consume only a part of
what it produces, and, therefore, our
production can run only on part time
unless we can obtain a forelgn market
for our surplus production. Labor will
ba only partly employed unless we ean
find a forelgn market foar our surplus.
We can find a forelgn market for our
surplus only if we can produce more
cheaply than other nations. In order to
produce mors cheaply wa must have
lower cost of produetion and lower
Wi en.

It requires no serlous argument to
prove that a wage earner would be
much better off working on full time for
lower wages and with steady employ-

| ment than he would be working a few

days a week for the same amount of

money A week and then have to pay

parhaps twice as much for his lHving.

Sailoring in the ’70s.
The Dead Horse an Institution on
Passenger Ships Then
To Tee New York Hprarp: Luxury
and hotellike econditiona prevall nowa-
days on ocean steamships and yet the
miail service betwoen this country and
England le8 Inferior to that of twenty
years ago. As far back as 1808 the
Campanla and the Lucanla left Liver-
pool on Saturday and arrived hera the
following Friday evening. Mve day pas-
mages wers frequent, and a few yearn
Iater no leas than four fast steamships
would leave New York for Liverpool and
Southampton I one week. The good old

times are not entlrely mythical

My recollections of American and
Hritish ships go back to 1875, when I
galled befora the mast In a bark rigged
auxilinry screw steamship from London
to Melbourne, Australin. The outward
passage took forty-clght days via the
Cape of Good Hope and we broke the
record, The return trip was round u:ol
Horn and took sixty days.

We used to raise the propeller when
eailing on or before the wind, thinking |
wo did excesdingly well if we madae four-
teen knots an hour. The food was very
bad. Bread or soft tack was a luxury
that the sailors had to beg or eteal. The
bisouits or hard tack almost required
a sledge hammer to break them, and the
“salt horse' was indescribable. The lat-
ter wana fetched from the galley in small
wooden tubs, placed on the floor of the
fo'v’sle and the saflors hacked at it with
the, sheath knlves they wors in thelr

‘belta,

The plum Aduff was bofled In a three
eornered bag made of sall canvas, In
this mixture of flour and suet lucky was
the man whose portion contalned more
than one ralsin, The pay for able sea-
men was £3 108, & month, or about §17,

Every sallor was entitled to draw a
month's pay before salllng. and this hav-
ing been spent the first month's work
wos looked upon as “dead hotse” To
make up for this the sallors would stuff
a gunny bug and ehupe it llke a horse,
with bottles for fts eyes and unrawveiled
rope for (s mans, This they mounted
on & board and all hands hauled ft
around the deck, singing the chantay,
“Foor old man, your horse is dead.”

There was very little in those daye to
relieve the tedium of the voynge on &
passenger ship, and the ssilors usually
coliected enough to make up the month's
pay they had spent. The horas was then
helsted up to the maln yardarm and
dropped Into the men while a blue lght
was burned.
