Foilawin* by twenty-four hour* the
appointment by Judge Julian W. Mack
la tfctf United State* District Court of a

receiver for Oscar Hammerstein, In&,
and the Hammerstein Opera Company,
In which Mrr Oscar Hammerstein,
widow of the Impresario, la Interested, an

involuntary petition In bankruptcy was

filed yesterday in the same court against
Mrs. Hammerstein, who owns and oper¬
ates the Manhattan Opera House. The
petition was filed by three creditors,
who, with their respective claims, are

John Vlsco. $3,000, alleged to be money
loaned; George Blumenthal, 9125 for
wages, and Harry Guernsey, $40 for
wages. In their petition the creditors
allege that preferential payments had
been made by Mra Hammerstein.
The petitioners asked for the appoint¬

ment of a receiver. Campbell. Flaherty,
Turner * Strauae are attorneys in the
case. Mr. Strause of the firm said the
petition was not filed In an unfriendly
spirit. He said that Mrs. Hammer-
stein's liabilities are in excess of $100,000
¦und that her assets appear to be about
$76,000.
Lawrence Berenson, appointed by

Judge Mack receiver for Oscar Ham-
mersteln. Inc., and the Hammerstein
Opera Company, said yesterday that he
was trying to make order out of the
chaos of Mra Hammersteln's compli¬
cated affairs. When asked if the pro¬
ceedings against the two companies and
Mra Hammerstein personally might In¬
terfere with the season of grand opera
by the Chicago Opera Company in the
Manhattan Opera House next season he
replied: "I may say that the contract
Mra Hammerstein entered Into with the
Chicago Opera Company seems to be a
fair one, but I am unabl) to say at the
present tlm i how the outcome of this
tangle may affect the Chicago Opera
Company's season of 1921-22 in the Man¬
hattan Opera House."

HERALD SQUARE'S NAME
STAYS TILL NOVEMBER

Making It Roosevelt or Ben«
nett Held in Abeyance.

The committee on publlo thorough¬
fares of the Board of Aldermen yester¬
day postponed action upon the sugges¬
tion of Mayor Hylan that the name of
Herald square be ohanged to Roosevelt
square, with the result that action can¬
not be taken upon a change of name
before next November.
The committee followed the sugges¬

tion of Robert E. Livingston, president
of the James Oordon Bennett Associa¬
tion. that, while the aasoclation would
not oppose nnamlng the square for Col.
Roosevelt, Instead of for the James Oor¬
don Bennetts, elder and younger, as
proposed by the association. It was felt
that a more pretentious locality might
be selected for honoring the memory of
the former President.

BANK TO ADMINISTER
MRS. RANKINE'S AFFAIRS

Property of Missing Woman
Exceeds $100j000.

The Guaranty Trust Company was
appointed yesterday by Surrogate James
A. Folsy as temporary administrator of
the estate of Mra Annette K. Ranklne,
who disappeared about three weeks ago.
In the application for the appointment.
B. Vernon Norton, Mra Ranklne'e
brother, stated that her personal prop*
erty exceeds $100,000, whloh has been in
the custody of the Guaranty Trust Com¬
pany.

porary administrator is necessary tor the

nodded his head and entered his plea.
He explained that his first wife, whom
h* had married years ago. was Mrs. Ella
Reich. She lived at Eaaton, Pa- where
he had been County Auditor. Several
children had been born of this mar¬
riage. The second wedding, according
to Reich's recollection, took place about
two years ago and his bride wm Miss
Augusta Hehnund. They took up life In
Brooklyn and he worked as a book*
keeper. All went well, it appeared, un¬
til wife No. 2 became curious about
Reich's occasional visits to Eastern and
discovered that he paid visits to the
home of another Mrs. Retch.
Judge Martin, In view of the age of

the defendant, suspended sentence. "X
caution you, Reich," he r-Ud. "to keep
away from women In the future. While
yon might be admired for your courage,
you oertalnly cannot be commended for
common sense. At your age you should
know that any man haa all he aan do to
care for one wife."
