TANK'S VALVE BREAKS

Police and Fire Volunteers
Called to Awaken the

Populace.
i

TWELVE ABE OVERCOME

Chemists at Paint Works
Struggle Repeatedly to Choke

Off Escaping Fumes.

A wave of phosgene gas seeping
from a broken valve In a tank at the
3herwln-Willlams paint works swept
iver Bound Brook, N. J.t yesterday
morning before daybreak. A dozen
nen were oyercome. One of them. Earl
Pullman, who works in the paint pltuit,
lied at his home In Bound Brook dur-
ng the afternoon. Four others are

suffering the tortures of suffocation
:he gas produces, but are expected to
-ecover.

These four are Harold Saunders, for-
neriy chief chemist at the plant;
Vlichael Pascall, his assistant; Peter
wirdel, and employee, and Dr. Ben-
lamin Borrow, who was bowled over

yy the heavy, sweetish fumes when he
vent to the rescue of Saunders, Pas-
jail and Wirdel. To the courage and
'ortitude of the latter trio is due the
'act that the casualties were no

greater, despite the fact that the wave

vas considerably denser and more con¬

centrated than that normally used in
warfare. Besides, there was nothing
out a suggestion of a breeze blow¬
ing toward the town. Consequently
the wave was sluggish and folks had
time to escape. Fullman died of con¬

gestion of the lungs.
Fllllitfr Portable Container.

The containing tank *1, not full when
the leak occurred. However, It con¬
fined about 1,800 pounds of the deadly
'umes, sufficient to overcome most of
Sound Brook's 5,000 persons under fa¬
vorable conditions. The gas, formerly
jsed solely for purposes of warfare, is
low marketed commercially. The valve
vent wrong while a squad of workers
*'ere filling a portable container for
shipment. Saunders, Wirdel and Pascall
irrlved on the scene after other men had
'ailed repeatedly to stanch the flow.
Chief of Police Nash had mobilized his

:ntire force and the volunteer fire fight-
»rs. He proposed going through the
:own, awakening the populace, and had
lirected the two young women operating
the central telephone exchange switch-
aourd.Violet Schantz and Victoria Ja-
kubic.to warn every subscriber to va¬
cate the town and take ail neighbors
with them. The leak started shortly
after 1 o'clock in the morning. Saun¬
ders. Pascall and Wirdel did not begin
their attack upon the broken valve until
nearly 4. Earl Fullman had already
Joined in several uttempts to close the
ralve.
Saunders asked Chief Nash to defer

the general alarm until he did what
he could to plug up the hole. The tank
Is loieated within a quarter of a mile
of the town Itself. In the immediate
neighborhood aro houses occupied by
employees of the various plants and
factories. Most of the occupnnta of
these houses were awakened by the
choking ges and all fled, the women
and children being herded into the town
proper and there taken care of by
friends. j
Nash threw a cordon of policemen

around the gradually enlarging area

flooded by the gas. Slowly they ro-

treated before the wave. Some of them
collapsed as the gas close# in upon
thi>m, but gamely struggled to their
feet again. Three more squads of men
wearing the ordinary gas mu.iks, tiled
to reach the open valve. And these
men failed like their predecessors. J.
C. Bolt, formerly an employee .'it the
plant, enlisted another squad. Boll i»
an experienced man at the tanks. But
he failed.

At the base of the
tank there is a telephone. Saunders
he.d agreed to telephone Bolt If he and
Pasoall closed the leak This time the
two men were gone so long that Bolt
began to lose faith. He was about
persuaded that Saunders and Pascall
had collapsed and that It was time to
tell Chief Nash to go ahesd.
But before ho could tell Nash to

spread the alarm Saunders and Pascall
appeared clawing the maska off their
facea. Their Hps had gone blue and
both men were vomiting violently
"We got her," they announced. "She's

stopped."

tested against by most of tha citisens
of Pound Brook at various times

Mayor Smalley declared last night that
h« intends taking up the question of
the removal with County Prosecutor
Beekman. Chief Nash aald that a«U«
from aome nausea among the youiv/er
children and numerous slight headaches
the townfolka did not suffer from the
attack.
"They owe that to Saunders, Pascall

und Wlrdel," he added.

STATUE OF FRANKLIN HERE
TO-DAY FOR CITY'S TRIBUTE

Will Be Received at City Hall by Mayor and Distin¬
guished Company.On Way to Boston and Thence

to Resting Place in Waterbury, Conn.

Paul W. Bartlett's bronze statue of

Benjamin Franklin, which Is to orna¬

ment the public square at Waterbury,
Conn., reached New York last night In
the course of a Journey from Philadel¬
phia to Bostdh, retracing the route
which Franklin took between the two

cities when, aa a 17-year-old apprentice,
he ran away from his brother James's
printing shop In the Massachusetts cap¬
ital to seek fame In the city of William
Penn. At 13:80 o'clock to-day It will
be received at City Hall by Mayor Hylan
and a distinguished company.

