PRINCE MAY RACE
SIX METER YACHT

Wales Reported Eager to Com-
pete for the International
Trophy.

It is quite probable that the Prince
of Wales may own and sall ons of the
Britlsh six meter sloops In ths elimi-
nation races soon to be held at Cowes
to decide which four boats will repre-
sent Great Britain In the contest next
August with four hoats of the same
class now being bullt in this country.

‘[he power this drive can produce from
A given amount of fuel is nearly double
that of the most efficlent steam drive
Furthermore, it provides & very high
degres of rellability, becauss the slectric
powar s generated by two Independent
units, elther or both of which can be
used to drive the propeller motor, While
both units are needed to produce the
maximum speed of 1114 knots, the vessal
can be rup at about elght knots on only
one unit If one of the units I8 shut
down for any reason the vessel can still
be driven under power without difficulty.
