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CHICKEN'S HEART
GROWS FOR FILMS
Dr. Carrel Shows Swift De¬
velopment of Cells From
Fragment of Embryo.

SURVIVES operations!
Mass of Matter Has Been Bi¬
sected 1.500 Times, but
Continues to Thrive.

Philadelphia, April 28..A doctor

and two nurses look after the chicken
heart which Pr. Alexis Carrel, famous
scientist, has growing at the Rocke¬
feller Institute in N'i'W York.

Dr. Carrel was present to-day at the
meeting of the American Philosophical
Society. bringing with him motion pic¬
tures of the now famous heart, which
is not a heart at all but the cell pro¬
liferation from a small fragment re¬

moved from tlic heart of a chicken
embryo in 1912. Dr. Carrel was ac¬

companied by Alessandro Fabbri, who
made the picture, and Dr. A. H. libel¬
ing. also of the institute.
The motion pictures showed an actual

pulsating chicken's heart, caused to beat
after the chicken was dead, and micro¬
scopic movies showing the>growth of the
heart tissue preserved in Dr. Carrel's
laboratory.

It was related by Mr. Fabbri that In¬
finite pains are required to assure the
continued growth of the cells. The
nurses and doctors are in attendance
every time it is removed from its incu¬
bator, where it is kept at tlie exact tem¬
perature of 103 degree?.
Every forty-eight hours the cell mass

must be removed from the growing me-

dium in which it is kept and a surgical
operation performed on it.

Term of I.lf«* t«» Be Observed.

In the forty-eight hours the heart has
grown to twise the size it was. With the
wliiteclad nurses in attendance, the sur-

geon with his rubber gloved fingers and
sterilized instruments cuts it in two, sev¬
ering the new cell from the old. Then
the new cells are put back Into fresh
growing medium and the heart is put
away for another forty-elsht hours in its
Incubator.
The heart, originally a small particle

of tissue, lias grown to a large cell mass,
bearing no resemblance to a heart. If
it were permitted to grow indefinitely.
Dr. Carrel says, without the dally cut-
ting off the old cell growth, it would
have generated a sufficient number of
cells to form a ball larger than the
earth. The present "heart" is the 1,500th
"generation" counting each bisection as
one. That Is to say, it has been cut in
half 1.000 times, and, unless something
happens to kill it. will be susceptible of
almost indefinite growth and bisection ;
that is. unless one of the developments
of the next few years be the knowledge
that there is a term to tho life and vigor
of cell proliferation, us cell growth is
called.
The scientists present at the demon¬

stration marvelled at the strange sight
of tissue oella under a microscope,
visibly growing as they watched the
enormously magnified picture thrown on
the screen.

Ilentlna Heart In Sh«vrn.

Mr. Fabbri. in starting the motion
pictures, remarked smilingly that nc
would "hate to say how many tissue
cultures he had murdered." Dr. Car¬
rel explained later that strong Iifcht
has a harmful and sometimes a. kill¬
ing effeet on the tissue growth. There¬
fore the picture* were made from the
older cell.--, cu; o!T from the new growth.
Six reels \m re shown, the first thai
