MRS. STOKES OSES
DIARY FOR AN ALIBI
(rives Details of Dr. Billig's

Exit From Her Home
New Year's Eve 1918.

LEFT IN RESENTMENT

Witness Declares Stokes;
Said He Had Heard Vis-
itor Wasn't Her Cousin.

NURSE 18 CONTRADICTED

Incidents Recalled From Note-i
hook t<o Show Falsity of

Accusations.

Mrs. Helen Elwood Stoke«. ou the
witness stand again yesterday In her
own behalf before Supreme Court Jus¬
tice Finch, gave her version of the in-
cident of New Year's eve, 1918-19, and
declared to be false testimony given
by witnesses for her husband. W. E. D.
Stokes, regarding the presence In and
near ber bedroom of Dr. Hal Billig. a

relative who is a corespondent in
Stokes's action for divorce.
Mm. Stokes testified that Billig

wired of his expected arrival on De¬
cember 30; she told Mr. Stokes about
It and he sent two men with a couch,
which was placed In a passageway be-
tween Mrs. Stokes's bedroom and a

library on the third floor of their
home, then in West Seventy-eighth
street. Mr. Stokes first got the assur¬

ances of his son "Weddle" that he
would not object to company In the
room, as "Weddle" already had ar¬

ranged to sleep there, she testified.
She said she asked Mr. Stokes to have
the couch put in the library proper,
and he said he would "arrange It," but
never did.

Mr. Stokes received the guest
"nicely," she said, and Invited him to
his club for luncheon next day. But that
night, as she and Dr. Billig returned
from celebrating the new year at a

theatre, she testlfled. Mr. Stokes met
them on the second floor stair landing
and asked to speak with her alone.

Heard He Was Not a Cousin.

"I've Just heard Billig is not your
cousin," she said her husband declared,
and there followed a "tirade" that she
could not quite comprehend, though she
explained carefully BIUIk'h relationship.
BIHIk heard some of it, she said, and
Mr. Stokes told him: "Young man, you
sleep upstairs. My wife is to have her
bedroom to herself."
An attendant then asked Mr. Stokes

if he was ready to go bed and he re¬

plied : "No. I'm going to alt up ail
night."

"Not on account of me," she said
Dr. Billig interposed, as he picked up
his hat and coat and left. "He was in
the house not more than ten minutes,
and all that time I had on my evening:
dress," Mrs. Stokes added. She testl¬

between her room and the library had
been nailed, while she and Dr. Bllllg
were at the theatre. The outburst from
Mr. Stokes on their return, she said,
was the first Inkling she received that
Bung's presence gave htm any concern,
and It was the first protest he ever made.
Eight days later, she testified, Mr. Stokes
left her and soon after started the di¬
vorce proceeding*.

Martin W. Littleton. her counsel, then
repeated in question form each allega¬
tion made by Juliette Gassner, nurse,
when she testified as a witness for Mr.
Stokes regarding Dr. Blllig"# presence
In Mrs. Stokes's bedroom. The witness
declared each allegation was "absolutely
false."

Coujtulta Her Diary.
Throughout the day Mrs. Stokes re¬

ferred to a black leather bound diary,
and by refreshing her memory from the
notes In It developed an alibi for every
day or period during which witnesses
for Mr. Stokes testified to alleged Indis¬
cretions with Edgar T Wallace, Cali¬
fornia oil promoter. She went through
May and June, 1914, day by day, her
memory recalling Incidents like prepar¬
ing a layette, visiting with friends and
having friends In to dinner and account¬
ing for her activities thoroughly from
the time she got up until she retired.
None referred to going to 13 East
Thirty-fifth street. Wallace's apartment,
and she reiterated that she had never
been In that building.

