That was made a »er-1
talnty yesterday when he and Manager
Kearns went to the resort and opened
negotiations for two cottages for the use
of the chair pion and his training strfff.
Dempsey has a predilection for the
water, either fresh or salt, and he so

thoroughly enjoyed his stay at Long
Branch that he insisted on preparing at
the seashore for the battle of July 2.

In the coffers as the public watch the
champion at his work. A considerable
.sum was taken at Toledo for the privl-
lege of watching Dempsey maul his apar-
ring partners, and it is rightly calculated
that the crowds at the popular seaside
resort will mean many a dollar to the
champion.

visability of a boxer attempting to con¬
dition himself in so noted a resort as

Atlantic City. It has been suggested
that the excitement and pleasures of the
beach might have a tendency to distract
the attention of the Champion from the
work in hand.

If Dempsey fails to round
into perfect condition for the battle, the
loss will be his and no one will be to
blame but the boxer and his manager.

It has been charged that salt water
baths have a weakening effect on an
athlete in training, but as Sullivan, Cor-
bett, Fitzslmmons, Jeffries, Sharkey and
niany other noted heavyweights triained
at the seashore for notable combats, the
danger from the surf is doutbless over-
rated.

¦election of Date a Happy One.

The selection of July 2 as the date
for the Dempsey-Carpentier contest was
:i happy one, for it will be the first day
of three holidays. July 2 will be Satur¬
day. with Sunday and the Fourth of
July following. As a result Rtckard will
get the ble holiday crowd without any
(ounter attractions to interfere with his
attendance. H»d he selected July 4 he
would have had all the usual events of
that day to contend with.

Riokard yesterday decided to put the
champions in the ring at 3 o'clock, day¬
light saving time, which will assure a

strong light during the entire contest.
Kven If the bout should last the limit
of twelve rounds the final belt will rirvr
at 4 o'clock, which would give the crowd
ample time to get to their homes fot
dinner.

Rickard rather loaded down his pro-
rranime at Toledo with bouts prelimi¬
nary to the main event, but he will not
do so at Boyle's Thirty Acres. There
¦will be but three contests preceding the
combat between the two champ'ons.
