Legistation to place American pas-
senger ships on a competing basis with
those of foreign countries by allowing
the sale of liquor on board outside the
three mile zone has a “fighting chance”
of being enacted, a survey to-day by
Tinr New York HEraLD revealed,

“The fighting chance” lies in possi-
bility of econvincing enough rock-
ribbed prohibitionists in Congress that
the future of the American passenger
carrying trade hinges on whether ves-
gals flying the' Aag of this country are
to have the same business advaninges
as those of other countries, according
to Representative George Edmonds
(Pa.), who introduced the bill to allow
Amerlcan liners to sell liquors on the

high =eas.
Backed by representatives of all
American steamship lines, Mr. Ed-

monds last session started the fight
to put American vessels on the same
basis a= those of foreign countries.
Several days were devoted to hearings
before the House Judiclary Committee,
put nn action was taken after the
Anti-Saloon League opposed the plan.
Upon reintroduction of the bill this
sesglon Mr. Edmonds had {t referred to
the House Merchant Marine and Fish-
erles Committee, composed of men fa-
miliar with shipping problems.
Division Is Close.
