“Italy wishes and trusts that the just
rights of everybody concerned be rec-
ognized always and everywhere, in the
island of Yap as well as in every oiher
place and circumsatance, with bperfect
equality and justice.

*Italy seconded the Anglo-French pro-
posal, which confided the study of the
Yap question to the juridical committee
and\the conference of ambassadors in
Parid, and she now ecxpects that the
conference will pronounce Itself with
aquanimity In such a way as to elim-
inate every possibility of disagreement
and to conciliate all conflicting inter-

.
“Italy 8 particularly glad whenever
the moral policiea of the two Govern=
ments and the material interests of the
two nations agree in such u way a= to
put Italy and the United States in a
position to cobperate toward the at-
tailnment of the common end, which
congists in the realization of an e™a of
serens peace and prosperity for the elv-
ilimed world."

GARRETT OPPOSES

Democrats Say Knox Plag
Would Force Withdrawal
of Men From Germany.

FEAR FOR U. 8. RIGHTS

Would Jeopardize Obliga-
tions Due America if Sol-
diers Leave, Is Contention.

HARDING 1S QUERIED

Insist [t Would Be Act of War
A0 Keep Them After Reso-
lution Passes.

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Democratic leaders or the House to-
day decided to oppose the eariy with-
drawal of American troops from Ger-
many. Their opposition to the Knox
pence resolution when it reaches the
House will be based on the grounds
that it will force immediate withdrawal
of these forces, and that it might
jeopardize obligations due to the
United States from Germany and
weaken the Allies in thelr efforts to
compel observance of the treaty, it
was indicated by Acting Democratic
Leader Garrett,

sentative Anthony (Kan.) in charge of
the measure declared it was framed on
the supposition that the troops would
be out of Germany in the near futurs.
He asserted that the appropriations in
the bill are =0 small that the Secretary
of War will be forced to order the re-
turn of the troops, he eaid.

Following the debate Mr. Garrett in-
troducea a resolution calllng on Presl-
dent Harding, “if not Incompatible with
public interest,” to Inform the Housa
whether 1t ia his intentlon to withdraw
the troops from Germany upon the pas-
sage of the Knox resolution. Mr. Garrett
directed a crossfire of questiona at Re-
publican leaders as to what ths Adminls-
tration intended to do.

Representative Anthony left the infer-
ence that the troops will be withdrawn
early. Representative Fess (Ohio) aald
they might be kept there to force Ger-
miny to recognize the Knox peace dec-
laration. Mr, Garrett also sought to
show that nothing “would be accom-

tion, since all the war laws have been
rapenaled,

“I do not believe it is safe for the
United States in the near futurs to with-
draw those troops from Germany," said
Mr, Garrett. "If we make peace by
resolution we are bound to withdraw
these tyoopa from Germany. By this
resolution we wipe out everything, and,
while we reserve out rights, 1 fail to see
how we can enforce them unless we keep
our troops there.

“T do not belleve we should make
peace except by treaty, but if It Is done
by resclution and & state of pence I8 de-
clared It would be an act of war to keep
the Army of Occupation there. It may
be desirable to make a separate peacs,
but 1 want to emphasize that in good
faith we must withdraw the troops, and
then Germany could easlly refuse to
enter into any treaty which would im-
pose obligations on her caused by the
protection of our rights.'

Regarding the troops Mr. Anthony
sald : “If the Secratary of War admin-
{sters this bill as it is now written he
will be forced to withdraw tie troops
from Germany and decrease other forces
outalde the territorial limits of the
United Sintes.”

Representutive Fish (N. ¥.) declared
the troops should be withdrawn to re-

leve the burden on the Amerlcan tax-
payers.
