The “Plttaburgh Plus" System.

Under the “Pittsburgh hase” system
nll purchasers in Plitsburgh mist pay
the price quoted f. o. b. Pittsburgh for
rolled steel according to the Ta-
tion's quotations. The “Pittsburgn plum”
price is what all purchascrs outside of
Pittsburgh, no matter where located, ex-
cept Birmingham, Ala., mvat vay for all
rolled nteel except ralls. ‘This price s
the Pittsburgh base plus whatever the
Treight rate would be for the zhipping
of the product from Pittsburg: to the
point of delivery, even though the prod-
uct s nat purchased or manufactured
at or shipped from Plttsburgh.

For instance, with the Pittsburgh base
price at $60 a tonm for volled mieel, the
prerant price at Duluth for the same
product under the “price practles” is
$63.20, the differonce being the addition
of an imaginary freight rate amounting
to $13.20, to make the Pitrsburgh plus
price, Thiz is the actual present freight
rate between Pittaborg and Duluth, but,
the commigsion polnta out, it constitutes
an unfalr practice, becaasc the ateel
purchased and delivered at Iiluth is
actually manufactured ther: and not in
Pittsburgh.

The cost of manufacture of the prod-
uct also iz intrinsically less In Duluth
than in Pittsburgh because of condi-
tions. Nevertheless the unifori: “price
practice” applies and Duluth purchasers
wre discriminated against to the extant
of this arbitrary freight rete increase,

When the Federal Trade Commisslon
recently granted an increase in freight
rutes this increase was immediately ap-
piled and added to the former price, the
rise belng from §9.80 to $13.20. This
action by the Steel Corporation follow-
