3,570 VESSELS AFFECTED

Benson's Order for 15 Per

Cent. Reduction in Wages
Is Sent to All Operators of

(Government Craft.

The real teat of the strength of the
marine unions' declaration that a

strike would follow immediately the
order for a. wage cut for harbor work¬
ers will he seen to-day, when a fleet
of eight liners, reported as lying off

Bandy Hook at midnight, try to make
their piers. The strike was called for
last midnight, but apparently the or¬

der was not being carried out, al¬
though rumors were afloat that 500
marine engineers had quit their posts.
The strike was scheduled to involve

500,000 men, 200,000 of them in this

city, and it hung on the acceptance by
private shipowners of a suggestion
made by Admiral Benson, chairman of
the Shipping Board, that with the
expiration at midnight of the 1920

wage scale a cut of 15 per cent, should
be made.

Tn Washington last night a general
strike of all marine workers seemed
inevitable unless President Harding
took some action to compose differ¬
ences between ship owners and th.
men. During the day the efforts of
the officials to settle the matter ap¬
peared to have been completely lost
in a shuffle of official and unofficial
meetings.
What the Government was to do

remained a mystery. No definite ac¬

tion had been taken, although the
President called Secretary Hoover ana

Secretary Davis to the White House
on an appeal. It was understood Mr.
Harding turned the situation over to

hla Cabinet aids to handle, not wlshhig
to go over the heads of the mediation
division of the Department of Labor.

In this city both owners and worker

were hopeful uj> to midnight that tome

adjustment might be made through
President Harding. The action in or¬

dering the strike In case of a failure
of the negotiations at the capital, was

led by the Marine Engineers' Beneficial
Association. The organizations which
were to be included in the walkout in¬
truded the International Seamen's
Union, the Marino Firemen. Oilers and
Water Tenders' Union, the Marine
Con' and Stewards' Association and
the lladio operators' Association. Of
these about tOper cent, have been out of
work recently due to the great numlier
of American vessels laid up in port.
Tne deduction of those already out of
work would reduce the 240.000 lo. &l
strikers to 140.000.

It was pointed out by the union lead¬
ers that they would haw the strength
<>f the longshoremen's unions, number¬
ing a quarter of a million more, for
these men would'he unable to work with
the other murine workers Idle.

Ilrltlah Propaganda Illumed.
The question of foreign shipping was

diernasotf .it the offices of the Marin*
Engineers Beneficial Association, with
the result that the men were ordered to
have nothing to do with incoming or out-
g. lng ship* fi Ipg (he flags of other na¬
tions. lit s©m< quarters It was felt that
the trouble resulted from British propa¬
ganda and had been arranged aa a blow
to American shipping.
According > \\ Inthrop G. Marvin,

secretary of the American Ship Owners'
\ssoc.latlon, the strike will affect 1.S71
privately owned vessels and 1.705 Gov¬
ernment bottoms, the latter thi prop¬
erty or the United States Shipping
Board. Mr. Marvin's figures placed the
total number of union men ready to
strike at only 00.000. He said that fully
50 per cent, of tho Government ships
are tied up and that 25 per cent, of the
privately owned craft are also idle.
Of the 200 vessels In this port whose
owners are affected by the strike order
the majority art Idle.
The notification sent out by the ship¬

owners' association placing the new
wage scale in effect was accompanied
by tables and the stipulated conditions
of employment.
The new table indicates that overtime

is not to be paid for, but that men are
to have hours off corresponding to those
they are required to do extra duty. In
addition to the wnge cut. substantial
reductions are made tn the eubslatence
allowances for shore duty.

AMERICAN SHIPPING TIE-UP
CUTS OFF EMPLOYMENT TO
500,000, BY UNION FIGURES

A TIEUP of American shipping means shutting off employment to

500,000 men. who are directly or indirectly affected, according to
union estimates. The organizations taking part in the strike and their
strength are:

Marine Engineers Beneficial Association 17,000
International Seamen's Union 110,000
Marine Firemen, Oilers and Watertenders 100,000
Marine Cooks and Stewards Association 5,000
Radio Operators Association 0,000
The longshoremen, with a strength of 250,000. automatically are

thrown out of work by the action of the marine unions.
Fully 40 per cent, of the members of the marine unions have

been unemployed recently due to the slackness in American shipping.
The wage decrease which the men refused to accept was a gen¬

eral cut of 15 per cent., with abolition of pay for overtime, and a cut

in their subsistence allowance of nearly 50 per cent, when ashore.

MYSTERIOUS FIRES
THREATEN ESTATE
Heavy Guard Surrounds Home
of Miss Anna Burr Jonniitgs

at Fairfield, Conn.

NO TRACE OF FIREBUG

Daughter of Former Standard
Oil Director Virtually Pris¬

oner in Own House.

