London soclety is In the doldrums.
The soclal season here opens next
week, but at the end of this week it
appears that the coming season will
be like unto the first war season in
1916, Partles and dances have been
cancelled and entertainments cut to a
minimum.
There are, perhaps, three reasons for

this curtaflment of the soclal gro-
gramme. They are, first, the crush-
ing burden of taxation; second, the
general depression In trade and the
stagnation in business, and, third, the
dispute In the coal industry, which has
reached British households, causing &
curtailment of lights and heat.

For once soclety ls golng to ohey the
eplecoral bench—not because it wants to,
but because It must, When the Elshop
of Westminster told a convocation re-
cently that because many thousands of
persons may soon he on the verge of
starvation any display of luxury would
be out of place during the coming sea-
#on, he waa speaking unconsclously for
quite & number of so-cnlled “new rich"
tn Mayfair and Belgravia. They intand
to economize, first, by laylng off one
putomoblle out of three; secondly, by
halving the number of really blg par-
tles they Intended giving, and, thirdly,
by taking n box in a theatre not more
than once & week.

Soclety Almont “Broke.”

It promised to be a dull season any-
way, but the coal shortage has made
impossible anything llke the season of
lasl year or that of 1918, That is why
wcores of dances and other entertain-
ments that were to have been held
within the next few weeks have been
cancelled, and cancalled glndly. The
mnelancholy cruth {8 that soclety cannot
afford them, Last season wealthy per-
gons were In a mood for them, but this
vear they are looking to every pound
wterling, according to West End cater-
ers,

Also sgclety takes fts cue from the
King, and the King s taking the coal
crisla seriously., The first court function,
fixed for next Wednesday at Bucking-
ham Palacoe, has been postponed Indefl-
nitely on account of the miners' strike
und the consequent conl shortage. In-
deed, all court ceremoniala and enter-
talnments and a number of engagements
aroe being kept In abeyance poending the
development of events threatening the
Emplre.

Back in the eighteenth century the
penniless artists exposed thelr wnres on
eortain days of each year on the bridges
of the Seine, and It was thus that on the
Pont Neuf were discovered the famous
works of Chardin, now in the Louvre,
This week under the guldance of
Montmartre's “spiritual” Mayor the
young artists were Invited to send their
worst canvases to the central square.
Thousands were attracted by the novelty
and it is reported that purchasers actu-
ally found French paintings which ecer-

Whatever the present faults of
Nikolal Lenine he still has a warm
place in the memory of the conclerge
who cared for the dally wants of the
present Bolshevist Premfer, nhis wife
and mother-in-law, from 1910 untli a
year before the war. According to
that authority Lenine's family life was

more circumspect than is usually the
case in the vicinity of the Rue Msria
Rosa, where the Communist Czar once
occupied a second floor front.

“It was often remarked that it
would be difficult to find a more agree-
able family or one more ready to help
the neighbors,'" says the conclerge.
“While he was with us he recoslvea
innumerable visitors weekly, chlelly
Russians, and especlally in the eve-
nings, but the most frequent visitor
was A nelghbor named Shatzky Hodo-
milsky in those days, but who since
has been called Zinovieff and Is
Lenine's right hand man.”

While Lenine was busy writing and
reading and making dally trips to o
nearby print shop his wife took apecial
courses at the University of Sarbonne.
She spoke English, French and German
fluently and was reputed by her fellow
students to have advanced ideas in phi-
losophy and to have refused to enter into
the Latin quarter gayeties to which she
was Invited, She admitted being 40 years
old. “And, believe me,” saya the con-
clerge, “there ls nothing coquettish about
her, Bhe always wore the same dress
and old-fashloned hat throughout the
summer. The family always had plenty
of mpney, but never used taxicabs, both
Lenine and his wife preferring bleyclea
and urging the neighbors to invest lHke-
wise knd become rich and healthy at the
samo time.

Forced to Pay NMent in Advance.

