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SOCIETY ABANDONS TRADITION
FOR UTILITARIANISM IN ITS
MANY WORKS FOR CHARITY

Prompted by War Experiences, Leaders Throw Open
Their Homes for Meetings, Entertainments and

Even for Making Movie Scenes.

SOCIETY has reached the climax of utilitarianism. With the opening
days of the world war the smart set suddenly had its eyes opened to
Its power for usefulness.

Up to that fateful August of 1914 New York society was following its
inherited and carefully maintained traditions of scrutinizing restriction that
gave it much distinction, but little utility. There were exceptions among the
admitted members that only served to establish the general rule of studied
exclusiveness.

In seven years, during which the fences of tradition were torn down
never to be rebuilt, the change in society from an exclusive to an inclusive
body of men and women has been logical. It has been interesting to per¬
sons who have known society since the days when it was maintained as the
most carefully scrutinized club in the metropolis to watch New York's so-

called smart set itnd its potential power and become a civic force.
A matron who inherited her social position along with her strict con¬

structionist old school ideas observed to a feminine friend recently: "The
good old days have gone." She said It as she watched a crowd of newly-
made or would I*1 citizens crowd into»>
her friend's ballroom to listen to some

good music and a talk on Rood citi¬
zenship.

Iliiil* for Better Unva.

"The 'good old days,' as >ou call them,
may have gone." replied the hostess,
whose late grandfather had been a Patri¬
arch, "but they are being made the basts
for better days to come."
That bit of modern social philosophy;

the result of the experience of seven
years, that has forced society from its
bypath Into the main road, was what
Inspired a meeting lust week in the
home of a woman of Inherited social
position.

of cooperating committees of the New
York Maternity Onires Association and
the American Committee for Devastated
France for the purpose of organizing the
Film Service Mutual Beimflt Bureau, and
as a result of it the nvy and women
who have made society in N\w York what
It is will not only offer their services as
movie actors, but will turn tBpir homes,
their country estates and their yachts
into stages for film scenes.
Society has from time to time in th«v

past years stepped from the seclusion if
sinug private life Into the high lights of
the Silent and spoken drama for the sake
of charity at home and abroad, but It
was not until that meeting In the home
of Mrs. Hare that luxurious privacy was
capitalized for the benefit of the unfor¬
tunate.

vice Mutual Benefit Bureau (office i
West Fortieth street, telephone 226S
Vanderbiit), tills last blow at traditional
social exclusiveness will win thousands
of dollars through an Indefinite period of
time for the beneficiaries.
