Thanks to the rapidity with which the
University Heights Tennis Club courts
can shed moisture, contestants in the
North Side doubles championship were

able to dispose of fifteen matches yester¬
day, despite the fact that play did not
ftart until 4 o'clock in the afternoon.
Most of the first round matches, halted
by rain on Saturday, were completed, in
addition to half a dozen contests in th<.
second round.

Interest centred In the appearance of
Walter Merrill Hall and Leonard Beek-
man, the highest ranking pair in the
tournament, who a year ago, it will be
remembered, represented New York in
the Intercity doubles event at Cleveland.
In Percy L. Kynaston and L. W. Knox
the favorites met a team that was ex¬

pected to give them an interesting tussle.
It proved to be more or less of a walk¬
over. however, Beekmnn and Hall out-
generalllng their opponents all the way,
catching them out of position in nearly
every rally and sending placements
Kcross for earned points. They took the
first set at love and the second with
the loss of only two games.

Another team to reach the third round
¦was that of Robert S. Stoddart and S.
G. Kelly of Yonkers. winners last year
of the Manhattan doubles championship.
They played a hard hitting, aggressive
game against Ralph B. Gatcomb and
f?. E. Davenport, Jr., of the West Side
Tennis Club, but the latter's superior
steadiness gave them considerable trouble
in the early half of the match. Gatcomb
and Davenport in fact took the first set
at 9.7. The second set was won by
the Yonkers team by a wide margin,
but in the deciding division of play they
were hard pressed to hold a slight lead,
t-toddart's blocking at the net at several
critical stages In the third set proved
the factor in the victory.

OFFICIAL UMPIRES
FOR TENNIS EVENTS

Met. Organization Plans Per¬
fect Tournament.

In line with its policy of perfecting
tennis tournament management. th a
rewly organized Metropolitan Tennis As¬
sociation. at the suggestion of Its presi¬
dent. Charles S. Landers, launched a

local umpires' association yesterday to
conform In plan and purpose with the
National Umpires Association, which
has been In existence for several years.
Albert J. Ostcndorf of the New York
Tennis Club was named temporary
chairman, with others of the tourna¬
ment committee as assistants, to de¬
velop the organization.

tn the opinion of Mr. Landers nnd the
rest of the officers of the .association It
Is Just as Important to have the minor
tournaments well umpired as the more
prominent events. The National Um¬
pires Assoclatior has done excellent
work so far as It has gone, but It has
(Tone no further than Forest Hills. The
organization has provided wonderful ef¬
ficiency in umpiring even the minor
patches in the annual national cham¬
pionships in the last two or three years,
hut aside from Peas events the national
association has not functioned.
The plan is to have a large corps of

men who understand umpiiin;' and lines¬
men work and have them so well organ¬
ized that they will be available for
tournaments Iti the entire metropolitan
section. By dividing the work Judicious¬
ly It Will not fall heavily on any of the
men who wish to occupy the high chairs
and will do away with the haphazard
plan of pressing Into service tournament
players and Incompetent Judges.

Mr. Landers also has taken the Initia¬
tive toward promoting municipal tennis
particularly among hoys ard Juniors anil
has Invited Jcsies V> Mersereau ot the
University Heights Tennis Club to tnk<
the chairmanship of a ommittee to fos¬
ter that wing of tennis activity.

afternoon to give his team a victory. He
and Aleck Smith, who has just returned
from Bellealr, Fla., comprised the win¬
ning team. They defeated Walter
Hagen, former national champion, and
Gil N'lchols in a best ball match. The
margin of victory was 1 up.
Barnes and Smith went into the lead

on the second hole. After halving the
first In fours. Long Jim got home In two
at the second and down In two for a bird
four. The others took fives. Hagen
squared the match on the fourth, when
he laid his approach dead and got a
bird three. Barnes took a four and the
other two fives. The remaining holes on

the outgoing journey were halved.
Coming in Barnes and Smith both got

threes on the twelfth, while their oppo¬
nents were consuming four strokos, and
again took the lead. Hagen and Nichols
both played the thirteenth poorly also,
and took five each. Barnes and Smith,
playing down the main line, got their
fours and a lead of two up.
Hagen got a beautiful birdie, three at

the fifteenth, again laying his approach
dead, which cut down the lead of his
opponents by one hole, but Barnes and
Smith managed to halve the remaining
three holes and emerged victorious by
one up.

