Series of Mysterious Blazes
at Fairfield, Conn., Baffle

State Detectives.

THREATEN FINE HOUSE

Estate of Miss Annie Burr
Jennings Special Object

of Attack.

MOTIVE IS NOT KNOWN

Wfetch Set for Automobile Par¬
ties on Boston Post ftoad

Yields No "Results.

Bridgeport, May 1..The inability of

State detectives to discover the origin
of a series of flres that have occurred
in the exclusive Fairfield colony dur¬
ing the last two months has alarmed
the residents of the colony. That the
fires may have been of incendiary or¬

igin is hinted at by the Fairfield Fire
Department, which called upon the
State authorities to investigate, but
nothing has been found thus far to
bear out the supposition.
Two of the flres occurred on the

estate of Miss Annie Burr Jennings,
daughter of the late Oliver Burr Jen¬
nings. who was one of the original
directors of the Standard Oil Com¬
pany. Miss'Jennings urged the night
watchman at her estate to observe
more closely parties going down the
side roads at night from the Boston
Post Road, which the estate faces.
The first fire of the series occurred on

a Saturday night about two months ago.
Tt was discovered in one of the ootages
on Fairfield Beach, which backs up on
Mies Jennings's estate. scar Carlson,
superintendent of the est e, saw flames
.booting from one of the cottages and
sounded an alarm. Before the local fire
fighters arrived five cottages were
ablaze.

.\ barn on the estate of the late
Samuel H. Wheeler, formerly bead of
the Wheeler & Wilson Sewing Machine
Company, and owner of the Stratfleld
Hotel here, was consumed in the second
blaze which occurred about a month ago.
This barn abutted Miss Jennings's prop
ertv and, gave the local fire fighters and
apparatus from Bridgeport a hard fight.
The damage was estimated at $ >,00..

All Marked by Mystery.
The third fire occurred in the garage

on the Jennings estate. It
smallest blaze of the series and ap¬
parently began in a 8>.Plex tourtng
ear that had been stored, for the winter
The fourth and last fire was discovered
last Wednesday morning in the
barn, almost abutting the Jenkins
Colonial mansion, "Sunnie Holme,
which is one of the sights of the coun-
tryaide.

9This fire la the moat mysterious 01
the four Five minutes before the blaze
was discovered Mr. Carlson, tlje super¬
intendent. was in the barn wltl. George
Jennings, a dairyman and Dr. C. K.
Atkins, a veterinary, of Bridgeport. One
of Miss Jennings's ten cows had be¬
come sick and Dr. Atkins was called
to attend the animal. The trio hardly
hart reached tho gateway at the Bos¬
ton Post road entrance when the whole
barn burst Into flames. A three days
old calf was burned In the fire.
While some uneasiness was experi¬

enced bv residents of the colony after
the first three fires, the fourth aroused
genuine alarm. The fact that the cause
of the fires has not been learned is
considered significant and ltalsf ,8
notrted out that the four buildings
burned were but a stone's throw from
each other. Why any one should want
to destroj Miss Jennings's property
could not be explained. She never has
received threatening letters and is held
in the highest esteem by the towns-

jcrf fine home* in which live A L. Hiker,
formerly head of the Biker Motor Truck
Company; the Rev. T>r. Clans E. 811-
cox pastor of the Fairfield Congrega¬
tional Church; Mrs. William Glover.

At Beach
afreet and Boston Post road stands
the Town Hall, a building of Colonial
design, and Just to the south stands
St Paul's Church, of which the Rev.

State Detective Frank Virelli visited
rhe Jennings estate Saturday night and
examined the burned buildings. When
the detective left he announced that
ho would return again to-morrow to
continue his Investigation.

Miss Jennings has been living in
Fairfield during the summer months for
the last twenty years. Her town home
is at 4$ Park avenue. New York city
The estate of Oliver Gould Jennings,
brother of -Miss Jennings. Is also in
Fairfield. Just north of his sister's home.
Walter Jennings, another brother, and
Mrs Walter B. Jones, a slater, live
tn Cold Spring Harbor. L. I. A third
sister. Mrs. Hugh D Auchincloss. Is a
-esldent of New York city.

