The Communist newspapers con-
tinue thelr campalgn without daring
actually to call on the reservisits of
the 1919 clasa to resist the mobillza-
tion order, which would bring down on
them the Government's heavy hand.
They assert that other classes are
about to be called up, but this report
wae flatly denled at the War Ministry.
The first detachments of reservists
will move toward the German frontier
by Friday.

Despite the evidence, which even
the troop movements in the streets of
Paris 18 now aflfording, that France is
again golng on a partlal war footing,
the feeling here is pretty general that
Germany will accept the allled de-
mands before May 13, when it is pro-
posed that French troops shall enter
Essen.

The United States Stee]l Corporation
yesterday announced a reduction of
approximately 20 per cent. in wages
in Ita plants, effective May 16. This ia
for day labor. Other rates, including
salaries, also are to undergo readjust-
ment. Judge E. H. Gary, chalrman of
the board of directors of the corpora-
tion, muade the announcement follow-
L ing the regular weekly meeting of the
| inance committee.

i The cut in the wages of day labor

will affect from 125,000 to 160,000 men
now in the employment of the Steel
Corporation and will mean a sav-
ing to the corporation, on the bhasis
of last year's operations, of nearly
$120,000,000, This is the first tima
since 1904 that the Steel Corporation
has reduced wages, and the second
| time in the history of the company.

“The wage rates of day labor at the
manufacturing plants of the Steel Cor-
poration,” Judge Gary's statement read,
“have been decrepsed about 20 per cent.,
to become effective May 1d. Other rates,
including salaries, will be equitably ad-
| Justed.  After long and palnstaking ef-
fort we have not been able to find
practicable basis for the entire abandon-'
ment of the twelve hour day, or turn,
in the immedlate future. However, we
have already ellminated the twelve hour
day in certaln departments, and shall
continue our efforts In this direction
with the hope and expectation of mak-
ing the elimination of the twelve hour
day complete during the next year, We
do not believe we can satlsfy our em-
ployees with any shorter Mmit'"

Wage Cut Expected.

The actlon of the corporation in re-
ducing wages at this time does not
come as a8 surprise, for It has been
known for some time that such an an-
nouncement was probable. The Iast
quarterly statement of the Steel Cor-
poration showing net earnings of only
$7.000,000 for the month of March, as
compared with $14,000,000 in January,
notwithstanding that lower pricea for
stoe] products had not affected the earn-
Ings of the first quarter, made 1t ap-
parent that costs must be reduced
Judge Gary at the annual meeting of the
| corporation  stated that wage rates
made up nearly 80 per cent, ¢f tne cost
of manufacturing steal, and It was ad-
| mitted generally that any reduction In
cost of stee]l making must be made in
wnges to he' very effective. The pres-
ent reduction will cut the cost of mak-
ing steel some 17 or 18 per cent

From the beginning of the war up te
Tebruary of last year the corporation
made nine separats general advances In
wages, In additlon to which coal mine
workers employed by the corporation
and rallroad workers on the company's
ronda were advanced In October and
Novembar of last year.

The aggregate Incroase given stasl
workers by the corperation from 1914
up to tha last general increass in Feb-
| ruary, 1620, was approximately 150 per
eent
