Albany, May 9. I

Gov. Miller to-night signed the Gibbs
bill providing for water power develop¬
ment under State control by private
apital. The bill creates a water power
ommlaslon, consisting of the Conserva-
ion Commissioner, State Engineer, At¬
torney-General, temporary President of

J he Senate and Speaker of tho Assembly.
This commission is to investigate water
power resources and sites and tho cost
of economically developing them. Li¬
censes are to be issued for Its devel¬
opment, and the rates and regulation of
ihe companies are to be under the con¬

trol of the Public Service Commission.
The Governor also signed the bill pro¬

viding for the administration of the
automobile bureau after Its transfer
from the office of the Secretary of State
10 the State Tax Commission. All of

the present branches of the bureau are

to be abolished and automobile license
plates aro to be issued by county
lerks, except In Albany and New York,
where offices of the commission are to
issue them. The revoking and suspen-
-ion of licenses Is put in the hands of
magistrates and county Judges.
Another bill signed by the Governor

abolishes the office of the State Super¬
intendent of Elections, which Is now

headed by Henry S. Ren&ud, a New
York. Democrat. The office has about
250 employees. This measure will effect
an annual saving of (300,000.
The Governor signed the Davenport

hill designed to end an Inequality which
existed In determining the State income
'ax. Under the old law a profit was

deemed to have been made if a security
was sold at a price in excess to Its val¬
uation on January 1, 1919, the time that
.he Income tax law went Into effect, re¬

gardless of the Initial cost of the se¬

curity. The Davenport bill provides
'hat where either the cost or fair market
value on January I, 1919, Is ill excess
of the value realised no profit shall be
deemed to have been derived. The new

law meets a decision of the Appellate
Division, handed down here yesterday.
Other bills approved require the mark¬

ing of all foodstuffs on their entrance
fr.to cold storage, prescribe the form of
ballots for voting machines and remove

the limit of $80,000 which the New York
City Board of Health can spend In case

of Impending pestilence.

NO MELTING POT HERE,
SAYS DR. C. W. ELIOT

Sees No Assimilation of the
Various Races.

Boston, May 5..8tudents from thii
ty-«even counties, undergraduates at

college* in or near this city, heard Pres¬
ident (Emeritus) Charles W. Eltot of
Harvard University to-night picture a

future federation of the world.
"We hare In the United States no

such thing as a melting pot, no such
thing as assimilation of races as a com¬

mon stock." Dr. Eliot told the students.
'There never has been ; there never will
be.
"Each rare has held aloof from the

others; they do not mix, they do not
intermarry. or, at least, they have done
no only to a degree so slight that It
would take thousands upon thousands
of years to affect the country.
"The separate merits, virtues and

sifts of each will be as they have been
here, preserved, not extinguished by In¬
tercourse or commerce, but Instead
strengthened to the good of the whole.
That Is the case in our country; so

must It he In the federation of the
world."

OF $40,000 SWINDLE
