
MANNING ELEVATION1
WILL BE IMPOSING

Notables Will Attend Conse¬
cration in Cathedral on

Wednesday.

400 CLERGY TO ATTEND

New Bishop Will Outline the
Needs of Diocese in First

Address.

The consecration of the Rev. Dr. Will¬
iam T. Manning, rector of Trinity pariah,
as Bishop of the Episcopal Diocese of

New York will take place next Wednes¬
day morning In the Cathedral of St

John the Divine, and will be the largest
and most Impressive consecration ever

held In this diocese. Dr. Manning's first

address as Bishop will be delivered In

the afternoon, when the 136th conven¬

tion of the diocese will open.
Twenty-five bishops of the Protestant

Episcopal Church In the United States
and 400 clergymen, together with

bishops of the Eastern churches and

clergymen representing other churches
in this city, will march in the consecra¬

tion procession. Invitations have been

sent to President Harding, Secretary of

State Hughes, the British, Italian,
French and Belgian Ambassadors, Gov.
Nathan L. Miller and Mayor John F.

Hylan. Gen. Robert Lee Bullard and
Gen. John F. O'Ryan will represent the

Army and Admiral Henry B. Wllscn
and Rear Admiral Huse the Navy.
The Right Rev. Daniel Sylvester Tut-

tle, the oldest Ant lean bishop In active
service In th-_ world and at present
Bishop of Missouri, will be chief conee-
erator. He will be assisted by Bishop
Boyd Vincent of the Southern Diocese
of Ohio and Bishop William Lawrence
of Massachusetts.
The Right Rev. Thomas F. Oallor,

Bishop of Tennessee and President of
the Executive Council of the Protestant
Episcopal Church, will preach the ser¬

mon. At the close of the sermon Dr.
Manning will he preserted to the con-

secrators by Bishop Arthur C. Hall of
Vermont, and Bishop Philip M. Rhine-
lander of Pennsylvania, and will be
required to promise conformity to the
doctrines, discipline and worship of the
Protestant Episcopal Church. After the
litany and i rayers he will be vested
with the remainder of the episcopal
habit by his attending presbyters, Dr.
Mllo H. Gates and Dr. W. W. Bellinger,
Vicars of Trinity Parish. Then will
follow the laying on of hands and the
reading of the commission, after which
the new Bishop will be received Into
the sanctuary and will assist <n the
service of holy communion.
Considerable interest already Is being

shown In the address of Bishop Man¬
ning. to be made in the afternoon. Ha
1s expected to Irdlcate what additional
episcopal assistance he will need to
carry on the work of the diocese, and
also to make the first outline of his
policies since he was elected Bishop.
Bishop Manning will be the tenth

Bishop of the Diocese of New York, but
only two others.Bishops Burch and
Greer.have Lfen consecrated In the
diocese. Bishop Manning's consecration
will be the first In the Cathedral of
St. John the Divine.
Elections will be held In the after¬

noon to fill various vacancies In com¬
mittees and boards. A report will show
the cathedral Is now free from debt
and has on hand more than $300,000
toward the building of the nave.

ACTION NOT PLANNED

Vestrymen Undecided as to
Manning Successor.

A regular monthly meeting of the ves¬
trymen of Trinity Church Is to he held
next Monday, but It was said yesterday
In the olfloe of the rector, the Rev. Dr.
William T. Manning, that action was not
expected regarding the vacancy In the
rectorship caused by Dr. Manning's ele-
ration to the bishopric.
The decision of the Rev. Dr. Samuel

Smith Drury, headmaster at St. Paul's
School. Concord, N. H.. not to accept the
rectorship still leaves three nominees.
Dr. Joseph P. McComas, vicar of St.
Paul's Chapel: Dr. W. W. Bellinger,
vicar of St. Agnes's Chapel, and the Rev.
Dr. Mllo H. Gates, vicar of the Chapel
of the Intercession, all of Trinity Parish,
The committee on nominations was dls-
missed several weeks ago. Whether It
will be asked to present additional
names, or whether the new rector will be
chosen from the three clergymen now in
nomination, is a matter not yet decided.