After exercises which were attended
by 5,000 school children at Perth Am-
boy. N. J., yesterday, the flower be¬
decked motor truck which brought the
statue from Baltimore, where It was

oast, was hoisted to the deck of Navy
Lighter 161, which steamed up through
the Kill Van Kull and across the upper
hay to the navy supply base at the
foot of Thlrty-flfth street, Brooklyn.
Ensign Robert Robinson, the lighter's

Odds and ends from the raghag and
.scraps of material saved from discarded
garments figured prominently In a fash-
Ion show yesterday at the Waldorf-
Astoria. It -was a costume display that
cost practically nothing, yet some two
million younrf folk of central Europe
soon will be dressed in just such romp¬

ers, frocks and suits as were shown
there. The New Tork County Chapter
of the Red Cross has been collecting
castoff clothing and material and con¬

verting it into useful and attractive gar¬
ments.
Quite the proudest of the twoscore

manikins, from 3 to 12 years, most of
whom were recruited from Public School

28, was Johnny, who marched up be¬
fore several hundred members and
friends of the Red Cross. He wore a

semi-military suit made out of an old
Seventh Re#rlment dress uniform. As
Johnny Is barely 3, It didn't take much
material for his complete outfit.

Lioretta's dress had been fashioned out

of what has been going on In cities and
towns all along the route ever since the
trip began. Exercises have been held tn
Philadelphia, Trenton. Bordentown, Now
Brunswick, Princeton and other places,
and Gov. Sproul of Pennsylvania and
Oov.

St Paul's Episcopal Church, who spoke
yesterday, recalled that young Franklin
was taken ill with fever when he
rutched Perth Amboy en route to Phila¬
delphia.

the boat was a bottle of ''filthy rum."
as Franklin recalls in his autobiography.
The statue will reach the Battery

from Brooklyn *t noon to-day, when
the motor truck bearing it will proceed
up Broadway t® City Hall. Those Join¬
ing in the ceremonies will include Brig.-
Gen. Oliver B. Bridgman, president of
the New Tork Chapter of the Sons of
the American Revolution; Mayor Hylan,
Col. Lewis Annin Ames, M. Gaston Lle-
bert, French Consul General; Rear Ad¬
miral Harry M. Huse, Brig-Gen. William
Weigel, Marcel Knecht, special French
representative; Edward H. Hall, and
Bishop James H. Darlington of Harris-
burg, Pa.

CLEAR IN 2 WEEKS, !
SAYS ROSENBLUTH

Captain Accused of Killing
Major Cronkhite Depends on

Attorney-General.

Robert Roserbluth, the former cap-
lain of engineers accused by the Gov¬
ernment of complicity In the murder
of Major Alexander P. Cronkhite, who
died as the result of a bullet wound
at Camp Lewis, Wash., October 26.
1918, said yesterday that he expected
his case to be cleared up within two
weeks.
Capt. Rosenbluth said be was grati¬

fied that Attorney-General Daugjierty
was making «n Investigation of the
Government's charge against him and
the circumstances under which It was
made. He said:
"The Attorney-General has ordered

that this investigation shall be not mere¬
ly a review of what is before the De¬
partment but how what was there got
there, and even more, what isn't before
the Department. In this connection I
wish to state that practically every mail
brings me new evidence from former
members of the command such as that
of Sergeant 121mer L. Xieffer, an eye
witness of the accident, which complete¬
ly prove the case and make one wonder
why such easily secured evidence has
r>ot previously been obtained, as no ef¬
fort on my part has been expended In
securing it"
The statement attributed to Sergeant

Kieffer was printed in a morning news¬
paper yesterday and waa to the effect
that Major Crcmkhlte's mother was anx¬
ious to have the stigma <of self-destruc-
t'on removed from her son's record. It
added that the Major was buried In
Arlington. National Ce>metery and that
the lettors S. I. W., indicating that the
soldier died from a self-Inflicted wound,
were required by army regulations to
be on his tombstone.
Part of Kieffer's statement at least was

shown yesterday to be erroneous. Major
Cronkhite Is burled at West Point, not
at Arlington, and regular army officers
said yesterday that there was no regu¬
lation requiring tombstones to bear any
such Inscription as was suggested.

YONKERS MURDER
TESTIMONY ALL IN

Summing Up in Fevrola Case
Begins Monday.

Testimony in thr> trial of Frank Fev¬
rola for the alleged killing of Generosi
Nazzaro, member of a Coney Island
gung, closed'at White Plains yesterday
and attorneys for both sides were di¬
rected by Justice Tompkins to sum up
on Monday, when the case will go to the
Jury.
Fevrola was not put on the stand. His

attorney, Thomas J. O'Neill, read from
a statement by Alphonze Sgrola, Dan-
nemora convict, said to have been made
to an Assistant District Attorney In New
York county, that Annlello Parreti (The
Shoemaker) and "Butch" Danlello had
killed Nazzaro. The murder occurred In
Nepora Park, Yonkers, In 1917.
The closing testimony brought out an¬

other version of the trap alleged to have
been laid for Nazzaro. It was said that
Nazzaro went to Yorkers believing that
Fevrola was to be shot as a "squealer"'
for having betrayed the location of the
cecret headquarters of a murder gang,
hut that this was only a ruse to give
Fevrola an opportunity to "get his man"
alone.