In July and August of thai year, her
notes showed, she was either In Colorado
or Kentucky. Mr. Stokes's witnesses al¬
leged she wns seen entering the Wallace
apartment many times in those months.
On September 10, 1914, a date specific¬
ally mentioned by a Stokes witness, Mrs.
Stokes testified she va« at her mother's
hom«> In Denver aJid next day her son
Jlmmio was born. She returned to New
York November 26, she said, and gave
a day by day description of her move¬
ments and companions up to Christmas,
1914. The last alleged indiscretion in
the Wallace episode was alleged to have
occurred two weeks before that Christ-
man.
Mr. Littleton also questioned her

briefly about the late S. M. Roosevelt,
artist, who started a portrait of her.
She testified she never rode in his
automobile or appeared in his studio
in anything but the green evening gown
in which she was being painted

Vintted by Her Father.

Mrs. Stokes's diary referred to a visit
from her father. He stopped at an¬
other hotel than the Ansonta, where
the Stokeses were living. "Mr. Stokes
never treated me right, and my father
came every once in awhile to talk to
me and help me adjust my own busi¬
ness affairs." she explained. The note¬
book mentioned occasional shopping
trips in company with a Mrs. Hendricks
or a Mrs. Van Arden or a Mrs. Kear-

ney, "but r seldom bought anything
because Mr. 8tokes would not give m<>
money for baby clothes." Mrs. Stokes
testified.
Her recurring illnesses ai this time,

she testified, led her to ask Mr. Stokes
not to bring In parties of men and
women for ber to entertain. This led
to quarrels, and one night she fainted,
she said. Her oondltion required spe¬
cial dishes, she declared, and when a
servant served her one in the apart¬
ment Mr Stokes discharged him and
she was left without anything to eat
until the next afternoon, when her
friend. Mrs. Hsndricks. went our and
got something for her
The trial will be continued to-day.

Mrs. Marie Ksposlto impelltteri, a
school teacher living at. 197 Rockaway
avenue. Brooklyn, who alleged that Paul
ImpelLiterl of "West New York. X. J.,
wooed her hi cave man style and mar¬
ried hej- when she was In tear of ber
life, obtained from Supreme Court Jus¬
tice Benedict In Brooklyn yesterday an
annulment of the marriage.
The teacher alleged that Impelliterl,

who had been In the navy. Induced her
to go to his uncle's home in Warren
street, Brooklyn, and refused to allow
her to go home. The next morning she
was bundled Into a cab. taken to a
.ewelry store, where a ring was

purchased. and then to the Municipal
Building in Manhattan, where the mar¬
riage took place August 4. 1920. She tes¬
tified she was afraid to make any out¬
cry.

PANIC IS SOON QUIETED

Sham Battle on Beaoh Left
Deadly Weapons for Pupils

to Play With.

Ojxr, April 2b. -A baud
greruuto loaded with TNT, one of
several picked up ou the beach near
here where they bad been left by sol¬
dier® from Camp Dlx. exploded this
afternoon fn the Massachusetts Avenue
Public Hchool when one of the boys
pulled the firing ptu. The fragments
of the grenade casing1 shattered the band
of Charles H'lett. 13 years old, and cut
several other children sitting near htm
Others were burned by the gases and
tho burning- explosive. Young H'lett
was taken to the City Hospital, where
tt was said his hand probably would
have to be amputated.
The noise of the explosion was beard

throughout the school building and
caused a panic among the pupils, but
they were quickly quieted when teaohira
went among them and explained what
had happened. Charles It. Boyer, Super-
vlstng Principal of the City School.*), at
once sent woi-d to Mayor Bader and
other members of the School Board, and
a warning was sent out to overy school
in the city to bo on the watch for
other grenades that might have been
picked up by the children. Tha children
of each school were assembled and asked
to turn in all of them that thoy had
found, and several wero discovered.
The soldiers gave a demonstration of

Jersey avenue several days ago, and the
police here say that they failed to clean
up after their performance, leaving sev¬
eral grenades on the sand. The chil¬
dren went there to play after school and
picked them up.

The Identification was made
possible with the aid of finger prints
and his father and sister were notified.
They could give the police no useful In¬
formation.

Peneasborne, 24, of 17 Sycamore street,
.vho is dying In Cumberland Street Hos¬
pital, was the object of the principal
attack.