Bridgeport. April 30.- Miss Annie

Burr Jennings, daughter or the late
Oliver Burr Jennings, an original di-
rector in the Standard Oil Company,
virtually is held a prisoner on her
large estate, Sunnie Holme, at Fair¬
field. because of several mysterious at¬
tempts at arson.

I he most recent (Ire, It was learned
to-day, occurred this week. State po-

j lice arid a large number of private de¬
tectives are working to finrl the person
or persons back of the attempts,
which. If they had bpen successful,
probably would have caused the loss
of much valuable property. Miss
Jennings's estate is heavily guarded,

j and persons who are seen to stop their
automobiles near by at night are or-

dered to drive on.
The Fairfield fioliee, who, by the way,

have not been united to help the State
authorities in getting at the bottom of
the ease, believe that either an employee
of Miss Jennings or some one who has
gained access to the estate through one

of the workers Is responsible. All the

employees have been questioned at
length, but nothing has been learned.
The latest fire was started in a large

cow barn which extends to within a few
feet of the Jennings mansion. The barn,
filled with hay, burst suddenly into
flames and it took the combined efforts

[ of the Fairfield and Bridgeport fire de¬

partments to prevent tin- burning of the
house. After the fire all < fforts to get
a statement from the family or from the
State police were unsuccessful and the
whole affair was surrounded by mystery,
The first fire on the estate occurred

several months ago, but when about six
weeks ago a garage and aSitoinobile only
a few feet away from the scene of the
first blaze also caught fire It was felt
certain that all the attempts had been
Incendiary. It Is regai(led as signifi¬
cant that the flrat fire was sta-tcd soon
after Miss Jennings, for some reason
never made public, summoned private
detectives to tier estate. The attempts
at arson began when the detectives
left.
Attempts at arnon also have been made

cn the estate of the late Samuel H.
Wheeler, a realty and hotel operator,
which adjoins the Jennings estate. A
tarn was burned.

A fifth fire of suspicious origin oc¬
curred at Fairfield Beach two months
ago. when seven cottages on properly
i'djofning that oT Miss Jennings were
destroyed. One of the several larg>
estates near Fairfield is Mailands.
< wned by Oliver O. Jennings, brother
of Miss Jennings. ,VTr. Jennings Is eon-
verted with tho Standard Oil Company
and Is a yachting enthusiast. Miss Jen¬
nings Is a alater of Mra. Walter B
James and Mrs. Hugh D. Auchincloss.

his parents heard from him. Every
one concerned with the ownership and
search for the property made an effort
to maintain secrecy.
A member of the Du Va! firm, while

refusing to deny the los«. said the se-1
curities probably have been "mislaid.''
Early yesterday the firm notified the
New York Stock Exchange. A list of
the securities lost and the numbers
and descriptions of the stock certifl-
rates were given out also.

The facts neri' not reported to the
police, so far as could be learned, snd
nc. one concerned with the loss would
say why.
Among the missing securities were

many non-negotiable stocks and bonds,
included, though, were stock certificates
of some companies not now paying divi¬
dends. which might be disposed of easily
because it is not necessary to transfer
them from one name to another.

I'rincesa Anastasia Going to
Paris for Operation, Then

Mav Come Here.

WEEPS OVER HER SON

Heart Broken. She Says, as She
Opposes His Marriage to

Princess.

Athens. April 30. -Princess Anas-
Insin. who before her marriage to
Prince Christopher of Greece was Mrs.
William B. Leeds of New York; her
son. William H. Leeds, Jr.; the Grand
Duchess Mario and the latter's two
daughters, one of whom Is engaged
to young Leeds, will leave here May 4
for Brindisi, where they will entrain
for Paris. Princess Anastasia will go
to the American Hospital ui the French
capital for a second operation.
When she recovers entirely the Prin¬

ces® intends to go to America, hut if
Prince Christopher goes to the fighting
front in Asia Minor she will return to
Greece. Princess Anastasia is en¬

deavoring to postpone Indefinitely the
marriage of her son and Princess
Xenia because of their youth.
Not one dollar did she settle on Prince

Christopher, the Princess added. They
were married under the Swiss law by
which each k^eps his or her own money
and property and one Is not responsible
for the debts of the other.
Princess Anastasia to-day nnpearrd

extremely* weak and much thinner than
before her critical Illness. She sat in
an invalid's chair, being still too weak
to stand. The engagement of her son.

she declared, had broken Iter heart, and
on learning of It she wept three days
and three nights, refusing to see him.
Tito Objections of Uie Princess to the
match, she said, were based on the youth
and inexperience of the couple, but she
finally yielded to her boj 's pet suasion
Princess Anastasia denied that her