“Although they brought good recom-
mendations from thelr former landlords
they had only a few ploces of furniture,
80 I wns forced to Insist that they pay
six montihs rent in advance, instend of
just one month llke other tenants."

When Lenine's famlily left in 1313 they
sold thelr furniture but carried with
them a dozen heavy cases contalning
Lenine's books,

Incidentally they showed anti-capital-
{stlc leanings by breaking the staircase
and refusing to pay the proprletor's
clalm for damages. The conclengd's
recital has called attentlon to what for
a long time was the seoret headquarters
of what were then called the Soelal
Demoerat Russlang but who are now
gulding Ruasia to ruln. Apart from
Einovieff. who was known in the neigh-
borhood ns Lenine’s valet because he
was asslgned to numerous dutles -
eluding the dally buying of vegetables at
& nearby market while Madame Lenine
was studylng, both Kameneff and Lou-
nacharsky were dally visitors at the
strange household.

The former, who was known as Ro-
sgenfold, rnjoyed Lenine's fullest con-
fidence, but Lounacharsky never was
able to prove the sincerity of his So-
cinlistie profesplons, In fact, when he
wrote his masterplece, “Two Religlons™
Lenine conaidered It so uninteresting
that he openly proclaimed Lounacharsky
to be not n Soclalist but merely a vil-
Inge curs In disgulse.

Lenine Did Not Like Trotsky.

And just as to-day, when war is brow-
ing in the Soviet grand headquarters,
Lenine then could not bear the presence
of Leon Trotzky in the Muarla Rosa
apartment, his occasional visits ending
in midnight Alscusslons from which
Lenine emerged gloomy and thoughtful,
& mood that lasted for days afterward.

It has alen been dlscovered that the
famous school nat Longilumeau, near
Paris, for teaching Communistic propa-
gandn was really inanugurated by Lenine
wlong the line of the Russinn school at
Caprl, where dlasidents llke Gregoire,
Gorkl, Maoullsky, Krassine
and Lounncharsky strengthened their
political falth by founding the principles
of Russia's present Government.

The school mystified the neighbors
for more than a year, never possessing
more than thirty puplls, all poorly clad
and apparently belonging to the labor-
Ing class. Put Lenine succeeded In
evading pollee inquiries nnd Inculcated
the Bolshovist doctrine through lectures
and texthooks written by himself and
hix friends, And, with n few exceptions,
na #oon as o few months courne was fin-
lahed, the *mraduates took passage for
Russia, having thelr fare pald for them,

of Gladys Cooper, a popular actress,
Capt. Buckmaster greeted his guests
In a glare of publicity more dazzling
than anything his wife ever faced

across the footlights. Yesterday dam-
ages to the amount of one farthing
were awarded to him In his libel action
agalnst Arthur Wimperis, a prominent
lyric writer. the charge being based on
certain lines in a revue called “Just
Fancy.™

In court Capt. Buckmaster resented
the lines In the revue: "At the club
chambers [ast night that cad Buckminster
mentioned my wife's name In conneetlon
with yours. He never saw me sitting
thersa.”

Capt. Buckmaster asserted that he
was libelled hecause of the nesocintion of
the worda “club” and "Buckminster
was recognized on account of his wide
acqualntance !n London club and stage
eireles, as meanlng him.

Certain Woman Intervenes.

The trial revealed that there had been
“a most serlous disagreement’” between
Capt. Buckmaster and his wife because
he objeated to her acgualntance with a
cortain womnn who nien was deseribed
as belng a stage “star,” and with whom
Mr. Wimperls was very friendly, He
asserted that Mr. Wimperis showed mal-
fee by using in his revue a name simiiar
to his and In a connection that would be
recognized by his friends.

The attorney for Capt. DBuckwmnaster
asked Mr. Wimperls to change the llnes,
wherupon Mr. Wimperls replied:

“1 am sorry that the Inclusions ot the
ward ‘cad’ should have led the plaintift
and others to think he must be the per-
aon referved to."