CALIFORNIA STAKES
NEW GOLF CLAIMS

Adopts F. C. Newton and
Wants Douglas Grant Fourth

on American Team.

yalifornians are Intensely interested
In the forthcoming battle for the British
amateur golf crown, there being a possi¬
bility, according to California, that the
moving picture State will have no less
than three representatives at Hoylake.

Before he left Pittsburgh William C.
Fownes, Jr., received a telegram from
Pacific Coart Golf rand Motor, in which
he was asked if lie intended to include
Douglas Grant on his team abroad. The
American captain replied that he was

considering such a line of action.
The third player upon whom the Cali-

fornlans are counting is F. C. Newton,
whose long membership with thp Clare-
mont Country Club and former holding
of the Pacific coast amateur champion¬
ship, it is felt out there, closely asso¬
ciates him with California.

Seeing that the metropolitan district
does not have a single representative en¬

tered for the Hoylake jubilee it might
also be justly claimed that Newton's
holding of the Staten Island title the
matter of two years ago makes of him
a New Yorker. Golfers are also accus¬
tomed to hearing him spoken of as cap¬
tain of the Massachusetts team. Then,
again, if they cared to the linksmen of
North Carolina or Florida also might
file a claim to Newton, since he spends
most of the winter months between Pine-
hurst and Palm Beach.

It is perhaps fortunate for all con¬
cerned that Newton's movements are

wrapped in mystery. There is no sign
of his name in the booking lists at least,
and if his going abroad is to precipitate
a civil war it is perhaps just as well if
Newton stays on this side of the At¬
lantic. -

But whether they get Newton or not
the Californlans will not yield Douglas
Grant either to the East or even to Eng¬
land, where for years he has been domi¬
ciled. Grant was born in San Francisco,
learned his golf at Inglesldc, is still an

American citizen, and has held all three
of the California amateur championships
.the State, the Northern and the South¬
ern. He married an Englishwoman and
has spent many years in England, but
he is distinctively an American and a

Californian, or so they declare.
Californlans believe that if Fownes

uses Grant in the team matches he can¬
not be given worse than fourth placo, or
in other words, he should come in after
Evans, Ouimet and Jones have been
placed. In a match not many weeks
ago Grant defeated the British cham¬
pion Tolley by a staggering margin,
and on the strength of that perform-
ance. he looks like a mighty capable
golfer. However, it is much to be
doubted if he has any right to be placed
in front of Jesse Guilford. No doubt
Woodie Piatt and Fred J. Wright, re-

spectively the Philadelphia anil Massa¬
chusetts titleholders, would also want to
challenge his right to such a placing.

If the Californlans feel that Grant is
better than Dr. Paul Hunter, that Is
their own business. Paul is the present
California champion, so they really
ought to know.

I.nkervood Hrndjr for Sleet.

Frank Barton, secretary of the Lake-
wood Country Club, reports that entries
for the spring tournament there onThurs¬

More than eighty entrants
competed In the Cartaret Club tourna¬
ment ft week ago and the St. Anthony
Club had forty entries in a competition
which it held at Lnkewood on Saturday.
Barton declares that the feeling among

those who have been playing dally at
Lakewood is that the course is very
much advanced In condition over any
other course around New York, N"W
Jersey or Pennsylvania. All the fair¬
ways and greens have been continually
cut and rolled and the finishing touches
are now being put around the gre--ns
and tiie traps. At the ninth the fairway
has been stiffened by placing several
small sand trap? to catch topped shots
between the large mounds. An Improve¬
ment also has been effected <u the
twelfth by the Introduction of "rough"
about forty yards from the base of the
hill to catch a badly played second shot.

Golfers are reminded that this week's
tournament at Lakewood Is not an Invi¬
tation event, but. on the contrary, Is open
to all golfers of recognized clubs, and all
those who are able to conform to this
condition are welcome. For the Shanley
Memorial cup play the intending com¬

petitor has merely to admit that he has
passed f,5 years on this mortal coll. That
done he will be welcomed with open arms
and showered with congratulations, sym¬
pathy, or perhaps bunker sdnd. if he Is
not careful where he stands while his
partner Is wielding his niblick.