ACTOR HALTS PANIC
AT FIRE IN THEATRE
Blaze in Box at Union Square
Put Out While Orchestra

Plays Lively Music.

The crowd at the Sunday-night con¬

cert in the Union Square Theatre, Four¬
teenth street, near Fourtli avenue,
jumped to its feet and started to run for
the exits Inst night when fire was dis¬
covered in a box on the right hand side
.f the house. Several women screamed
when James Page, a vaudeville per¬
former, who was singing at the time, ran
into the wings and appeared with a
flro extinguisher.

"Sit down I" he shouted. "There's no

danger ! I'll put out the Hie !"
Page's shouts attracted the attention

or the crowd and the rush toward the!
exits was halted. The orchestra under
the leadership Charles Arlams. struck
up a lively tune, and instead of continu-
ing the plunge to the exits the crowd
stood in the aisles and in front of the
seats listening to the music and watch-
ing Page. The actor Jumped into the
box. and with the fire erytingulsher and
several others that were used lay other
performers, he had the Are almost out
when the firemen arrived.
During the first few moments of the

rush persons in the rear of the house
gained the street, but they tried to get j
back again when they learned there was
no danger. Others trying to get out met
them, and the crush In the vestibule and
before the ticket window was greater'
than Inside the theatre. Several women
whose hats were knocked awry began to
scream, and two of them got into a fight
in which considerable hair was pulled
but very little damage done.
When firemen arrived the crowd had

become calm, although It had not vet
resumed its seats. While Page and
others used fire extinguishers on the
flames several performers came on the
stage and sang songs. The Fire De¬
partment ordered everybody out of the
theatre, and the crowd marched out in
orderly fashion. The firemen then tore
down a portion of the first balconv to
trace the origin of the flames, discover-
ing that it started from crossed electric
light wires.
The theatre will be repaired so that

the usual Monday afternoon perform¬
ance will be given. The property Is one
oi a chain of burlesque houses owned bv
B. F. Kalin.

WOMAN HEALER
SLAIN IN REVENGE

Orange Police Look for Rival
or 'Patient' She May

Have Treated.

South Orange, N. J., police, who at
first believed Mrs. Celeste Cassesse, a

"faith healer," was murdered by mistake
of a "black hand" gang In South Or&ngo!
early Saturday morning, gave the opln-
ion last night that revenge for a real or|
assumed wrong was the motlvo for the
killing. Although Mrs. Cassesse was
robbed of Jewelry and money valued at
more than $500, detectives refuse to re-

gnrd the slaying aa the result of a rob¬
ber plot.
One of the reasons for this belief was

in the discovery that Mrs. 'Cassesse's
fame as a healer was of exceptionally
high standing In the Italian colony of,
the Oranges, and that It had spread
among Italians elsewhere. She had sev¬
eral patients among Italians in Chicago
and other cities, it was said.

Although her work was what was de-
scribed an a sort of osteopathic treat¬
ment, combined with prayers, the police
discovered she dealt also in affairs of
the heart, and frequently was called in
to heal the wounds of a Jilted lover or a
girl who was perplexed. Mrs. Cassesse
may have been responsible for some un-
fortunate outcome of a love affair, and
the enraged lover may have sought re-

venge, according to this theory.
Four men took part In the robbery

and killing, which would indicate that
if this motive was the correct one. the
lover sought aid, perhaps among other
men who had suffered through Mrs.
Cassesse's treatments. The story that
one of the bandits cried out something
about "the letters," from which Inference
was drawn that Mrs. Cassesse had been
mistaken for Mrs. .loseph Sailtto, her
patient, whose husband had received
alack hand warnings, Is now scouted.

Michael Selitto, son of the sick woman.
who was driving Mrs. Cassesse to her!
home from her third visit to the house
that day, was detained at South Orange
tollce headquarters. Selitto was hound
to the driving wheel by the bandits, and
was helpless while the attack was made
upon Mrs. Cassesse She was stabbed
in the throat.

.\nother fact that developed yesterday
was that Saturday night, about twelve
hours after the murder, a shot was fired
st the Selltto home. Domlnlck Merece-
gnnte, a brother of Mrs. Selitto. was
leaving the house, and the bullet nar-

rowly missed him.

tracing the men who committed the mur-
der.