SHAW VICTOR IN RACE
TO ESCAPE SNAPSHOT

Harvard Moonshine Suspect
Gets Away in Taxi.

Bobtojj, May 6..Newspaper photog¬

raphers, Federal officials, stenographers,
clerks, salesmen, office boys, messenger
boys and others who go to make up the
assemblage of lunch hour strollers
played "hare and hound," "run, sheep,
run," "puss In the corner" and a variety
of other games through the streets of
Boston to-day, and simply hpcause
Louis Agassis Shaw, leader In society,
Harvard Instructor and self-confessed
scientific moonshiner, didn't care to have
his picture snapped.
Shaw is a tired chap to-night. So are

those who took part In the chase the
Marlboro street scientist led through the
Federal Building, office buildings, trol¬
ley cars and streets. It was a regular
chase, with Shaw escaping by a hair.
To do so he rode In many elevators, ran
down many stairs, walked, side stepped,
dodged, danced, ducked. Jumped and
leaped, finally landing In a taxi.
Shaw returned later to the Federal

Building, where he was rushed Into a
private session with United States Com¬
missioner Hayes. The reporters has¬
tened to the room to await the result of
Shaw's arraignment on the charge of
violating the Volstead act Shaw was
escorted with his counsel Into the pri¬
vate chamber of the Commissioner. The
newspaper men followed, only to be or¬
dered to leave the room. One reporter
refused, stating that It was his right to
remain. He was ejected by special
orders. It was given out subsequently
that Shaw's case had been continued
until next Wednesday,

'BIG TIME' ROAD HOUSE
RAIDED BY TROOPERS

$20,000 Liquors Seized in
Buffalo Resort.

Special Despatch to Tub Nrw York Hbrai.d.
Buffalo, May 6..Troopers of the

State Constabulary, on their first raid
In this section under the new State pro¬
hibition law, mopped up a spot alleged to
have been one of the wettest along the
border.Brown's road houso in Tona-
wanda.seized liquors valued at $20,000
and put the ltd on about the last re¬
maining of Buffalo's oases. The troopers
hauled away champagne, cordials and
whiskey in trucks and motorcycle side¬
cars.

Brown's has long been the "big time"
road house for motor parties, but has
been particularly popular since the great
drought began. Liquor, the troopers
charge, has been openly served there and
there have been rumors of protection.
Wines and liquors valued at approxi¬

mately $25,000 were seized yesterday at
the Coscob Inn, a roadhouse on the
Boston Post road In the village of Cos-
cob, Conn. The seizure was made by
four Volstead enforcement men, who are
members of a flying squadron. The
agents were armed with a search war¬
rant issued by a United States Com¬
missioner and no effort was made to
hinder them. John Caseaux, the pro¬
prietor, said that t'he seized liquor be¬
longed to his wife, who Is now in
France. Caseaux, it is said, was oncer

a chef to the late Russian Czar. He
was not arrested.

EXPORT CLAUSES OF
DRY LAW ATTACKED

Shipment of Liquor to Mexico
Basis of Action.

Special Despatch tn Tun Nrw York IIcrai.d.

Chicaoo, May 6..An attack on the
constitutionality of the export clauses
of the Volstead act was launched to¬

day by Levy Mayer before United States
Commissioner Lewis F. Mason In behalf
of Louis Rosenfleld, secretary and sreas-
urer of the Sunnybrook Distillery Com¬
pany and F. W. Harrison, manager of
the same concern. It Is the first time,
attorneys say. that this portion of the
dry enforcement law has been under
fire.