The defence denfed that the words re-
farred to the plaintiff or that tney bore
any defamatory meaning.

Capt. Buckmaster testifled that he and
his wife were practically estranged for a
time over her friendship for the other
woman ; that all the theatrieal profes-
slon here knew this, and that the es-
trangement was about the same time Mr,
Wimperis wrote "Just Fancy."

Not Se Close “o Chareh as Club.

When one of the counsel asked Capt.
Buckmaster If he would have ohjected
had the word “church” been used In-
stead of “club,” Capt. Buckmaster re-
plied :

“I would not have connected myself
with it so readily.”

Mr, Wimperis sald that the Duke of
Westminster had not complained of the
revue, and tharefore he did not see why
Capt. Buckmnaster should.

Buckmaster that every *“Buckminster™
was not a Buckmaster and that the

Paul G, Konody, art critle of the
London Observer, writing for Tan Nzw
York HEralD on the spring show at
Burlington House, says that the series
of snubs given by those in authority
to the ultraconservative Royal Acad-
emy when 1t came to placing ocom-
missdons for officinl war paintings, to-
€ether with the slow, steady hammer-
ing away by the more reputable critics,
appear to have broken down the Chi-
ness wall that had so long kept the
academic dignity from the progres-
glve outside world, The election to an
assoclateship of the erstwhile enamy,
Augustus John, was the first indica-
tion of a new order of things.

The exhibition, which will be opened
to the public to-morrow, he says, marks
& complets victory for the steadily grow-
ing progressive element at the Royal
Academy. The selecting jury has ap-
piled the broom with cruel tmpartiality.
Public favorites who had been regular
exhibltors of thelr uninspired wares for
decades and for whom one was acous-
tomed to look out in places which had
come to be considered theilrs by right
have fallen victlms to this effort st re-
habilitating the tottering reputation of
the Royal Academy.

The bold progresstve spirits who aras
responsalble for the change are fully Jus.
titled by the result of thelr brave effort.
Reduead in numbers to munageabls pro-
portions, the exhibits are presented In
ifeal form without overcrowding. Bach
nleture is detached from (ts neighbors
and each wall |2 & carefully planned
pattern, For once the Academy can be
viewed without discomforting features,
and the average work attalns a stand-
ard of unprecedented sxcellence,

Sir Willlam Orpen’s Portraits,

Popular verdict will unquestionably
favor Sir William Orpeén. His six por-
traits almost jump at the visitor through
sheear force of color contrast—brightest
plgments agalnst reeonant black back-
grounds—and forerful modeliing, but the
trained eye remains dissatisfied by his
oxceasive slickness and that ease of ap-
plying a formuln which threatens to be-
come mannered nnd mechanical. Still,
his best plece, the portralt of a chef In
cap and apron, contains some atill life
passages worthy of Manet's brush.

Mr. Sargent’s portralt of Gen, Fowks,
his solltary contribution, will coms as &
shock to the master's admirers. It is so
undistingulslied that it might be by Mr
Oulesa or by Bir Arthur Cope, who s
responsible for n gigantle group of
twenty-two “Sea Offlcere of the War"
including Jellicoe and Beatty in a pan-
elled Interlor—an impoasible theme
treated with tact and serlousness but
without the touch of genius needed to
o justics to so formidable a task

Anyhow the pleturs has not the showy
vulgarity of Mr. Salylsbury's eguailly
huge “Funeral of an Unknown Warrlor
In Weatminster Abbey.” Sueh things
aeem beyond the range of any uving
palnter

Artisticnlly the most remarkable ple-
ture of tha whole show s Mr. Glyn
Fhilpot's allegory, "The Journey of the
Spirit.” Here for once 18 a strictly ple-
torlal conception that disdains the use of
hieroglyphle symbols and finds expres-
sfon In organized deslgn and the emo-
tional use of color. The three nude fig-
ures striding over a stony wilderness
across cloud banks with mysteriously
luminous breaks of lght are Michel-
angelestua In proportion and distortion.