TRAPPED HERE AS
CHICAGO BANDITS

Two Armed Men Seized in
Flat Accused of Holding

l p Bankers.

BOY REVEALED PLACE

Detectives Nailed Young¬
ster Who Left the West
~

With Pair.

Daring $25,000 Robbery by
Five Men in Automobile Now

Believed Cleared.

When Arthur Bernstein of Chicago,
wanted by the police of that city for

alleged complicity in a recent holdup in
which five armed men kidnapped the

vice-president and cashier of the Scheu
bert & Amberg State Bank, heard a

knock on the door of his apartment at

105 West 109th street, yesterday noon,
he cautiously called out, "Who's there?"
A voice answered. "Superintendent of

the building. Can I see you a minute?"
Bernstein opened the door and found

himself confronted by Detectives Trojan,
Donnelly, Fitzpatrick and Love of the
West 100th street station. Two revol¬
vers covered him.

"All right," he said. "I never thought
you'd find us."
Then he called back to .Joseph Kelly,

who was breakfasting serenely on straw¬
berries and cream "It's all up, Joe. The
bulls Is here."
The detectives said they found both

men armed, though neither drew his
gun. Bernstein had a loaded .46 calibre
army automatic and Kelly a .38.
"No use scrappin' when the cards are

stacked." said Kelly. "1 went through
the show over there and didn't get
bumped off, and I want to Btick round a
while."

Roy Regarded a* n Blind.
With Bernstein and Kelly the police

found Mrs. Bernstein and her ten year
old nephew, Max Gross. The boy was
taken to the Children's Aid Society and
the others to Police Headquarters to
await extradition.
The approximate whereabouts of ttie

men was telegraphed by Chief Hughes
cf the Chicago police, who said that, two
other men. believed to have been part¬
ners in the holdup, were in custody in
Chicago. The police here were informed
that the boy Max had disappeared from
his home in Chicago with his aunt, the
wife of one of the men wanted by the
Chicago police. He was described as
wearing a green fedora and plaid knick¬
erbockers.

Saturday afternoon Detectives Trojan
and Love met a boy answering this
description walking about the Cathedral
Parkway neighborhood They ques¬
tioned him. but could get nothing out
o? him. He had only one reply "It's
none of your business." They followed
him and saw him . nlet- an apartment
on the fourth floor of the 109th street
address.

Bernstein said they had been living at
the apartment foi a week, coming di¬
rectly to New York from ''hicago.
Neighbors thought then was nothing out
of the way about the new tenants, and
the police believe the boy was brought
on simply as a blind.

A seftreh of the apartment revealed
about 92.500 In cash. Al»-o two U»ys
were found which tile men said, accord¬
ing to the detective*, were for safetv
deposit vaults which Bernstein said con.
tained about $3,500 more.

On April 21. the day Chicago tried out;

patrols. Intended to deal particularly'
with holdup men, Ave men In & limousine
stopped an automobile containing John
F Amberg, vice-president of the
Scheubert & Amberg State Bank, and
Morton F. Stone, ita cashier, who were
conveying a Mitehel containing 125,000
in currency to one of the banks in the
Chicago Loop district.
With drawn guns the bandits ordered

the tankers out of tneir own machine
and into the other. Then they drove for
8outh Chicago at too speed On the way
the holdup men opened the satchel and
counted the money carefully. Then they
went s>stematlcaliy through the bankers'
pockets. When a quiet street was
reached, the door of the limousine waa
opened and one of the gang said:
"Hop out. you birds We're through

with you. Beat It."
Amberg and Stone immediately ruahed

to a nearby bank and aent In an alarm
for the police. Three mlnutea later two
of the new emergency police patrols, cars
filled with detectives armed with shot¬
guns, rushed up the street where the
bankers had been left. But the bandits
were well on their way

The total
deaths for the period just closed
were 351, and for the same pe¬
riod last year 158.
The increase in deaths was

held by Edward S. Cornell, sec¬

retary of th? society, to be due
to the larger number of motor
vehicles in use and to the failure
of the Legislature to apply se¬

vere restrictive measures cover¬

ing the licensing of persons to
operate automobiles.