Rosenfleld ajid Harrison are charged
with having shipped 1,000 cases of
whiskey to Juarez In violation of the
section of the Volstead act which pro¬
hibits the exportation of intoxicating
liquor.
"We will endeavor to show," says a

brief filed by Mr. Mayer, "that that
part of the national prohibition law (be¬
ing the so-called Volstead act) Is uncon¬
stitutional In that It goes beyond the
power of Congress and beyond both the
letter and meaning of the Eighteenth
Amendment upesi which the power of
Congress rests."

WHOLESALE LIQUOR
DEALERS TO CLOSE OUT

Kramer Orders Agentr to
Hasten Disposal of Stocks.
Washington, May 6..Federal prohi¬

bition directors were Instructed to-dAy
by Commissioner Kramer to hasten the
disposal of the remaining stocks of
liquor held by wholesale liquor dealers
and the closing out of wholesale liquor
concerns throughout the country.
Wholesale liquor dealers who are de¬

clining to dispose of their stocks, he
said, should be reported to the prohibi¬
tion bureau for action.
Under an opinion by former Attorney

General Palmer the prohibition authori¬
ties could limit the sale of liquor for
medicinal purposes In wholesale quan¬
tities to wholesale druggists, but the
wholesale liquor dealers received "a rea¬

sonable time" by Commissioner Kramer
In which to dispose of their remaining
stocks.

BOMB SUSPECT GETS YEAR.
Wall Street lllnst Not Involved In

Harrisbttro, Pa., May 6..Tito Ligl of
Scranton, whose suspected connection
with the Wall street bomb explosion last
.September has been ?,nder Investigation
by the Department of Justice, was sen¬
tenced In Federal Court here to-day to
one year's Imprisonment on the charge
of draft evasion.

Details of the settlement between the
publlsers and the employees were not
made public.

NATIONAL BUREAU
OF POLICE FORMED

Enright Heads Organization
to Systematize Work All

Over Country.

FEDERAL AID FAVORED

Central Bureau in Washington
Will Be Sought in Con¬

gress Bill.

The National Ponce Conference which
the police chiefs of 225 municipalities
throughout the country have been at-

tending here since Tuesday came to a

close in the Hotel Commodore last night
with the passage of resolutions making
the conference a permanent body and
establishing a National Police Bureau
for the gathering and dissemination of
information regarding criminals. Rich¬
ard E. Enrlght, Police Commissioner,
who conceived the Idea of the confer-
ence, was elected president of the or-

ganlzatlon. The police bureau will be
located for the present In Police Head¬
quarters In this city.
Through the National Police Confer¬

ence the police chiefs who have founded
It hope to coordinate the work of every
police department in the country aj»d to
work In conjunction with the secret
service and the Department of Justice.
The conference will seek to systematise
police work and to keep in the closest
toisi'h with tho movement of known
criminals.

It is the purpose of the organization
to petition Congress to establish a cen-
tral police bureau In Washington, which
will be under Federal control, but which
will be accessible to the members of
the conference. Until such legislation
is enacted this work will be centralized
In the bureau at Police Headquarters.
One of the surprises coincident to the

close of the conference was the an¬

nouncement by Commissioner Enrlght
that Douglas I. McKay, who was Police
Commissioner for a period of three
months, had been made a Special De¬
puty Commissioner, and would have
charge of the new bureau. Even Mr.
McKay did not know of his appointment
until his name was read ofT by the
nominating committee as nominee for
secretary of the organization. The com¬
mitteeman announced, "Mr. Douglas I.
McKay, Special Deputy Commissioner,
for secretary." Mr. McKay succeeded
Rhlnelander Waldo as Police Commis¬
sioner, in December, 1913, and continued
under the administration of the late
Mayor Mitchel, until April IB, 1914.

1 am
convinced that he Is going to do the
right thing by my daughter. He always
was honorable In his relations with her
and I still believe he thought his first
marriage was Invalid.

"Esther Is not In the city. She Is
down In Alabama and has been there
for some time. In fact she went there a
few days after she left New York."
